system. It exists or not, as the
case may be, in the people

, Who operate that system.

Contrary to the argument
often used by these revolu-
tionaries, the American Rev-
olution was not fought over
the issue of “humaneness’'.
In strict reality it was a col-
onial extension of the strug-
gle between monarchial auth-
ority and a growing parlia-
mentary system. The fact that
it involved an issue of parental
control has tended to ob-
scure its real significance. But
it is certainly true that the

American contention had
powerful intramural support
in England.

This is not to deny that
forms of government histor-
ically have become cruel and
oppressive and that revolu-
tions have not occurred = for
humane purposes. But in most

WHERE DO YOU STAND
ON CHEATING

Would you rob a bank when
the teller is not looking?
Would you steal a car when
the owner is not in sight and
the keys are in it? Certainly
mot; that would be stealing.

You don’t have time: there's
a ballgame tonight. Would you
copy your friend’'s homework?
Would you glance at a neigh-
bor’s paper just to get an idea
of how he is beginning the first
problem on a test? Probably
you could find yourself doing
this sort of thing or even more
extreme situation; maybe you
have. Is this letting a friend
help you with something that
doesn’t matter much anyway.

Would it be stealing? Cheat-
ing?

Many high school students
often shrug off dishonest acts

or involvements in cheating of
others and show indifference,
unconcern, and no feeling of
guilt for the parts they play
in such acts.

Cheating is stealing, and
stealing is dishonest. It is not
how much cheating is done
that makes it dishonest, It is

the fact cheating has been
done.

The lack of concern on the
part of the students — both

those who actively cheat and
those who supply outright as-
sistance — 1is really a maost
frightening situation in public

schools toaay.

When cheating is discussed
the question always comes up,
“Who wins?’’ Was it tae one
who cheated and received a
higher mark or the one who
got the low mark honestly?
For college entrance, they will
probably have to take entran-

ce exams. Their chances of
scoring high depends on the
knowledge which they have
gained from hard, {faithful
study in and out of class —
not on hidden information in
pockets or on cuffs.
Remember — each person

has to live with himself. Stud-
enls may go away from tests
thinking how clever they have
been; vet, they still have to
live with a little voice always
“You cheated,”

saying,
Really, who wins?

After all, the purpose and
aim of an education is to
create a desire in the individ-
ual for truth. The main reason
we go to school is to develop
ourselves into intelligent, de-
pendable, enlightened men and
women. The only way this can
be done is to lay the founda-
tion on absolute honesty,
