When, and if, the actual
killers of Clarence Swaim
nizht attendant at a lonely

- Stephens County service sta-
ation are caught, they ace go-
ing to have a lot of proteetion
—vastly more than their vic-
tim.

Under the law, as defined
and re-enforced by decisions
of the United States Supreme
Court, even a voluntary,

‘confession must conform to
certain exacting definitions of
the “rights” of the accused.
Otherwise, although it may
be a clear and convincing ad-
mission of guilt, it can be
thrown out on the grounds of
“police brutality.”

The conditions under which
the Stephens County crime ap-

pear to have been committed
consort with the legal safe-
guards now thrown about
the examination of suspects
to make a conviction doubly
difficult.

The robbery and murder,
with the victim's own gun,
it seems, took place in the
early morning hours, when it
is unlikely there were any
witnesses aside from the vic-
tim and his KkKillers. The for-
mer cannot speak; the latter
are protected from doing so.

As a matter of fact, as I un-
* derstand the law as now in-
terpreted, they could make
a detailed and voluntary con-

fession, and still have it rul-

“ed out as evidence im ‘court

4 on the score that certain of

-

their legal rights were not ob-
served, and this even if they
had been forewarned and ad-
vised of these rights and had
not chosen to take refuge in
them. It is conceivable that
this protest could be extend-

ed to the ridiculous assump-
' that they were not comfort-
able under questioning, but
under undue mental strain
and duress brought on by the
conditions and methods of
their examination.

Unless there are witnesses
able to connect the suspects
to the crime, or other evidence
of such nature that it would
convince a jury of their guilt
beyond a reasonable doubt,
the State could have a hard
time securing a conviction.

Meanwhile the man who
was killed might as well have
had no rights, Constitutional
or otherwise. Of worse conse-
quence, the next and noten-

_ tial victim of a gunman can
* have less assurance of his.

\ No thug with a gun in his
hand is going to concern him-
self with the “rights” of his
=victim. Whereas the law, un-
der Constitutional mandates,
cannot take life, liberty or
property without ‘“due pro-
cess”, the criminal is under
no such effective prohibition.
He simply pulls the Trigger
and lets the courts argue the
legal principles ex post facto.

At the trial, his victim, no
longer a living person, recedes
into a nebulous symbol of
public and largely impersonal
rights, while he, the living ac-
cused, becomes the person in
peril and the object of a pri-
mary judicial concern that an
innocent man be not made to
suffer. -

Insurance of the rights of
the accused and his protection
against brutality and unrea-
sonable coercion are vital to
the justice of our legal sys-
‘gem, and these rights must
be secured.

But the law-abiding citizen

Direct Telephone Service
To Okra Area in Prospect

A potential of about 25 cus-
tomers would be involved, Mr.
Adams told the Rising Star
Tuesday.

The Comanche County Tele-
phone Company, a co-op, has
been granted a $2,125,000.00 REA
|loan to purchase the De Leon
telephone system, and to up-
grade it with the installation of
underground, one-party lines and
other improvements. There will
be new or improved exchanges at
De Leon, Carbon, Desdemona,
Olden, Proctor, Sidney and New-
burg.

The loan, Adams said, is based
on.a five-year build-out program,
but it is contemplated the un-
derground system will be install-
ed in 36 months from the take-
over. The deal will probably be
consummated and the improve-
ment program gotten under way
about September 1, Adams said.

The design of the new instal-
lations planned by the Comanche
County organization, including
underground cables, is the most
advanced in telephone . tech-
niques, it was said. It gets rid of
all overhead construction in the
rural areas and makes the sys-
‘tem proof against storms and
other weather damage, and to
a great extent against acciden-
tal mechanical damage, it was
ex-plained, providing a more se-
cure and dependable service.

As It Looks From Here

WASHINGTON, D. C. -SEC-
TION IV OF THE Civil Rights
Bill of 1966 provides in substance
that the owner of property for
sale, rent or lease may not de-
‘cline to sell, rent or lease to any
person because of race, creed
or color.

OTHER PROVISIONS of the
measure make radical changes
in an effort to confer “rights.”

IN 1789 THE PEOPLE of Am-
erica were fearful that the gov-
ernment might restrict their
freedoms. The First Congress of
the United States in that year
proposed the Bill of Rights.

THE BILL OF RIGHTS essen-
tially tells the government what
it can not do and comprises the
first ten Amendments to the
[Inited States Constitution. Many
countries have an abundance
of natural resources, vast lands
and climate as good as ours, but
40 million immigrants came to
this land seeking something cal-
led freedom.

THEY CAME HERE with the
hope of security and the promise
of the precious right to live as
free men with equal opportunity
for all.

IN JULY 1868 A NEW guar-
antee of freedom was ratified.
Its purpose was to guard against
human slavery. Its guararices
were for the further equal pro-
tection of all. It is the 14th A-
mendment to the Constitution,
and it reads in part as follows:
‘No State shall make or enforce
any law which shall abridge the
privileges or immunities of cit-
izens of the United States; nor
shall any State deprive any per-
son of life, liberty or property,

LAWS ENACTED DURING
the past three of four years,
and the proposal now before the
Congress, erode the rights and
freedoms of every 'American
property owner.
without due process of law; nor
deny to any person Wwithin its
jurisdiction the equal protection
of the laws . . .”

IF ANYTHING 1S MORE
needed to guarantee individual
rights let it be that the indivi-
dual American properity OWner,
regardless of race, color or creed,
should be allowed, under law, to
retain:

1. The right of privacy.

2. The right to choose his own
friends.

3. The right to own and en-

joy property according to his
own dictates.
4. The right to oceupy and
dispose of property without Gov-
vernmental interference in ac-
cordance with his own judgment.
5 The right of all, equally, to
enjoy property without inter
ference by laws giving special
privilege to others.
6. The right to maintain what,
in his opinion, are desired sur-
roundings for tenants.
7. The right to contract with
a real estate agent or other rep-
resentative of his choice and to
authorize him to act for him ac-
cording to his instructions.

lacceptability and desirability of
any prospective buyer or tenant
of his property.

9. The right of every Ameri-
can to chooese whomever. in his
opinion, are congenial tenants
in any property he owns and to
maintain the stability and se-
curity of his income.

10. The right to enjoy the
freedom to accept, reject, nego-
tiate or not to negotiate with
anyone.

THE PROHIBITION against
the individual to do with his
property what he wishes, so long
as he does not- infringe upon his
neighbor, is.the denial of the
third element of fundamental
rights guaranteed under the
Constitution.

WHEN GOVERNMENT at-
tempts to confer privilege by
legislation upon some, and by
so doing takes away the rights
of others, it does grave violence
to the Constitution.

LOSS OF THESE rights di-
minishes personal freedom and
creates a springboard for the
future erosion of ovr liberties.
