Thirty years ago Eastland. Ran-
ger, Pioneer and other cites in 
this county were not the quiet, 
law-abiding cities as of today. At 
that time the writer was with 
the Ranger Daily Press, and all 
these years he has been trying 
to forget some of the happenings 
in those days of old. 

But today's mail brought us a 
copy of the old Eastland Daily 
Oil Belt News, and as we scan-
ned its front page our mind went 
back for about a third of a cen-
tury. The paper in question was 
published in Eastland on Sep-
tember 25, 1922, and was sent

Cisco Phone Company 
Asks Increase in Rate 

Southwestern Bell Telephone 
Company re-submitted a request 
for higher rates in Cisco at the 
semi-monthly meeting of the City 
Commission at the City Hall 
Tuesday night. The commission 
had turned down a similar re-
quest more than a month ago. 

In re-submitting the request, 
the company's local manager, W. 
H. McAnally, reminded the Com-
mission that "we're still losing 
money on our operations in Cis-
co and no business organization 
can survive very long under 
such conditions." 

Mr. McAnally reported that 
the company lost about $16,000 
on its operations here last year. 
The telephone company has 
some 60 employees in Cisco with 
an annual payroll of more than 
$180,000. The company is one 
of the city's heaviest tax payers. 

Rates requested include $3.25 
a month for four-party service, 
$4 for two-party lines, $5 for in-
dividual line service and $9 for 
business telephones.—Cisco News

In fact, it's just a piker. 
That's the opinion of Ameri-

cus Howell of Cisco who has 
been a resident of Eastland Coun-
ty "off and on" since 1882. 

The pioneer farmer and stock-
man, now retired, was quoted 
in The Abilene Reporter-News 
today as contending that "the 
present drought is a piker com-
pared to the one back in 1886 
and 1887." 

Howell explained: 
"We were living at Gorman 

then and we not only had no 
stock water, but we ran out of 
drinking water. Dad had to haul 
our water from as far away as 
Hubbard Creek. It cost 50 cents 
a barrel, which in those days 
was a pretty steep price." 

Howell said that during the 
drought of 1917-18 that he was 
farming in Baylor County near 
Seymour and that his income 
for the two years totaled exactly 
zero. 

He moved on to the South 
Plains where he went through 
the dry years of 1934-35. 

Those were two tough years, 
too, Howell said. 

He moved back to Eastland 
County after a couple of crop 
failures on the Plains and farm-
ed in Eastland County until five 
years ago when he retired and 
moved to Cisco.—Ranger Times

MIRACLE OF A RAINDROP. 

Rain is a miracle. The elemental forces that must 
tome into play and mesh their joint efforts to pro-
duce a single drop of rain is one of the marvels of na-
ture. Hail is a mechanical by-product of this miracu-
lous process, in which currents of air keep tossing a 
raindrop up and down through different atmospheric 
strata until it becomes a hailstone. 

The process of "seeding" clouds to produce rain 
is another miracle, although a synthetic one. The 
seeding agent must be delivered at exactly the right 
moment under exactly the right mood to get results. 
The temperature must be just so. 

Announcment that the clouds which produced rains 
over a group of counties in this area Tuesday had 
been seeded by the Water Resources Develop-
ment Corp, headed by Dr. Irving P. Krick, a pioneer 
in the movement of producing rain by seeded clouds, 
caught area residents by surprise — a pleasant sur-
prise, seeing the results. 

Price Campbell, president of the West Texas Utili-
ties Company, which has a contract with Dr. Krick's 
outfit, emphasized that "we don't take credit for 
the fact that it rained." On the contrary, "The Al-
mighty and the elements are due most of the credit. 
But I actually believe that we got more water than 
we would have otherwise." 

Meteorologists are of divided opinions about cloud 
seeding and its resuults, but obviously it is being 
taken very seriously indeed in all parts of the country. 
When hard-headed business executives like Price 
Campbell take a flier in rain-making, you can dis-
miss any notion that it's just a passing fad. 

"It would have rained anyway" is a pretty diffi-
cul theory to disprove, but in time the rain-makers 
may be able to lay that gibe. At any rate, they seem 
to be making progress, and the raw young "science" 
of today may become the recognized, established pro- 
cedure of tomorrow. 	—Abilene Reporter-News

July 13. 1953 
Navy No. 824 

Dear folks, 
Well, finally got your letter 

yesterday. No, Nancy, I haven't 
broke my arm but I'd thought 
some of you had. I hope every-
one still OK? 

Well, Mom you can say your 
son played on a champion soft-
ball team. We won the Navy 
series 3 out of 5 games, the last 
game being played Sunday. We 
edged the ARS bunch out in the 
sixth inning and scored one run. 
That was the only run of the 
ball game. After the game the 
captain gave each player his 
trophy and congratulated him. My 
trophy is really pretty. It is 
about 9 inches tall and has a 
player holding a bat on it. Across 
the front it has "Kwajalein 
Champs for '53." We also got 
an 8 x 10 nicture of the ball club. 
They turned out real good. I'm 
going to send all of it home just 
as soon as I can get a box. You 
will have some more stuff for 
my room. We got to Pearl. Har-
bor the 26th of this month. 

I finally got those films sent 
off today so guess I'll be sending 
some pictures home in two or 
three weeks. I think it takes 
them about 15 days to get back. 
I sent them to Pearl Harbor. 

Have you got the money yet? 
I sure hope so. Boy that would 
be something to lose. 

We've had a lot of excitement 
here today. A civilian C-97 went 
down between here and Guam 
this morning some time.  They 
have been hunting it all day 
and still haven't found it. It's 
about 600 miles from here to 
Wake Island so it gives them 
quite a lot of territory to cover. 
They don't think there will be any 
survivors because there are so 
many sharks in' these waters. The 
only way they could have sur-
vived is to have had enough 
time to put out "shark chasers" 
and inflated their rafts. 

Johnny and I changed some 
flats this evening on my truck 
and it sure did wear me out. 
I don't know if I'm getting old 
or that I haven't done any heavy 
work in so long that I'm soft 
now. I don't think I could do 
an honest day's work now with-
out kicking the bucket. 

Well, guess I'll close and take 
in a movie, "Salome" is the name 
of it so it ought to be pretty 
good.

SECTION 2: It shall be unlaw-
ful for any owner, Lessee, oc-
cupant, or any person in charge 
of any premises in the City of

Athlete Foot Is 
Common During the 
Hot and Dry Months 

AUSTIN.—You don't have to 
be a Mickey 'Mantle or a Babe 
Zaharius to be eligible for ath-
lete's foot. You're qualified just 
by being human. 

This ringworm foot infection 
can come to either sex at any 
age at any time, although it is 
probably more prevalent during 
summer months when feet are 
more apt to perspire. 

You'll know you've got it when 
your feet begin itching and blis-
tering, and when you see the 
soggy dead skin between the toes 
or on the soles. Take action 
then, and you can usually get 
1#1 of it in a hurry. But neglect 
it and you're in trouble. 

Here are some suggestions from 
State Health Officer George W. 
Cox which will prevent athlete's 
foot or help you get rid of it 
if you have it now: 

Dry carefully and thoroughly 
between your toes after bathing 
and as often as practical during 
the day. The disease is caused 
by a fungus which thrives on 
damp, perspiring feet. 

Massage your feet with a mild 
rubbing alcohol. This will help 
prevent spreading the infection 
from one spot to another. 

Dust a god fungicide powder 
or even an unscented talcum 
powder or powdered boric acid, 
between the toes, in stockings 
and shoes. If at all practical, 
change stockings once during the 
day. 

Swab all cracks or soggy areas 
between the toes with one pc 
iodine diluted with ten parts of 
alcohol. 

Wear absorbent socks and put 
a piece of cotton on areas be-
tween the toes where cracks or 
sogginess are evident. 

Don't use remedies which have 
been sold for eczema. Consult 
your physician if the cracks and 
blisters and sogginess do not 
yield to these measures. 

And keep this in mind: if ath-
lete's foot is neglected, it can 
(spread readily beyond the feet. 
The lesions will get deeper and 
deeper, and may cause critical 
damage.

COLLEGE STATION, July 22. 
—During the ten years that Na-
tional Farm Safety Week has 
been observed, farm accidents 
have been reduced 20 percent. 
This reduction is a real achieve-
ment, says the Texas Farm and 
Ranch Safety Committee, but add 
that farming remains a hazar-
dous occupation. Some 15.000 
farm people will lose their lives 
as a result of accidents during 
1953 unless they practice safety 
in their daily living. 

President Eisenhower in the 
Safety Week Proclamation, July 
19-25, points out that last year 
more than a million and a quar-
ter farm residents to cooperate 
in an all-out effort to make 1953 
as accident-free as possible. 
"Farm to Live and Live to Farm" 
is the way he puts it. 

According to the State Com-
mittee the immediate objectjive 
is to arouse interest and increase 
participation in the community 
approach to the problem of safe 
living. The long-time objective 
is to make rural residents so 
conscious of accidents and their 
causes that through their own 
efforts the agricultural industry 
can be made as safe as other in-
dustries of the nation. 

History proves, explains the 
state committeemen, that much 
good is derived from the observ-
ance of safety week but after the 
concerted effort begins to loso 
steam, the accident rate begins 
to climb.
