Instructor in history
and Government at
Lubbbock Christian
College, Dean of
Students, Dean of Stu-
dent Life, Vice-
President of Public Af-
fairs and Executive
Director for the Center
of Business and
Economic Education.
Kay is very active in
Civic work and has
delivered some 3,800
addresses on the prin-
ciples of the American
System of Private
Enterprise, the nature
of ,man, comparative
economic systems, and
the religious,
historical, and moral
values that have con-
tributed to our
economic well-being.

He is an exponent of
the free-market,
private ownership of
property, and limited
government rationale.

Mr. Kay'=isi a
member of numerous
professional organiza-
tions and has been
awarded many cita-
tions and awards for
his work in public af-
fairs and economic
education.

COMMENTARY

It was at Megiddo
that Ahaziah, King of
Judah, died. The great
king Josiah fought the
Egyptian Pharaoh and
was mortally wounded
there in 610 B.C. The
Canaanites also met
their defeat there.
Megiddo was of great
strategic importance,
since it was situated at
the opening of a nar-
row pass on the great
highway which con-
nected the lands of
Egypt and Assyria.
This highway, called
the “Way of the sea”,
became the important
military artery of the
Romans, and was
known as via Maris. In
1918, the British troops
invaded the north of
Palestine through
Meggo Pass. Allenby,
the commander-in-
chief,was given the ti-
tle of Lord Allenby of
Megiddo. Megiddo, or
Megeddon, is a symbol
of war.
