The 
Committee considered our 
problem to be very impor-
tant and was ranked No. 
2 in urgency among the 
presentations made. In 
his remarks Mayor Bible 
pointed out that repairs 
to our tower would cost 
almost as much as replac-
ing it with a new system. 
He also stated that a re-
cent engineering report 
presented data showing 
that the tower structure 
is a real hazard in that 
the tower cross beams are 
rusted out and not ade-
quate to support the sway 
caused by strong winds of 
the area. Public Health 
officials have cited Rising 
Star for several years 
stating that the water 
storage facilities must be 
replaced. 

The next step in the 
approval process is that 
state officials will review 
actions of the WCTCOG 
and make arrangements 
for Rising Star to receive 
the money. This is ex-
pected some time in the 
Spring. It is pointed out 
that funds for this project 
in the amount of $247,000 
are a gift and should cost 
local citizens no money. 

City officials are to be 
congratulated for their 
hard work which will ulti-
mately remove another of 
Rising Star's potential 
hazards.

Heald Appointed Head Of Abilene District 
Of Texas Department of Transportation 

Brownwood District 
Engineer Wes Heald has 
been appointed the new 
head of the Abilene Dis-
trict in the reorganization 
of the Texas Department 
of Transportation. 

The newly formed 
Abilene District will con-
sist of 17 counties, six of 
which were originally in 
the Brownwood District.  

The 17 counties are 
Brown, Callahan, Cole- 
man, 	Comanche, 
Eastland, Erath, Fisher, 
Hamilton, Jones, Mills, 
Mitchell, Nolan, Palo 
Pinto, Scurry, Shack-
elford, Stephens, and 
Taylor. 

Heald said that all 
administrative work from 
the Brownwood District 
will shift to Abilene head-
quarters sometime next 
year. "We have not been 
notified which support 
activities might remain in 
Brownwood," he said, 
"such as the center stripe 
paint crew, the signal 
maintenance crew, the 
warehouse operation, and 
the equipment repair 
crew." Design and con-
struction work will con-
tinue to be handled from 
an area office, and respon-
sibilities will remain the 
same except for the area 
boundary changes. It is 
anticipated that each area 
engineer will handle three 
to five counties, Heald  

said. The area engineer, 
who in Eastland is Bryan 
Neaves, is primarily re-
sponsible for design and  

construction work and has 
overall responsibility for 
maintenance. Mainte-
nance work in each county 
is supervised by a main-
tenance foreman, and 
changes are not antici-
pated in this operation. 
Clyde Braddock is the 
Eastland County mainte- 

nance foreman. 
Heald emphasized that 

the department will con-
tinue providing the same 
level of service on the 
highway system as in the 
past and will promote the 
construction ofthose high-
ways that will enhance 
economic growth as well  

as reduce congestion in 
the existing highway sys-
tem.

Railroad Commission Issues 67 Permits For Horizontal Wells In November 

permits were granted for 
horizontal projects in the 
Pearsall (Austin Chalk) in 
November, compared to 
22 in October. Meanwhile, 
operators in the Giddings 
Field applied for twenty-
nine new horizontal per-
mits last month, led by 
Fayette County with 14 
and Burleson County with 
10. 

Frio County in the Pear-
sall (Austin Chalk) con-
tinues to lead all others 
with a total of 603 per-
mits for horizontal wells 

Horizontal drilling is a 
technique used to tap oil 
reserves that can't be 
recovered profitably using 
standard methods. 

The Railroad Commis-
sion granted a total of 67 
new permits for horizon-
tal wells in November, as 
permit applications to 
drill the advanced tech-
nology wells declined from 
the previous month, ac-
cording to RRC Chairman 
Lena Guerrero. 

By comparison, the 
Commission issued 80 
permits for horizontal 
wells in October, 56 in 
Sept. 61 in Aug., and 71 in 
July, 1991. 

So far, operators have  

applied for 838 permits to 
drill horizontal wells in 
Texas during the first 
eleven months of 1991, 
compared to 985 during 
the same period one year 
ago. 

In all, the Railroad 
Commission has issued a 
grand total of 2,136 per-
mits for horizontal wells 
in Texas since 1984. 

The Pearsall and Gid-
dings (Austin Chalk) 
Fields continue to lead the 
nation in horizontal drill-
ing activity. Nineteen new  

now granted. 468 of those 
wells have been com-
pleted. 

Meantime, Dimmit 
County ranks second in 
the Pearsall Field with 
170 horizontal permits 
issued through Nov. 30, 
followed by Zavala county 
with 167 and LaSalle 
County with 156. 

In all, 1,096 permits for 
horizontal wells have been 
granted to operators in the 
Pearsall Field. Some 823 
of those wells have now 
been completed. 

Meanwhile, the Com-
mission has issued 499 
permits for horizontal 
wells in the Giddings 
(Austin Chalk) Field 
through 

Nov. 30. Burleson 
County leads the horizon-
tal race there with 285, 
followed by Fayette 
County with 151, Lee 
County with 53, and 
Washington County with 
ten. As of Nov. 30, 296 
horizontal wells had been 
completed in the Giddings 
Field. 

Drilling was completed 
on some 24 horizontal 
wells during the month of 
November, raising to 
1,398 the number of hori-
zontal wells now com-
pleted in Texas since 1984. 

Overall, operators in 71 
Texas counties have now 
received Railroad Com-
mission permits to drill 
horizontal wells. Besides 
the counties previously 
noted, 178 permits for 
horizontal wells have been 
granted to operators in 
Gonzales County, 87 have 
been issued for horizontal 
projects in Brazos County,

while another 57 permits 
have been granted to 
operators drillinghorizon-
tal holes in Wilson 
County.

Texas hunters continue 
to shoot each other at an 
alarming rate, already 
surpassing last year's 
mark for accidents with a 
month left in the year. 

Through November, the 
Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department had received 
reports of seven hunting 
fatalities and 67 injuries. 
There were eight fatali-
ties and only 53 injuries 
during 1990. The state 
saw 12 fatalities and 78 
injuries in 1989. 

All seven of this year's 
fatalities, and 26 of the 
injuries, have occurred 
during the fall hunting 
seasons. East Texas and 
Central Texas have seen 
the bulk of the accidents. 

Since the Sept. 1 dove 
opener, the region around 
Brownwood has seen 12 
hunting accidents, one of 
those resulting in a fatal-
ity. During September 
and October there were 
five  accidents from dove 
hunters not verifying 
their target or swinging 
on game. Six of the acci-
dents have occurred dur-
ing deer season, three in 
Sutton County, and one 
each in San Saba, McCull-
ough and Gillespie coun-
ties. 

Hunters in the region 
surrounding Rusk have 
reported eight accidents, 
including two fatalities. 
The fatalities were in 
Jasper and Panola coun-
ties. Three of the injuries 
occurred in Shelby 
County, and one each in 
Trinity, Angelina and 
Rusk counties. 

Most, if not all, of these 
accidents could have been 
prevented, said Terry 
Erwin, recreation pro-
grams coordinator for the 
department and a hunter 
education instructor. 

Some ofthe preventable 
accidents include: 

*a 5 year old boy fell 
while chasing his 4 year 
old sister, shooting and 
injuring her with a .22 
caliber rifle. 

*a man mistook his 
hunting partner while 
deer hunting and shot him 
in the thigh, injuringhim. 

*a dog knocked over a 
gun while riding in the 
front of a pickup and it 
discharged, injuring the 
driver. 

*a man received bullet 
fragments to the head 
after hitting the trigger 
instead of the safety while 
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trying to climb into a deer 
stand. 

*a 10 year old girl lost 
the index, middle and 
third fingers on her left 
hand when a companion 
handed a rifle through a 
deer blind window and it 
discharged. 

*a man was wounded in 
the arm when his bullet 
hit a metal compressor 
and ricocheted. 

*a .30-06 discharged in 
the back seat of a pickup 
and the bullet hit metal 
under the front seat be-
fore shrapnel hit one man 
in the back of the leg. 

*a boy shot another boy 
in the neck, injuring him, 
while uncocking a .22 
pistol. 

Most of these accidents 
could have been prevented 
by following the rules of 
shooting safety, or per-
haps by wearing hunter 
orange clothing, Erwin 
said. Hunter orange is 
required in 40 states. In 
Texas at least 400 square 
inches of hunter orange 
must be worn while hunt-
ing on Type I or Type II 
Wildlife Management 
Areas. 

"We recommend that 
people wear blaze orange 

for the safety factor," he 
said. "I recommend wear-
ing it all the time while in 
the field hunting. If it's 
not on, it's not doingyou a 
bit of good." 

If you're absolutely 
against wearing hunter 
orange while hunting, at 
least wear it and from the 
stand, said Steve Hall, 
education administrator. 
"Hunter orange will allow 
your companion to see you 
ifyou get out of position or 
stray from your hunting 
plan." 

A hunter orange bill was 
proposed in the last legis-
lative session, but no ac-
tion was taken. In Missis-
sippi, Erwin said, a com-
bination of hunter educa-
tion and hunter orange 
has dropped the accident 
rate about 60 percent. 

"We need hunter or-
ange", said Capt. Wayne 
Coffman, regional law 
enforcement director in 
Brownwood. "I guarantee 
you that most of these 
hunters wouldn't have 
been mistaken for game." 

One of the most often 
broken shooting safety 
rules this year is the one 
that says, "Be sure ofyour 
target before you pull the 
trigger; know the identi-
fying features of the game 
you hunt." "If you can't 
identify it, why are you 
shooting at it?" Erwin 
asked. 

"Everythingyou see and 
hear in the woods should 
be considered a human 
until there's absolutley no 
doubt," Hall said. "That's 
before you ever raise a 
gun. If there's any doubt, 
raise the binoculars. Bird 
hunters should stick to 
their 'safe zone-of-fire:" 
and know where their 
companions are at all 
times.

speak English. To make a long story 
short: we did a dumb thing. We got 
off one station short of Florence.

Our real Olympian feat was a 4-
minute change at Verona, from Venice 
to Garmisch: down, over and up; Amy 
and some bags on outgoing JUST as 
Gaynell, I and remaining bags climb 
aboard; doors close JUST as we scamper 
aboard. Stairways are long and steep 
and tracks may be far apart. Much 
later en route home, Gaynell and 
I trained from Bayreuth, via Nuremburg 
to Frankfort, where the train 
terminal is at and two levels below 
the giant international airport. 

We rode a number of the ICE 
express trains. Were that our Amtrack 
as extensive, efficient and well-used 
as are the European trains. The 
Eurail map touches all of Europe 
as we know it, plus Greece, the 
Scandanavian countries and Ireland, 
offering steamer and ferry transfers 
as needed. But not England.(NextRome). 
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J an hour, changed in Nuremberg, bound 
south for Munich, where we were booked 
to change at 20:30 to a sleeper 
direct to Rome.

The holidays season 
without poinsettias would 
be like Thanksgiving 
without turkey. 

Poinsettias are the 
nation's largest selling 
potted plant. The plants 
grew wild in Mexico and 
Central America for cen-
turies before the first U.S. 
Ambassador to Mexico 
made his name synony- 
mous with the holiday 
spiritby bringingthe flow-
ers north of the border. 
When Joel Robert Poin-
sett' returned.  to North 
C 	rid 'after higiMetittot- 
tourr Of duty 'in' 1825; he 
shipped home more than 
a dozen of the festive 
plants. As an amateur 
botanist, he successfully 
transplanted the colorful 
bushes to his greenhouse, 
and they became known 
as poinsettias in his honor. 

Here are some tips from 
the experts about select-
ing and maintaining poin-
settias. 

SELECTING: Check 
the leaves at the base of 
the plant. They should be 
green, without a tinge of 
yellow. 

The tiny flowers in the 
center ofthe bracts should 
be closed or just begin-
ning to open. 

Examine the soil around 
the plant. If it's dry and 
shrinking from the sides 
of the pot of if it's 
drenched, leaving the pot 
standing in water, the 
plant probably has suf-
fered shock. Improper wa-
tering will cause the 
leaves to wither and fall 
quickly. 

MAINTAINING: Poin-
settias need light. Full 
daylight, but not direct 
sun, is best. Temperatures 
in the room shouldn't 
exceed 72 degrees during 
the day or 60 degrees at 
night. The plants do best 
in the cooler temperature 
with high humidity. 

Never place a poinset-
tia on top of a television 
set or in a spot where the 
plant is exposed to drafts 
from heating ducts or ex-
terior doorways. 

Check the soil daily and 
water thoroughly when it 
feels dry to the touch. 

Drain off excess moisture 
after watering. Poinset-
tias don't like wet feet. 

You can nurture a poin-
settia plant from season 
to season, and a holiday 
calendar for carrying out 
the project.

Members of the Board 
of Directors of the 
Eastland County Dis-
patch. gave Chief Dis-
patcher Alvetta Bishop 
notice Wednesday that 
policies and recom-
mended by the Advisory 
Board must be carried out. 

Sheriff Ronnie White 
represented the Advisory 
Board at the meeting. He 
also suggested that 
Bishop be placed on pro-
bation until orders are 
carried out, but the Advi-
sory Board did not go this 
far with the recommen-
dation. 

A suggestion that the 
law 	enforcement 
manager's duties be en-
larged to include oversee- 

ing the Chief Dispatcher 
was tabled. 

Board members did tell 
Bishop to listen to the 
Advisory Board and work 
with it. 

The Dispatch receives 
and directs calls for law 
enforcement and emer-
gency services in the 
county. The 911 Emer-
gency Services is expected 
to be activated in Janu-
ary. All these calls will be 
routed thorough the Dis-
patch. 

Another discussion 
centered on whether 
smoking should be banned 
at the Dispatch. 

Board member Richard 
Robinson said this contro-
versy had been going on a 
longtime. He said officers 
complain about smoke on 
clothing after stopping by 
the building. It has also 
been stated that smoke 
will damage 911 equip-
ment such as that recently 
installed at the Ake. 

Board Member Mike 
Moore replied that smok-
ers who work eight hours 
without breaks may not 
be able to perform as well 
without smoking. 

Chief 	Dispatcher 
Bishop said that most of 
the employees smoke. She 
was then requested to 
bring a solution on the 
problem to the January 
meeting. 

On another matter, 
Board members again 
discussed a balky backup 
generator. Theyhave been 
looking for a used, large 
capacity generator. One 
member said: "We'll be 
looking and keep hoping 
the present one lasts that 
long.
