Shew called it the biggest and 
best pecan show ever held in the 
State, following the close of ac­
tivities Saturday afternoon, Dec. 
13, in the Joseph Building a tRan- 
ger.

Sponored by the Eastland 
County Pecan Growers Associa­
tion and the Ranger Chamber of 
Commerce, the total num ber cf 
entries stood at 282 making it the 
largest pecan show held in Texas.

256.

Total May Go 
Well Above
4,000 Tons

Soaring peanut receipts at the 
Rising S tar market mounted over
the 3,700-ion mark Tuesday with 
the heaviest weighings at the 
Rising S tar scales since the year 
1949, according to J. R. Bucy, 
public weigher. Monday Mr. 
Bucy’s weighings were well o- 
ver 3,700 tons.

J. R. Rachel and Fred McMul­
len, USDA graders at the Rising 
Star station, said that more than 
3.7C0 tons have passed through 
their station Tuesday. Prospects 
were that receipts here would 
reach well over 4.000 tons. Grades 
were still holding up good, they 
said, although there was an in­
creasing incidence of damage 
from freezing.

Much of the late peanuts a r­
riving at the Rising S tar station 
were from other growing areas, 
brought here because of the ex­
haustion of storage space in those 
centers. Rising Star, with big 
warehouses belonging to Monty 
and Mearlyn Jones, the City M ar­
ket building where Glenn Shults, 
buyer for the Southwestern Pea­
nut Growers Ass’n is storing,

| and other storage available to 
j Raymond Gray, veteran local 

buyer, has more storage capacity 
than most communities. But even 
so, the receipts will probably tax 
the available space, it was said.

Jones Brothers are the heaviest 
buyers, with more than 2,000 tons 
to their credit, while Glenn 
Shults has stored well over 1,000 
tons for his company. Raymond 
Gray, normally one of the heavi­
est buyers in the section, with­
drew from the market on instruc­
tions from his companies, after 
purchasing some 500 tons.

Effect of the new income upon 
the community economy is al­
ready beginning to be felt in 
soaring bank deposits and in 
Christmas season purchases, a l­
though the real impact of the 
peanut wealth is not expected to 
be felt on business conditions 
generally until after the holidays.
