Cotton in 1955 brought $3.55 
cents per pound, and in 1977 
it brought 40.00 cents per 
pound. Levi pants cost $3.15 
per pair in 1955, and in 1977 
cost was $17.95. 

Wheat brought 2.04 per 
bushel in 1955, and it brought 
$2.00 per bushel in 1977. A 
large loaf of bread cost 21 
cents in 1955, and in 1977 a 
large loaf of bread cost 63 
cents.

Emergency Ambulance Makes 37 Calls 

GARBAGE AND TRASH 
DISPOSAL 

The City Council passed 
and approved a garbage and 
trash ordinance on the 7th 
day of November, 1977. 
Included in this ordinance is 
a section requiring 
mandatory garbage and 
trash pick- up by the City 
operated garbage truck. 
Monthly rates for the pick-
up service are established in 
the ordinance. Every 
business and household in 
the City will be charged for 
the service. 

An ordinance whereby the 
City has control of garbage 
and trash pick- up and the 
operation and maintenance 
of a sanitary landfill 
( dumpground) is necessary. 
The State Health Depart-
ment holds the City 
responsible for providing its 
citizens with a dumpground 
and for garbage and trash 
disposal and for compliance 
with State laws. These laws 
are much more stringent 
than they have been in the 
past. Penalties for not 
complying with state laws 
can be severe. 

The Council understands 
that any ordinance that sets 
forth regulations for trash 
hauling and dumping will be 
controversial. This is so 
since our citizens have not 
had to comply with any rules 
for hauling and dumping in 
the past. It is essential, 
however, that it be so in the 
future.

Butler Named 

Due to the expense of 
operating a dumpground it 
will be necessarry to make a 
charge for dumping. Either 
we will have to make this 
charge or increase taxes to 
cover the cost of operating 
the dumpground. 

Since only a minority of 
the 	households 	and 
businesses in Rising Star 
have requested the City to 
pick- up their trash and 
garbage, City officials have 
decided to Amend the or-
dinance and delete man-
datory pick- up. But in doing 
this, the decision was also 
made to quit pick- up 
hauling altogether. 

This means that each 
household and business will 
be responsible for hauling 
their own trash and garbage 
to the dumpground or will 
make their sown 
arrangements for having it 
hauled. 

The Council requested the 
Mayor to establish a date to 
amend the ordinance and to 

stop City trash pick- up. 
After March 15, 1978 the 

City will no longer pick- up 
garbage and trash. An at-
tendant will be on duty at the 
dumpground to collect 
dumping fees on this date 
and the gates will be closed 
for dumping except on the 
specified days. 

The City will attempt to 
contract with someone for 
voluntary trash pick- up and 
hauling beginning March 15.

THE EMERGENCY 
AMBULANCE 

On August 1, 1977, the City 
Council of Rising Star 
resolved to operate an 
emergency ambulance. Our 
police department requested 
the Council to allow them to 
operate the ambulance and 
the decision was made to do 
this. 

On January 13, 1978, our 
police department had made 
37 emergency calls. Bills for 
these services have been 
sent out in the total amount 
of $1,217.00 dollars. The City 
has received $775 dollars for 
the services with $442 still 
not paid. Also, on January 
13, the City has received a 
total of $130 dollars in 
donations. Two of our 
citizens donated $100 of this. 

At the present time our 
police officers are operating 
this ambulance at no extra 
cost to the city. In other 
words, we are paying our 
officers a salary as police 
officers. They receive 
nothing extra from the City 
for operating the ambulance. 

The City Council voted to 
hire another qualified police 
officer to help with the 
ambulance. To date, we have 
been unable to hire one. 

point out to you that your 
police deaprtment has not 
charged the city a dime for 
operating the ambulance. 
Neither has the City Council 
increased their salary 
because they are operating a 
the ambulance. 

Here is another way 
someone 	can 	help. 
Sometimes the ambulance 
makes an emergency call to 
the scene of a serious ac-
cident. After the call the 

ambulance 
returns in quite a bloody 
mess. Our• police officers 
clean the ambulance on their 
vwn time. Time in which 
they should be sleeping or 
resting. Maybe someone 
would want to help do this for 
them. 

I am concerned that we 
still do not understand that 
the City can not make a 
Medicare 	claim 	for 
payment. We can help you 
make the claim for 
emergency 	ambulance 
service, but we cannot make 
the claim. The way it works 
is that you pay us for the 
ambulance service and we 
will help you get the 
Medicare payment. 
Medicare will send you the 
payment. 

The Mayor 

I am writing this so that all 
our people can understand 
the problems involved in 
operating this emergency 
ambulance. 

We must either operate the 
ambulance in a manner that 
it will be self sustaining or 
we will have to increase 
taxes or we will have to 

discontinue  the ambulance 
service. 

The ambulance, as most of 
you know, was given to the 
City by Higginbotham 
Comapny. It is a 1972 model 
vehicle. We anticipate some 
rather expensive 
maintenance in the near 
future or we may have to 
repalce it. 

I feel that if all the people 
understand our problem, 
there will be some way in 
which they will want to help. 

This can be done by 
making a donation to the 
Ambulance Maintenance 
Fund. The money donated is 
deposited in the bank and 
will be used for major 
maintenance or ambulance 
replacement. 

The money the City 
receives for ambulance 
services is used for salaries, 
operating expense and

Of All Peanut Producers Affected By Segregation 
111 Peanuts An operation that takes a 

doctor an hour to perform 
may take a patient years to 
describe.

HANDLED BUT NOT

On January 13. 1978, the 
Texas Peanut Producers 
Board headquartered in 
Gorman, 	Texas 	an 
association organized under 
the laws of the State of Texas 
pursuant to the Texas 
commodity Referendum 
Law, Article 55C, Texas 
Revised Statutes Annotated 
and William L. Carruth, a 
Texas peanut grower, filed 
suit in the United States 
Court of Claims (Docket 
number 20-78) against the 
United States of America on 
behalf of all peanut 
producers in the State of 
Texas 	affected 	by 
Segregation 3 peanuts in the 
years 1974, 1975, 1976, and 
1977. 
The question involves the 

legality and validity of the 
U.S.D.A.'s failure to pay 
price 	supports . on 
Segregation 3 peanuts. In 
1974, the Secretary of 
Agriculture rescinded all 
support of these peanuts. 
Plaintiffs allege that he did 
not have statutory authority 
to do so. 
The Peanut Marketing 

Agreement 	defines 
Segregation 3 peanuts as 
"farmers stock peanuts with 
visible aspergillus flavus." 
Aspergillus flavus is a mold 
which appears on peanuts, 
more in some years than 
others,depending on climate 
and soil conditions. 
However, aspergillus flavus 

market prices for peanuts 
sold for oil have been 

declining since 1975 at 
roughly two (2) cents per 
pound per year. 
If the farmer does not 

comply with the above, he is 
not eligible for price supports 
for the remainder of his crop 
pursuant to ASCS rulings. 
The above improperly 

penalizes the farmer with 
Seg. 3 peanuts. First, he is 
denied price supports for 
Seg. 3 peanuts; secondly, 
twenty-four (24) hours is 
insufficient time to clean the 
peanuts; and third he cannot 
save his Seg. 3 peanuts to 
use for seed the following 
year even though there is no 
reason (health or otherwise) 
for not using these peanuts 
for seed. Comparing 
approximate seed prices the 
farmer pays to oil prices the 
farmer obtains clearly shows 
the severe losses suffered by 
the farmer, as follows: 
OIL 1975-13 to 13.5 cents 

per pound; SEED 48 cents 
per pound 
OIL 1976-11.5 to 12 cents 

per pound; SEED 50 cents 
per pound. 
OIL 1977-10 to 10.5 cents 

per pound; 54-55 cents per 
pound. 
Fourth, there is a blanching 
process which would 
completely remove the 
aflatoxins, if any, from the 
Seg. 3 peanuts, allowing 
them to be sold in the edible 

is not dangerous to human 
consumption unless it 
contains aflatoxin. 	It is 
impossible to determine 
visually whether or not the 
aspergillus flavus mold 
contains aflatoxins. 	Only 
through chemical anaylysis 
can it be determined if 
aflatoxins are present, and if 
so, at what levels. 	The 
grower is denied chemical 
testing although inexpensive 
and rapid methods are 
available 	and 	used 
extensively 	in 	other 
commodities. 
The grower is severley 

limited in his allowable 
alternative once aspergillus 
flavus is visually spotted. All 
farmers stock peanuts are 
inspected 	by 	the 
Federal-State Inspection 
Service. Once they see the 
aspergillus flavus mold the 
grower has (1) until 5:00 
p.m. the following day to 
have the load cleaned, (2) 
sell to a signer of the 
marketing agreement, or (3) 
turn them over to the area 
association for marketing 
later. If they are not cleaned 
in this time period, or if 
cleaning is ineffective, only 
options (2) and (3) above are 
available. 
The bottom line to the 

farmer is that (2) and (3) will 
yield no more than 10.5 cents 
per kernel pound based upon 
1977 figures, since the 
peanuts can only be sold for 
oil. To add to the injury,

production cost estimates 
cited here are not strictly 
comparable- - and 	sub- 
stantial cost variation exists 
among producers- - a 
comparison of target prices 
and average costs clearly 
indicates serious pressures 
exist on many producers to 
make ends meet finan-
cially." 

A continuation of producer 
prices in the neighborhood of 
U.S. target prices over a 
period of years could result 
in a realignement of land 
values, increased risk of 
financial failure, increased 
consolidation 	of 	farm 
operations, conversion from 
irrigated 	to 	dryland 
production, and even a 
reversion from crop to 
ranching 	and 	cattle 
production in some areas of 
the state. The result could be 
an absolute reduction in 
Texas crop output, contends 
the 	economist. 	The 
magnitude of these effects is 
not known and must await 
further study. What is known 
is that a further increase in 
energy costs, wasteful use of 
water supplies, and con-
tinued low prices will in-
crease the severity of the 
problem. 

Research has shown at 
that through the use of new 
crop production systems, it 
is often possible to produce 
crops at lower cost using less 
energy, water, fertilizer and 
chemicals. Some drought 
and 	disease 	resistant 
varieties are also available. 
However, this research is 
just beginning and has not 
yet been appplied on an 
extensive basis. 

Are there any current 
solutions to the farmers' 
dilemma? 

Knutson suggests that 
potential policy solutions 

to the problem 
might lie in higher target 
prices for higher cost 
production areas, subsides 
on input prices used in 
agriculture, or, or sub-
stanially increased research 
and extension support for 
discovery 	and 	im- 
plementation of cost-
reducing production 
techniques.

COLLEGE STATION- - - 
The combination of low farm 
prices, high energy costs, 
and decreasing water 
supplies in some areas could 
substantially reduce Texas 
agricultural 	production, 
contends an economist with 
the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. 

Sixty percent of Texas 
crop production comes from 
irrigated land, notes Dr. Ron 
Knutson. Studies indicate 
that unit costs of production 
from irrigated land for 
major Texas crops an such 
as cotton, wheat, milo and 
corn are substantially higher 
than lower yielding. dryland 
costs and above current 
market as well as farm 
program target prices. 

For 	example, 	the 
economist indicates that 
total irrigated cotton costs 
on the High Plains average 
63 cents per pound and 
dryland cotton costs average 
46 cents per pound while the 
target price for cotton is 52 
cents per pound. Irrigated 
wheat costs average $4.72 
per bushel; dryland, $3.39, 
and the target price is $3. 
Milo costs in the Rio Grande 
Valley on irrigated land are 
estimated at $5.26 per 
hundred weight; dryland 
costs are $4.04. The target 
price for milo has not yet 
been announced but is ex-
pected to be about $4. 

Knutson explains that 
under the 1977 Food and 
Agriculture 	Act, 	the 
government pays producers 
the difference between the 
target price and the average 
market prices whenever the 
average market price falls 
below the target price. 
Market prices are cuttently 
substantially below target 
prices for all major Texas 
Crops except rice. Target 
prices are based on the U.S. 
average cost of production. 
These costs consider out-
of- pocket costs, machinery 
costs, overhead costs, a 
return to management and 
family labor, and a 3.5 
percent return to land. 

"These cost figures in-
dicate there is trouble ahead 
for many Texas producers," 
says Knutson. "While Texas 
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"He won't stop laughing long e-
nough for me to tell him how 
much ransom we want."

He was a 
member of the graduate 
faculty for nine years at 
Colorado State University, 
teaching a course in Human 
Behavior. 
After returning from service 

in World War 11, which 
included combat experience 
in the Eurpean Theatre as a 
company commander, 
receiving eight decorations 
including the Purple Heart. 
Brown served as County 
Agricultural Agent in 
Kaufman and Caldwell 
counties. He was a specialist 
in Community Development 
and an Extension Project 
Leader in the Department of 
Agricultural Economics and 
Rural Sociology at Texas 
A&M. 
He served for more than 

four years as a Special 
Assistant to Governor Dolph 
Briscoe. While serving on 
the Governor's staff, Gov. 
Briscoe appointed Brown 
commissioner of Agriculture 
last 	March 	when 
Commissioner John White 
accepted a position as 
Deputy Secretary of 
Agriculture in Washington 
D.C. Brown is married and-
the father of a son and 
daughter and has a 
grandson.

"There must be a national 
food policy--established at 
the highest level of 
government--which will 
assure the consumers of this 
nation a continuation of an 
abundance of food at a 
reasonable cost. This policy 
must also provide farmers 
and ranchers and ranchers 
an opportunity to make a 
profit for his investment and 
labor. In other words, the 
farmer and rancher must 
have a fair wage for his work. 
He must be a full participant 
in our economic system. He 
must not be seated on the 
sideline. 
Brown said the national 

food policy should give 
farmers and ranchers 
unimpeded access to 
domestic and foreign 
markets. "This means," he 
added, "protextion from 
embargoes, boycotts, 
restrictive legislation. price 
ceilings 	and 	other 
restrictions to free trade. 
"We can and must achieve 

for our farmers and ranchers 
a fair share of this country's 
prosperity. The well-being of 
the consumers of our state 
and this nation depends on 
the survival of our family 
farms and ranches." 
Brown said the lack of an 

effective and meaningful 
national food policy will 
mean shortages, the agony of 
food rationing, people 
standing in lines to get food 
for their families, and a 
disruption of the nation's 
economy skin to that of the 
Great Depression of the 
1930's.

Brown outlined his priorities 
as 	Commissioner 	of 
Agriculture:11) a fair and 
equitable return to efficient 
farmer and ranchers on their 
investments and labor; (2)

How's my wife 
going to manage, I don't 
have enough insurance to 
take care of them"& 
A patrolman writes on his 

report under Cause of 
Accident - Failure to grant 
right of way - Signal light not 
functional, probably 
damaged by vandals. 
This accident didn't really 

happen, but it could have. 
Every time a vandal 
maliciously destroys public 
property, in the form of a 
sign or warning signal, he 
endangers the life of each 
person who passes that way 
until it is repaired. These 
signs and signals were not 
put there just to give the 
Highway Department people 
something to do. Each one of 
them has a definite purpose 
and was placed only after 
careful study. 
When a flashing signal light 

is heavily damaged, it cost an 
average of $400.00 to replace 
the parts and pay for the 
equipment and men used. 
In the past few weeks, 

signals 	at 	Carbon, 
Desdemona, Blanket and 
Zephyr have been damaged 
by vandals. During the last 
Highway Department Fiscal 
Year in District 23. which 
includes 	9 	counties, 
approximately $65,000 was 
spent on replacing signs and 
signals damaged by vandals. 
Why do these vandals get 

away without being caught 
and punished a majority of 
the time? Part of the time 
they do their dirty work at 
night so they can't be seen -
but part of the time, it's 
because you, the taxpayer, 
won't take the time to report 
it when you see someone 
damaging lights or signs. 
You don't want to get 
involved. When the vandal is 
not caught, the taxpayer 
must absorb the cost of 
repairs or replacement. 
Take time to report these 

vandals when you see them 
in action. Even report any 
suspicious actions. Jot down 
license numbers and 
descriptions of cars and 
people, and report the 
information to the police, 
sheriff or highway patrol. 
Conviction for vandalism of 

a warning device carries a 
fine of $25.00 to $1000.00 
and up to 2 years in jail.

I was 
thinking about the dance that 
my wife and I were to 
chaperone that night. I have 
two teenager, a boy, 17 and a 
girl. 15. I really enjoy these 
dances, even though it's a 
wonder all teenagers aren't 
deaf, al loud as they listen to 
their music. The thought 
never crossed my mind that 
when the dance started at 
7:30 tonight, I wouldn't be 
there--1'd 	be 	dead. 
There was no reason to 

worry about the roads 
between Goldthwaite, my 
home, and Brownwood, 
where I worked. They were 
all good and easy to follow. 
They were signed and had 
the right delineation to help 
warn of curves, etc. 
As I came into Zephyr. I 

was thinking about some 
work I had to get out today. I 
never even saw the other car 
until a few seconds before it 
hit me. I never even had time 
to hit the brakes. I thought 
"Oh God, He's going to hit 
me". There was a crash and 
the car was sliding, then 
everything went black. 
The next thing I can 

remember was flashing 
lights and people walking 
around. I was lying on the 
pavement and someone was 
pulling a blanket over my 
head. I tried to scream, 
"Don't do that, I'm not dead. 
I'm only 38 and my life 
shouldn't be finished. Why 
didn't the other car stop? 
Why didn't he see the signal 
light at the intersection? 
How's my 17 year old son 
going to go to college next 
year? What about my 15 year 
old daughter who is just 
beginning to emerge an an 
adult? And my baby girl,
