race to local precinct races. 

The hottest political activity 
now centers around contests 
for precinct 2 and 4 com-
missioners and justices of the 

the Peace race W.E.(Dizzy) 
Dean, 66, of Ctsco has filed 
against 56 year old incumbent 
Carlton Holder 

Other contested county wide 
races include the office of 
County Treasurer. Here in-
cumbent Ellen Justice, 65, of 
Cisco faces Dick Foster, 51, of 
Gorman, former commissioner 
of Precinct 2.

The newly redistricted 

Precinct two, which now in- 
cludes 	Ranger, 	Olden, 
Desdemona and Lake Leon, has 
the greatest number of an-
nounced and filed candidates. 

Last week Ranger mayor Lee 
Cantrell, 58 and Pat Moseley, 
rancher, 42, of Route 1, Ranger, 

1 
were the only ones that had 
previously 	filed 	with 
pemocratic county chairman 
Mrs. Scott Bailey. 

Last Friday the race picked 
up two more candidates with 
O.E. Blackwell, 61, and Walter 
Henry, 59, both filing for 
Precinct 2 Commissioner. 

Blackwell is an agent for the 
KC Fuel Company and Henry is 
stfeet superintendent for 
Ranger. 

The position of commissioner 
of Precinct 2 became a wide 
open race when new county 
precinct lines became effective 
Jan. 1 after the commissioner's 
court had realigned the 
county's precincts in July of 
1973. 

The previous four county 
precincts included Gorman, 
Carbon and Desdemona with 
Dick Foster of Gorman as 
commissioner. 

The precinct 4 contest is still 
a two - man race. Rancher Bill 
Childers, 69, of Cisco faces 
incumbent County com- 

Unopposed incumbents who 
have filed or announced for re 
election are County Clerk 

Johnson Smith, 91st District 
Court clerk Joe T. Grey and 
County Judge Scott Bailey. 

Precinct 3 Justice of the 
Peace B.A. Butler, 72, of Rising 
Star and Precinct 1 Justice of 
the Peace L.C. (Wells) Dalton 
have also filed for re - election. 

Deadline for filing for county 
offices if February 4. In-
cumbents who have yet to file 
are Eastland County Criminal 
Dist_ Atty. Emory Walton and 
Gorman Justice of the Peace 
Claude Swanner. Walton has 
announced his intentions to run 
for re - election. Swanner 
remains undecided. 

Under the new district lines 
Gorman will he included with 
Carbon and Rising Star in the 
new commissioner's Precinct 
3, However it will remain as 
Justice Precinct 5. 

missioner Clarence Dill who 
has announced his intention to 
run for re - election, but is yet 
to file with the democratic 
county chairman. 

In the recently redistricted 
precinct 2, two new filings have 
turned the Justice of the Peace 
post into a race. 

Ranger Justice of the Peace 
W.D. Underwood of Precinct 5 
has announced his candidacy 
for the newly created post. The 
67 year old incumbent faces 
John E. (Jack) Tyson, 29 of 
Lake Leon, who lists his oc-
cupation as consultant. 

Under the redistricting P 
Precinct S at Ranger is now 
Precinct 2 and encompasses an 
area which includes Olden, 
Ranger, Lake Leon and 
Desdemona. 

Eastland County Democratic 
chairman Mrs. Scott Bailey 
said Tyson became a candidate 
by using the second procedure 
or option for filing for an office 
under Texas law. Instead of 
paving the usual filing fee of 
$50, Tyson submitted a petition 
with 30 signatures. 

11  These signatures fulfill Texas 
law by representing two per-
cent of the total votes cast in 
the 1972 Precinct governor's 
race for the Democratic can-
didate. 

In the Precinct 4 Justice of 

sales. The Secretary's action of 
Jan. 25 means that South-
western Peanut Growers 
Association will continue to 
handle CCC peanut price 
support functions in south-
western states as will its two 
counterparts in Virginia and 
Georgia. The second result of 
the announcement is that 
leases and sales of peanut 
acreage allotments will be 
continued as in recent years. 
Also resolved is the third 
critical policy change requiring 
a minimum resale amount of 
115 percent of loan value on 
CCC stocks in 1974. The 
association manager stressed 
that efforts will be continued to 
modify or reverse other recent 
USDA decisions announced on 
Oct. 24, 1973, that are adverse 
to growers. 

Wilson accredited the efforts 
of key peanut area 
Congressmen in achieving 

The provision for unlimited 
production to be restricted to 
crushing and export is a part of 
the USDA plan. This provision 
was also a part of the grower 
assessment concept Growers 
indicated that the USDA plan 
calling for both a price and 
acreage decrease would not be 
acceptable. Further, USDA 
was told that at least two of the 
1974 policy changes for peanuts 
announced on October 24 would 
have to be withdrawn prior to 
any resumption of program 
modification negotiations. 
Following two days of 
discussions on Jan. 21 and 22 
between growers and USDA the 
growers agreed to work toward 
a program that would include a 
moderate reduction of support 
price, but would maintain the 
present 1,610,000 acres held by 
current growers for allotment 
production. Any production 
beyond the 1,610,000 acres 
would be for export and 
crushing uses only. 

Wilson said that in terms of 
net returns to growers the plan 
agreed upon holds a slight 
advantage over the grower 
assessment plan. 

As part of the agreement 
USDA announced on Jan. 25 
that three of the peanut 
program administrative 
changes for 1974 have been 
rescinded or modified by 
Agriculture Secretary Butz. 
Rescinded on Jan. 25 by USDA 
were changes announced by the 
Secretary on Oct. 24, 1973, to 
transfer field and supervising 
price support functions of 
Southwestern Peanut Growers' 
Association to state and county 
ASCS offices and elimination of 
acreage allotment transfers by 
sale and lease. CCC's 
previously announced policy of 
requiring a minimum resale 
level of 115 percent of the loan 
rate on both domestic and 
diversion sales has been 
modified to require only a 100 
percent resale level for such 

proposal from the growers to 
modify the program through a 
grower assessment approach. 
Objections were voiced by 
USDA to passing assessment 
costs on to consumers of peanut 
products.

On a garden wall of a 
beautiful home in Peking, 
China, is a small brass plate. 
The Chinese letters translate 
"Enjoy yourself - it's later 
than you think." 

This is the story of a busy and 
successful physician who had 
been practicing medicine for 
over twenty years, and who 
decided to take a vacation of 
several months - his first in 
many years- after he had read 
about the brass plate in Peking. 
China. 

It was a wholesome ex- 
perience for this doctor to leave 
his office, for at the time he 
believed himself indispensable. 

1 He felt that his practice would 
be lost temporarily 	even 
though his office associates 
were capable and experienced. 
On his return he found that 

s 	there were as many patients as 
ever, and many of them had not 
known he had been away. 

It was humiliating to find how 
quickly and completely his 
place in the office had been 
filled. It was a good lesson to 
this busy physician and should 
be a good lesson to us, for while 
the average expectation of our 
lives has been increased by 
many years, our own individual 
fate is still a hazard. 

We should be reminded that 
while we may have many 
happy years left, it is time to 
take a personal inventory and 
start to do and enjoy the things 
we have dreamed about and 
planned to do for years - as 
soon as we could find the time. 

'Dale Carnegie said: "One 
of the most tragic things I know 
about human nature is that all 
of us tend to put off living. We 
are all dreaming of some 

• magical rose garden over the 
horizon - instead of enjoying 
the roses that are blooming 
outside our window today." 

Men spend their lives in 
• an'icipation, in determining to 

be vastly happy at some period 
or other, when they have the 
lime. 

Let us make make use of our 
life while we have it. Whether 
we have lived enough depends 
upon ourselves, not on the 
number of years. If we are ever 
to enjoy life, now is the time.

The Texas Animal Health 

Commission has issued a new 
set of regulations for the 

control of Brucellosis in cattle 
which became effective Jan. 15, 
1974. 

These regulations were 
drawn up after a series of thirty 

- seven state - wide meetings 

and hearings in all areas of the 
State. This new Texas program 
was designed to locate the 
infection, contain the infection, 
and assist the owner of infected 
herds to eliminate the disease. 

These regulations were 
designed to apply to all herds 
and to make sure all types of 
marketing from country 
trading to all direct sales to 
slaughtering plants are subject 
to the same inspection stan-

dards. 
State Inspectors and private 

veterinarians will use a 
number of methods to locate 
infected herds. All of these 

methods have already been 
proven to be effective in other 

areas. They are: 
(1) The milk ring test con-

ducted at least three times a 

year for dairy herds. 
(2). All slaughtering plants 

are responsible for drawing 

blood samples from all two 
year old or older cows and bulls 
that they slaughter. Records 

and blood samples are to be 
identified and traceable to herd 

of origin. 

(3) 	All public competitive 
markets are required to 

identify all two year old or 
older cows and bulls by an 

approved back tag or ear tag 
and these numbers matched 
and traceable to herd of origin. 

These markets are required to 
test all these eligible cattle 

before offering them-for sale 
for stocker purposes on a 
consignment basis, or, all 

eligible cattle in a consignment 
can be offered for sale without 

testing for slaughtering pur-
poses only. However, these 
"slaughter cattle only" are to 

be tagged before sale and blood 
samples will be drawn from 
them at the time of slaughter. 

(4). All producers are 

required to blood test any or all 
breeding cattle before ex-
changing ownership in the 

country. This testing is to be 
done by a private veterinarian 

or these cattle may be brought 
to an approved livestock 
market for testing by the 

authorized personnel here. 

Once infection is found in any 
herd it will be contained by 

quarantining all infected and 

exposed 	cattle. 	The 

Regulations permit these 

quarantined cattle to move to a 
competitive livestock market 

place and be offered for sale for 
"slaughter only" or they will 
permit movement direct to a 

recognized slaughter establish-

ment, 
The Commission and State 

Inspectors will assist any 
owner of a quarantined herd to 

free their cattle of Brucellosis 
at no charge or he may use his 

own private veterinarian. 

It should be pointed out that 
the Texas Animal Health 

Commission has recognized the 

many areas and methods of 
marketing of these eligible 

cattle. They have publicly 
announced that they intend to 

locate all infected herds 

regardless of the method of 
marketing. A very earnest 

effort is to be made to get blood 
samples drawn and tested 
from all cattle slaughtered and 

any reactors traced back to 

herd of origin in a reasonable 

time.

More than 50,000 Texans are 
expected to die with car-
diovascular disease in 1974 - -
a rather grim outlook so early 
in the year. 

Ready for another shocker? 
Deaths in the United States 
from cardiovascular disease 
(heart and blood vessel 
diseases) are forecast to ex-
ceed one million persons, 53 
percent of deaths from all 
causes. 

TheState Health Department 
is aware of this frightful loss 
and joins with other govern-
ment agencies and volunteer 
organizations in public 
awareness campaigns designed 

to cut into this annual toll. 
February once again is 
designated as National Heart 
Month. 

It is estimated that Texas has 
1.2 million of the almost 213 
million persons in the United 
States afflicted with some 
major form of heart and blood 
vessel disease. Hypertension 
afflicts more than 22 million 
persons; coronary heart 
disease almost four million; 
rheumatic heart disease 
another 1.7 million; and stroke 
an estimated 1.6 million. Some 
victims have more than one 
disorder. 

This is the bad side of the 
ledger. Now, what can be done 
to help balance the books? 

In many illnesses there are 
cures wrought by modern 
medicines. In others there are 
preventive methods such as 
immunizations. There are no 
injections to ward off heart 
disease, but some steps can be 
taken to lessen your chances of 
becoming a statistic. 

Nine risk factors are listed by 
physicians and medical s 
scientists which make man 
more susceptible to a heart 
attack. One of these - - 

heredity - - is beyond our 
control. But, by decisive action, 
you may be able to cut down on 
your chances of heart problems 
due to the other eight: high 
blood pressure, high levels of 
cholesterol in the blood, 
overweight, excessive eating, 
too little exercise, diabetes, 
cigarette smoking and ten-
sions. 

If you are beset by any one of 
these risks, your chances of a 
premature heart attack are 
boosted to six times above the 
risk of the person free from 
such a burden. With a com-
bination of factors, your risk is 
far higher. A man's chances of 
having a heart attack before

A regular checkup, as 
prescribed by your private 
physician, may provide some 
advance notice of the im-
pending danger of a car-
diovascular problem, says the 
State Health Department. You 
and your doctor can chart a 
course of action to eliminate 
some of those nine factors so 
powerfully implicated in_ 
causing heart attacks. Or, you 
can choose to do nothing and 
await the consequences.
