B I Found Here. Gives gt
Into Interesting Pro gram of US Service

A white-crowned sparrow kill-
ed near Rising Star last Febru-

ary by Earl Patterson was the
means of an interesting local In-
sight into an extensive program
of the U. S. Fish and Wildlife
Service which operates under
the Department of the Interior
and in cooperation with similar
services in Canada and with li-
censed private individuals and
organizations.

Purpose of the program is to
charge migrations of wild fowls
and to study feeding habits, prop-
agation and so forth.

The bird killed by Mr. Pat-
terson was found to have been
banded with a band numbered
22-110475. Mr. Patterson took
the band to A. P. Smith who
sent it to the Bird Banding Of-
fice of the Wildlife Service at
Laurel, Maryland. This week Mr.
Smith received a communication
from the service giving the fol-
lowing facts about the particu-

who had been working on the
cooling system for a day or so,
had frequently used an acety-
lene torch in his work, but he
had shut off the torch some time
before the explosion.

It was at first thought that a
spark from the torch might have
set off the blast but this was
found not to be so.

Possibility that a lighted ciga-
ré might have caused it was also
considered. It was common cus-
tom to smoke in the building and\

in Mr. Tyler's office. Several
members of the bank staff smoke
and Mr. Tyler himself and many
of his friends and customers
likewise smoke and have always
“slt free to do so in his office.
It had been done for years and
nothing was thought of the cus-
tom. Such smell of gas as had
been detected had been merely
a taint in the atmosphere, which,
it was thought, might have
drifted into the building from
some undisclosed outside leakage.
There was also possibility that
the blast was set off by a stray
spark. Mayor Smith pointed out
that the rainy damp weather may
have contributed to the forma-
tion of a gas pocket, the humidi-
ty serving to prevent dissipation
