An interesting type of trust is 
that which is sometimes called 
a spendthrift trust. This is .an 
arrangement Whereby one sets 
up a certain sum of money to 
be given out to another at a 
definite rate per month or per 
year, or under definite restric-
tions. 

This type of trust is generally 
used in wills where a person de- 
sires to  leave money to an indi- 
vidual, but feels that the indivi-
dual is not capable of properly 
caring for the money and that if 
left to him in full that the per-
son receiving the money will 
spend and waste the money and 
not receive the maximum bene-
fit froth it. 

Trust property quite often 
consists of securities. The law 
regulates the type of property 
in which trust funds may be in-
vested. However, the grantor 
may designate the type of in-
vestments the trustee m a y 
make. 

The effectiveness of a trust is 
dependent largely on its proper 
creation. To avoid the pitfalls 
and dangers of lawsuits and in-
effective trust operations, a 
trust instrument should 'be prop-
erly prepared. A poorly planned 
or carelessly drawn trust instru-
ment can not only defeat the ob-
jectives of its creator, but may 
prove costly as well. 

Your lawyer can advise you 
whetier a trust arrangement 
will be advantageous in your 
particular situation, and is qua-
lified by education and experi-

When property is placed in 
trust it is turned over to a trus-
tee who will see to it that it is 
properly managed for the bene-
fit of a person or persons you 
name as beneficiaries. It is a 
method of disposing of your 
property and may be used in 
conjunction with a will. 

Trusts have many advantages. 
A trust may be used to provide 
Income for persons unable to 
support themselves, to provide 
funds for a cfaild's education, as 
nuity, or to provide a gift for a 

In these days of high taxes, a 
trust may be utilized to mini-
.nize the tax burden. If careful-
ly planned, a trust may decrease 
income and Inheritance taxes. 

A trust arrangement works 
roughly in thi manner. A per-
son who desires to create a 
rust is called a grantor. The 

grantor chooses a trustee. The 
rustee may be a bank, an indi-

vidual, or a trust company. The 
Trainor through a truct instru-
ment tells the trustee how to 
distribute the trust property or 
income. The trustee will then 
manage and distribute the trust 
lroceeds or property in what-
ever manner the grantor desires. 

A very common arrangement 
Is to place the property in trust 
with directions to pay the in-
come from the property to a 
wife for her lifetime, and upon 
her death the trust to end and 
the property to be distributed to 
the grantor's children.

8217,450, R. R. Tuley. Jr., Dis-
trict Manager of social security 
in Abilene, said today on re-
leasing his annual county bene-
fit data report. 

The new monthly figure rep-
resents an increase of 12 per-
cent in beneficiaries and 12 per-
cent in dollar amount over the 
corresponding period last year. 

"This increase can be attrib-
uted to the recent changes in 
the law and to the growth of 
our aged population," Tuley 
said. "As most of it is spent for 
food, clothing, and shelter, there 
is no longer any doubt that 
social security benefits are help-
ing to stabilize the income and 
spending power of many resi-
dents in Eastland County..' 

More people in Eastland 
County, he said, could draw 
social security benefits if they 
knew more about the law, and 
for that reason they are urged 
to visit or call the local social 
security office whenever they 
have a question concerning 
their benefits or responsibilities. 

As of January 1963, in the na-
tion at large, more than 18 mil• 
lion beneficiaries were receiving 
payments at the rate of $14.5 
billion per month.
