SPA facilitates 
comparisons of an 
operation's performance 
between years, producers, 
production regions and 
production systems.

WHAT FISHERMEN 
(AND WOMEN) TELL 

US: 
The following com-

ments were gathered by 
the TP and WD concern-
ing the proposed permit-
ting of Bass Tournaments 
in Texas. The writer was 
Lyndal Waldrip TPWD 
news editor. 

Perception many times 
is reality. 'Whether or not 
fishing tournaments, 
particularly bass tourna-
ments, are harmful to the 
state's reservoirs is be side 
the point. Tournaments 
do not have a good repu-
tation with many othi. 
anglers. 

Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department studies 
have shown that bass 
tournaments are not haz-
ardous to the resource. 
However, a department 
plan to permitfreshwater 
fishingtournamentsin an 
attempt to gather addi-
tional data has tourna-
ment anglers up in arms. 

What's the deal? Are 
tournament fishermen 
really looked down upon? 

The Texas Black Bass 
Fish ing Study, completed 
this spring, provides an 
insight into the various 
views and opinions ofbass 
fishermen. Here are a few 
responses, both pro and 
con, about tournaments 
from the survey: 

"My only complaint is  

with bass tournaments. I 
don't believe they are 
really hurting the fish but 
they are honestly hurting 
my enjoyment ofthe sport. 
I really cannot take my 
family fishing to a lake to 
fish and enjoy ourselves 
with a tournament in 
progress. It has to do with 
a matter of 'competition' 
or 'relaxation.' Everyone's 
definition is different." 

". . . I feel bass fishing 
tournaments commercial-
ize bass fishing and in 
many instances take over 
a lake from Texas resi-
dents on tout;:ament 
weekends." 

". . . I absolutely hate 
tournaments and bass 
clubs. They are rude and 
obtrusive." 

"We are not members of 
bass clubs and do not wish 
to he. Our experience on 
the lake with a tourna-
ment in process usually is 
negative. They generally 
show little concern for the 
others on the water or on 
the shore." 

"Every time I go fishing 
on Lake Sam Rayburn, 
the boat launches are 
crowded with tournament 
fishermen... I almost feel 
lakes are being taken over 
by tournament fishermen 
on the weekends." 

"I believe that money 
tournaments like the 
KILT tournaments fished 
on Lake Conroe should be  

limited to the amount of 
people that can fish. These 
tournaments have be-
tween 4,000 and 5,000 
entries. Ifjust half of these 
contestants take home 
fish, look how many fish 
are taken from the lake. 
I'm sure not all fish are 
released. Only the fish 
that are weighed in are 
probably released." 

On thpr...itive side: 
"Black bass fishing is 

an ever growing sport. 
And thanks to most tour-
nament anglers catch and 
release is effective. We 
believe in preserving our 
catch for tomorrow." 

"... Don't overly restrict 
bass tournaments." 

". . . Tournaments are 
great." 

"... I fish about 20 tour-
naments a year. , . Own 
my own business which 
gives me the means and 
allows me the time off to 
travel to tournament 
sites." 

"I enjoy fishing club 
tournaments, so I would 
,,,ther catch five solid fish 

and not worry about one 
big trophy. However, I do 
not oppose selected tro-
phy lakes and even think 
it is a good idea. I release 
all of the black bass I 
catch, but like to have the 
chance to keep them in 
the live well to weigh be-
fore release. I do not par-
ticipate or support the 
super-sized, super prize 
big bass tournaments." 

". . . I think bass clubs 
are great for lakes. Most I 
know of strongly support 
environmental issues and  

preserving the quality of 
fishing in their area lakes. 
I am strongly opposed to 
one tournament in par-
ticular and any other like 
them. The McDonald's 
tournament turns Sam 
Rayburn into a mad 
house. I have seen unsafe 
boating by irresponsible 
people ruin any chance of 
enjoying the tournament. 
Many of the people that 
fish in this tournament 
couldn't care less about 
safety or the tournaments 
that pay large prices 
should be limited and in 
some way restricted to 
fishermen who are re-
sponsible people, proba-
bly through legitimate 
bass clubs that support 
and obey the law." 

TPWD would like to 
institute a permit system 
on fishing tournaments, 
said Phil Durocher, inland 
fisheries branch chief. 
"Right now we have indi-
cations that competitive 
fishing is a popular and 
growing activity in Texas. 
Unfortunately, we have 
no way ofknowingexactly 
how many or where tour-
naments are being held 
or how many people are 
involved. A permit and 
reporting system should 
allow us to gather that 
information." 

There were also some 
comments about the per-
mit, both pro and con, 
collected in the bass study. 
Here's a sample: 

"Club tournaments that 
offer the opportunity to 
make money should need 
a permit. To make it 
simple, the law could read 
that any tournament 
paying out a certain 
amount must obtain per-
mits-or simply require all 
circuits to obtain permits. 
These are the groups that 
put a la of pressure on 
the lakes. . . I feel that 
when all is said and done, 
the black bass fishermen 
pay a large percentage of 
the money that is used to 
keep our lakes stocked 
and I think that most of 
them with some exception 
care about the quality of 
our fishing and will sacri-
fice for it." 

"The "mega" tourna-
ments put great stress on 
a lake and should be dis-
couraged. The small, lo-
cal tournaments of 25 
boats or less are more 
acceptable to me. Permits 
for the large tournaments 
is a goc ! idea as well as 
the Parks and Wildlife 
sharing the profit." 

Some other comments 
from the bass study dealt 
with the economics of 
tournament fishing. Two 
examples are: 

"Tournaments should 
return some proceeds to 
TPWD for the manage- 

meat r•ffisii populations!"  
"I think it would be 

unfair to penalize the 
tournament fisherman, 
for we all should have the 
right to enjoy our sport as 
we see fit. Don't penalize 
me because I like to com-
pete. I put a lot of money 
back into of economy 
doing so." 

"There are almost as 
many opinions on fishing 
tournaments as there are 
fishermen," Durocher 
said. "Remember, this 
survey is of bass fisher-
men and most of the tour-
naments in Texas are for 
bass. What about the opin-
ions of the crappie and 
catfish fishermen? 

"Our only goal with the 
proposed permit system 
is to make sure that any 
future action concerning 
this activity is based on 
accurate data and not on 
these varied opinions," he 
said. "We are not trying to 
regulate tournaments or 
use tournaments as a 
source of revenue. Tour-
naments are becoming an 
ever increasingpart ofthe 
fishing scene. We just 
want to make sure that 
it's not at the expense of 
the resource or other 
anglers."

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Bishop Wilson Is Leader Of 
Central Texas Methodists 

Ways To Help Children 
Cope With Treatments 

A new bishop will be 
leading the 137,000 
United Methodists in Fort 
Worth and Central Texas 
for the next four years. 

Bishop Joe A. Wilson 
was assigned July 15 as 
leader ofthe United Meth-
odist Church's Fort Worth 
Episcopal Area until 
August 31, 1996. That 
area covers the Central 
Texas Annual Confer-
ence, which includes some 
350 congregations in Ar-
lington, Brownwood, Fort 
Worth, Temple, Waco, 
Waxahachie, Weather-
ford, and other Central 
Texas communities. The 
Eastland County United 
Methodists Churches are 
in this group. 

Wilson, 54, is to replace 
Bishop John W. Russell 
September 1. Russell, 66, 
is retiring August 31 af-
ter 12 years as leader of 
the Central Texas Annual 
Conference. 

Announcement of the 
change came during the 

•
July 13-16 South Central 
Jurisdictional Conference 
in Fort Worth. The juris- 

dictional 	conference 
meets every four years to 
replace bishops who have 
reached mandatory re-
tirement age and assign 
bishops to their geo-
graphic areas of supervi-
sion across the jurisdic-
tion for the next four 
years. That region 
stretches from Texas to 
Nebraska and Louisiana 
to New Mexico. 

Wilson, now senior pas-
tor of Marvin United 
Methodist Church in Ty-
ler, was one of six bishops 
elected at the Fort Worth 
meeting. Others were the 
Rev. Joel N. Martinez, 52, 
of Dallas; the Rev. A. 
Frederick "Fritz" Mutti, 
54, of Kansas City, Mo;  

the Rev. Alfred L. Norris, 
54, of Atlanta; the Rev. 
Raymond H. Owen, 60, of 
Bartlesville, Ok., and the 
Rev. Ann B. Sherer, 49, of 
Houston. 

Martinez is the first 
Hispanic bishop, and 
Sherer is the first woman 
bishop ever elected to 
serve in the eight-state 
South Central region. 

In the 9.9 million-mem-
ber United Methodist 
Church the office ofbishop 
is an administrative post, 
not an order of ministry. 
Bishops oversee spiritual 
and administrative affairs 
of the nation's second larg-
est Protestant denomina-
tion. Bishops also appoint 
pastors each year to all 
congregations in their 
episcopal areas. 

Bishops are elected to 
the $72,654 a year post 
for life but must retire 
from active administra-
tion by age 70. 

Wilson, a Newton na-
tive who grew up in Or-
ange, has been senior  

pastor of the 3,900-mem-
ber Marvin congregation 
since June 1991. Before 
that he was assistant to 
the bishop and executive 
director of the Texas 
Annual Conference in 
Houston for five years. 
He was superintendent 

ofthe ch urch's Texarkana 
District from 1984 to 1986, 
senior pastor of First 
United Methodist Church 
in Lake Jackson from 
1978 to 1984 and pastor 
of League City United 
Methodist Church from 
1972 to 1978. He has 
served other congrega-
tions in Calvert, Rosebud 
and Tyler. 

Wilson can serve three 
four-year terms as an 
active bishop. 

More United Method-
ists live in Texas than in 
any other state- - some 
800,000 in more than 
2,200 congregations.

Methodist

This past week I had 

the privilege of attending 
the quadrennial confer-
ence of the Southwest 
Jurisdiction of the United 
Methodist Church. Juris-
dictional Conference is 
where Bishops are elected 
and appointed to an "epis-
copal area," or area of 
responsibility. We are in 
the Fort Worth Area in 
which our Bishop presides 
over one Conference, the 
Central Texas Confer-
ence, which includes 
137,000 full members, in 
over 370 congregations. At 
the Jurisdictional Confer-
ence this past week I had 
my first exposure to what 
makes such gatherings so 
special. Much prayer goes 
into the election of Six 
Bishops (see article 
above). A great deal of 
"politics" also goes into the 
process, with caucuses 
and delegations seeking 
to get their leading clergy 
delegate elected. We wit-
nessed history made this 
past week with the elec-
tion of the first woman 
bishop in the jurisdiction, 
Ann Sherer of Houston. 
In all I found the experi-
ence to be facinating, and 
exhilarating. Bishops, 
District Superintendents, 
Pastors of small churches 
and Pastors of churches 
as large as 16,000 mem-
bers were present, repre-
senting the plurality that 
is United Methodism. In 
all 800,000 United Meth-
odists in Texas and 
2,000,000 in the South 
Central Jurisdiction were 
well represented. We are 
most delighted to have a 
native Texan, Joe Wilson, 
as our new Bishop. Bishop 
Wilson and his wife Zoe 
will reside in Fort Worth, 
and will assume their

Dahlquist is conducting 
a four-year study that 
compares different ways 
to "coach" children dur-
ing medical procedures. 

"It can be difficult treat-
ing children who are nerv-
ous and scared. The par- 

responsibilities beginning 
September 1, 1992.

ents are usually upset as 
well, adding to the di-
lemma," she said. 

Dahlquist is looking for 
ways to decrease a child's 
anxiety during cancer 
treatment by teaching 
them coping skills. 

"We want to teach them 
how to relax using im-
agery, breathing tech-
niques and positive think-
ing," she said 

The study will compare 
professional therapists as 
"coaches" versus parents 
or no coach at all. It will 
also determine if it is 
realistic to except parents 
to coach their children. 

"Some parents will pick 
up the techniques easily," 
said Dahlquist. "Working 
with their child may help 
the m feel in control. but 
others may find it too 
emotional." 

The therapy program 
consists of five to six ses-
sions lasting about one 
hour immediately before 
treatment. Patients will 
be followed for up to eight 
months. CHildren with  

cancer between the ages 
of 6 and 15 are participat-
ing in the $400,000 study, 
funded by the National 
Cancer Institute. 

Dahlquist says parents 
can help their children 
through and visit to the 
doctor by remembering a 
few tips: 

*Keep the child's mind 
offthe treatment through 
distractive conversation. 
Talk about pleasant 
things, such as an upcom-
ing trip. 

*Stay relaxed. Children 
can sense your anxiety. 

*Have the child look 
away or close their eyes 
during the procedure. 

*Do not surprise the 
child. If the procedure will  

be painful, say so. but let 
them know exactly what 
to expect. 

*Have the child imag-
ine a pleasant scene or 
memory. 

*Use comforting words 
such as "You're doing a 
good job" or "I'm proud of 
you." NEVER say "Big 
boys don't cry." 

*Use language appro-
priate for the age of your 
child. Ask the doctor to 
explain the procedure in 
simple terms. 

*Use a doll to show the 
child what will take place. 

*Ask the doctor or nurse 
in advance for written 
materials, videos or about 
special tours, that can 
prepare children for the 
procedure.

Dr. Ed Colburn, Exten-
sion Agronomist with the

In evaluating the prog-
ress of these plots last 
week, Dr. Colburn, Dr. 
George Alston and myself 
rated each plot for effec-
tiveness of control-.pn 
eclipta, nutgrass, pigweed 
and Colorado grass. We 
also determined the grow-
ing effects each treatment 
may have caused on the 
peanuts. In doing this 
evaluation, the Experi-
ment Station can take our 
data and run analytical 
studies to determine the 
most effective treatments 
throughout the replica-
tions. 

We will evaluate the 
plots again in late July for 
the residual effectiveness 
and continue the study 
through the growing sea-
son.

volved in how one handled a lump sum distribution 
from an employer's plan. Today let us look more closely 
at one's option to take the money now. This income will 
be included in your taxes for the year as ordinary 
income. However, if you reached age 50 before January 
1, 1986, you are eligible to use a one time option known 
as 5-year or 10-year forward averaging. In forward av-
eraging your lump sum is taxed as if it were your only 
income for 5 or 10 years. In the case of 5-year averaging 
you use the current year's tax rates, in 10-year averag-
ing one must always use the 1986 rates. In most cases 
you will pay less in income taxes with this method. 
Here is an example.

1. Only qualified pension or profit-sharing money is 
eligible. 

2. The distribution is being paid because you've left 
your job, been disabled, reached age 59 112 or died. 
Distributions from terminated plans are not eligible 
unless you are 59 112. 

3. The entire distribution must be paid to you within 
one calendar year. 

4. You have participated in your companies plan for 
at least 5 years.
