Equal Protection

The general purpose
of social security
benefit payments is to
help replace the loss of
income caused by the
retirement, death or
disability of the wage
earner.

Traditionally the
male has been the
wage earner and the
female his dependent.
Because of the male’s
role as the wage
earner, the Social
Security Administra-
tion has provisions
which protected or
gave special con-
sideration to the
female dependent.

Now that females
have entered the work
force in large numbers
they have also become
wage earners. Subse-
quent amendments to
the Social Security Act
and court actions have
resulted in a redefining
of the terms wage
earner and dependent.

A wage earner is
now defined as any in-
dividual male or
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CROSS PLAINS *

female who works
under social security.
A dependent is any in-
dividual who meets the
proper relationship re-
quirement.

Below are some ex-
amples of changes that
have been made to
give equal protection
under Social Security:
(1) a young spouse,
whether male or
female, with minor
children in his or her
care would be eligible
to receive benefits; (2)
the widower or hus-
band in most cases no
longer has to meet the
one-half support re-
quirement to be eligi-
ble on a female wage
earners record; (3) the
method of computing
benefits is the same for
both males and
females.

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Are there any
coyotes in Eastland
County? Well, you can
bet on it. Even though
the range of a coyote is
not known for sure, it is
probably several
miles. And coyotes,
like any animal, will
move into a place
where the hunting is
easier and less com-
petitive. If you don’t
have any coyotes, you
are lucky, but don’t
fool youself into think-
ing they will stay away
forever. If you are one
of the many who does
have a problem, you
must realize that as
long as a good food
supply is there, they
will not leave.

The question now is
this. How do I keep
coyotes out if I don’t
have them and what do
I do if they are already
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here. At one time the
main predators of
coyotes were probably
wolves, but now the on-
ly serious Kkiller is
man. The young
coyotes will soon be
leaving their parents.
Young coyotes will
travel far and always
curious about new
places and things. It is
at this time that they
are easiest to control.
In two more months,
however, the young
coyotes will be hard to
tell them from their
parents.

There are several
methods that can be
used to control
coyotes. One control is
the M-44. This a spring-
operated device which
rotten bait is attached
to. When the coyote
bites at the bait, the
powdered cyanide is
ejected into the mouth.
There is no pain and
the animal dies quick-
ly. However, you must
also consider if other
animals could spring
this device.

Steel traps can also
be used. No. 3 and No. 4
open jaw traps are best
for coyotes. One
method is to hand a
bait from a tree just
out of reach and then
place a couple of traps
underneath it. Or, tie
some bait onto the
ground and place traps
around it. Again,
domestic amimals
may be a problem.

Snares are another
device that can be us-
ed. They should be
made of a 1/16 cable 30
inches long. Make a
loop about 5 inches in
diameter. Snares
should be placed where
deer and cattle can not
get into it. A good place
to set a snare is where
a trail goes under a
wire fence.

Wasn’t the rain
great? 1 just wish
everyone in the county
had gotten three inches
or more. Many areas
only had one inch or
less last week. Our
total rainfall for 1981 is
about 16 inches. If we
get 11 more inches of
rain before the end of
the year we will have
received our average
rainfall for the first
time since 1974.

The rain was helpful
for all crops, but it
may also trigger the
emergence of the
pecan weevils. The
adult pecan weevils
lives two or three
years in the soil about
46 inches below the
surface. Hard dry
compact soils present
physical resistance to
the weevil trying to
move out of the
ground. When there is
enough moisture to
soften the soil the
weevil begins to
emerge.

The presence of the
adult weevil is only one
measure of the need to
spray. The second
measure is the nut
development. Nuts in
which eggs are layed
must in the late gel or
early dough stage,
before larvae will
develop in the nuts.
Once the late gel stage
is reached nuts need to
be protected if adult
emergence has begun.

The first pecan
weevil of the year was
reported to us by
Preston McWorter last
Wednesday. He found
only one.

We think the best
time to spray for the
weevil will be about
one week from now.
Carbaryl (Sevin) has
been shown to be the
most effective labeled
insecticide for pecan
weevil control. It is

for 8-12 days following
application.

We will have other
articles in the paper as
the time to spray ap-
proaches.

The recent rains
have provided a great
opportunity for fall
gardens. However, if
you have not already
started it is a little late
to plant now except for
fast maturing
vegetables such as leaf
lettuce and radishes.
Some cold hardy
plants can still be
planted such as beets,
chard, collards,
spinach and turnips.
You may still be able
to put out transplants
of tomatoes, eg-
gplants, and peppers.

We have some good
publications on fall
gardens. If you are in-
terested contact the
Extension Office.

When the pastures
green up many cat-
tlemen forget the
cows’ need for
minerals. Regardless
of the type of forage
cows are grazing, they
all need minerals.
Most cows don’t get
enough phosphorus,
magnesium, and
potassium from graz-
ing, so they should be
fed a mineral mix free
choice the year
around. A mineral mix
should contain 8-12 per-
cent phosphorus, not
more than 20 percent
salt, and magnesium
oxide, plus potassium.

BORER

Texas. Damage occurs
as a result of the lar-
vae feeding around a
tree’s base just under

festations reduce tree
vigor and can Kkill a
tree if allowed to con-
tinue uncontrolled for
several years. Popula-
tions that average
more than one larva
per tree should be
treated. Control is
achieved with a single
late August application
of insecticide of
Lorsban® is used.

Peachtree Borer
eggs are laid on the
bark near the soil line
of a Peachtree. Hatch
occurs in about 10
days. Newly emerged
larvae bore into and
feed in the bark cam-
bium for 10-14 months.
Mature larvae migrate
from the tree out into
the soil and pupate just
below the surface.
Eggs are laid in
August or September
with adults emerging
the following August or
September.

Adult Peachtree
Borers are small
moths with a wing
span of 1-1%2 inches.
The female is larger,
solid black with a
single orange ab-
dominal stripe. Males
are black, not quite as
robust as the Female
and have numerous
yellow lines on their
body.

After emerging from
Pupae, Adults rest for
a short period of time
before mating. The
mating sequence
begins with the search
for a mate where the
male seeks out the
Female. The Female
emits an odor
(Pheromone) which
attracts only the male
of the same species.
Using the odor the
male Peachtree Borer
will locate and mate
with the Female. Egg
laying follows in a few
days. It is that period
time from egg lay to
larval hatch that the
Peachtree Borer is
best controlled with in-
secticides.

Marketing Key to Crop Profits

COLLEGE
STATION--Although
most Texas farmers
are looking at a good
crop year, the finan-
cial rewards they reap
will depend heavily on
their ability as astutue
farm marketers.

“Developing pricing
strategies and
evaluating marketing
options are activities
that distinguish ‘farm
marketers’, from
‘farm producers’, says
Dr. Ashley Lovell of
Stephenville, area
economist in manage-
ment with the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service.

‘““Traditionally,
many farm producers
have sought to sell at
the highest price dur-
ing the marketing
year, to sell everything
at one time, amd to
market at about the
same time each year.
