Children with chicken pox seem to get better faster when 
treated with acyclovir, a widely used antiviral drug, 
according. to a study at the University of Minnesota. The 
severity of the illness is reduced, too. 

The University of Southern California's School of Den-
tistry has done a five-year trial of a new dental "anesthe-
sia" that doesn't use novacain or needles. Instead, low 
level of electrical current blocks pain signals. 

On the way to a vaccine against Lyme disease, research-
ers at the University of Wisconsin.have came up with a 
scrum that prevents laboratory animals from developing 
symptoms. 

For those who have difficulty digesting milk, adding a 
little chocolate helps.

the label of the pesticide you 
intend to buy and find out if 
the host plant and pest arc 
listed on the pesticide label. 
Read safety conditions and 
restrictions on use. Find out 
'what equipment is needed to 
apply the product and protec-
tive clothing needed to apply 
the product. 

Then before applying the 
pesticide read the label again 
to find out what it can be 
mixed with, how much to use, 
mixing instructions and ap-
plication instructions. Never 
use more than the recom-
mended amount. Many think 
that if one tablespoon of pes-
ticide is recommended, two 
will do a better job. Too much 
could be harmful to the plant 
and it may not be as effective 
for nest control. 

Another common mistake 
is to use a wettableipowder as 

is not a new slogan for farm- 
ers and ranchers. Most agri-
cultural producers have been 
very conscious of pollution 
and contamination of the 
environment for many years. 
I'll admit thata few have been 
careless and negligent; but 
most producers are very care-
ful about the use of them loaf s 
on the farm. 

In my experiences, the 
worse offenders of pesticide 
misuse and carelessness, are 
home gardeners. 

Misapplication of pesti-
cides carries serious conse-
quences. Fine mists of herbi-
cides can drift to nearby vege-
tables and landscape plants 
and kill them. Applying the 
wrong pesticide or the right 
pesticide in the wrong amount 
or at the wrong time can have 
serious consequences.

The mild summer we expe-
rienced here in Eastland 
County in 1989 apparently 
will not be repeated in 1990. 
It has really been hot. It's 
summer time, and more folks 
are heading for the parks, 
lakes and beaches. 

"But as you heed the call of 
the wild you should also 
watch out for being bitten by 
animals, wild or otherwise," 
said Dr. Bruce Lawhorn, vet-
erinarian with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Serv-
ice. 

"Animals bites may cause 
rabies," he warned, explain- 

r 

a dust. Dusts should be ap-
plied as dry dust while wet-
table powders such as Sevin 
WP50 should be dissolved in 
water and applied as a spray. 

Some pesticides are pack-
aged specifically for home 
garden use. These products 
are packaged in small quanti-
ties. The label rate is given in 
spoonfullpergallon or pounds 
per 1000 square feet. 

Products packaged for the 
commercial grower may 

ing that human beings and all 
warm-blooded animals are 
susceptible to rabies, a virus 
disease of the central nervous 
system that without treatment 
is invariably fatal. 

Rabies can be controlled if 
you understand the problem 
and know what to watch out 
for. 

You should watch out for 
these situations: 

* Bold, "friendly or appar-
ently tame" wild animals. 

* Night animals such as 
skunks or foxes that are seen 
during the day. 

* Pets that have difficulty 
walking, eating or drinking. 

* Signs of excitement or 
viciousness in normally quiet 
animals. 

A veterinarian should be 
consulted immediately, if any 

of these signs are noted. 
If a person is bitten by an 

animal, treat the bite as if the 
animal were rabid and follow 
these steps: 

* Identify the animal - by 
kind, size, color, and loca-
tion. Caution children to seek 
the help of a policeman or 
other adult. 

* Have the animal caught, 
and immediately report the 
incident to animal control 
officials or police. Keep the 
animal in sight until it is 
apprehended. Trying to catch 
the animal without profes-
sional help means added risk. 

* Cleanse the wound im-
mediately and thoroughly by 
washing with soap and water. 
Rinse well and disinfect with 
alcohol, iodine, or other dis-
infectants. This lessens the 

chance of contacting the ra-
bies virus. 

* Sec a doctor immediately 
after washing the wound. The 
physician will decide on the 
need for treatment to prevent 
rabies. 

* If possible, have the bit-
ing dog or cat tested for ra-
bies or placed under observa-
tion. If it is alive and normal 
after 10 days of observation, 
the animal was not infected at 
the time of the bite. A veteri-

Pioneerarea residents have 
indicated what the commerce 
and industry was near the turn 
of the century. A 90-year-old 
lady said, " We grew maize 
and what they called 'hi gear.' 
We even grew broom corn 
and all of our brooms were 
handmade brooms. We chil-
dren worked with everything, 
we peeled apples and then we 
put them on a cloth on the top 
of the porch roof to dry in the 
heat. We dried peaches, 
apples and pears." One 87-
year-old lady said her father 
raised mostly cotton, corn and 
feed stuff, Cotton was the 
money crop, whereas today it 
is peanuts. 

It is indicated that farming 
and ranching were the main 
industries. Of course there 
were building and transpor-
tation - horse and wagon, 
buggy, stage and train after 
the track was laid about 1909. 
Teachers and students rode 
horseback to school. 

By 1910 there was a gen-
eral mercantile store (grocer- 
ies, ready-made clothing, 
cloth, hardware and other 
items), a barber shop, a drug-
store with a fountain, a chili 
joint and an ice cream parlor; 
a wooden sidewalk and porch 

ran along in front of the build-
ings. There was a cotton gin 
and the railroad ran just north 
of the gin. 

Lafayette King built a 
house about 1905 with lum-
ber hauled from Cisco. He 
came here from Grayson 
County in 1876, bought land 
in Brown County for S2 an 
acre, and in 1906 moved to a 
farm two miles south of the 
town of Pioneer. He was the 
father of Ethel Maybelle 
King, bon in lay, who grew 
up on the farm and went to 
school in Pioneer.
