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Big Blue Band Competes in UIL Interium Rate Increase 
Put into Effect by WTU 

Burly Richmond Retires.  

After 35 Years 

West Texas Utilities 
Company has filed 
notice that it intends to 
put a major portion of 
its requested retail 
rate increase into ef-
fect October 22 on an ink   
interim basis. 

The interim rates 
will reflect an annual 
increase of $18.8 
million, a level about 
halfway between the 
Company's original re-
quest and the Public 
Utility Commission 
staff's recommenda-
tion. WTU asked for 
$26.5 million and the 
staff recommended 
$10.6 million. 

Texas law allows a 
utility to place a rate 
increase into effect 
subject to refund 125 
days after the original 
request is filed if the 
PUC and the cities 
have not taken final ac-
tion by that date. A 
hearing on the WTU re-
quest was completed 
September 12 in 
Austin, but the final 
rate order from the 
Commission has not 
been issued. 

"We had rather not 
place interim rates in-
to effect," said G. 
Holman King, WTU 
vice president and 
director of corporate 
affairs, "but we have 
an urgent need for rate 
relief and cannot af-
ford the revenue loss 
caused by waiting for 
final rate approval." 

King said the interim 
rates will be subject to 
refund, and probably 
will create a certain 
amount of confusion 
when final rates are 
approved and ad-
justments are made. 

•
The interim rates 

will result in an in-
crease of about 7.5 per-
cent to residential 
customers. 	A 
residence using 600 
kilowatthours would be 
billed $49.56 under the  

interim rates and 
$46.11 under the pre-
sent rates, a difference 
of $3.45. A customer us-
ing 1,000 kilowatthours 
would see his bill rais-
ed from $72.02 to 
$77.61, a difference of 
$5.59. 

WTU originally had 
asked for the new rates 
to be effective July 16. 
The new rates are bas-
ed on revenue re-
quirements of a 
historical test year, 
which in this case was 
the year ended March 
31, 1983. 

WTU serves 82 incor-
porated towns and 
several 	unincor- 
porated communities. 
Of the incorporated 
towns, 28 have denied 
the rate increase and 
appealed to the PUC, 
32 suspended the rate 
increase and 21 ceded 
jurisdiction to the 
PUC. 

The City of Vernon 
was not affected, as 
rates there are set by 
the City Council for 
both WTU and the 
municipal electric 
system.

Liz Chamberlain sub-
mitted a recipe for a 
Popcorn cake in our 
news cohiMn. Part of 
the recipe directions 
was not published and 
several have asked 
how to finish\ the cake. 
We are offering the 
same recipe th week 
so their questions will 
be answered. 

Popcorn Cake \ 
2/3  cup of popcorn 
(unpopped) 
1/2  cup cooking oil 
1/4  cup oleomargerine 
4 cups miniature mar-
shmallows 
1/2  cup chopped can-
died fruit or you may 
use a cup of plain 
M&M's 

Pop the corn with the 
oil, according to the 
directions on your pop-
per. 

Place popped corn in 
a large mixing bowl, 
making sure there are 
no unpopped kernels 
included. Stir in the 
nuts, candied fruit or 
M&M's. Mix well. 

In a large stew pot, 
over low heat, melt the 
oleo, add the mar-
shmallows, stir until 
melted and well-
blended. 

Remove the pot from 
the heat and stir in the 
popped corn mixture 
and mix well. 

Pour into a tube cake 
pan which has been 
buttered well all in-
side. Mash the popcorn 
down all around the 
center stem, making it 
conform to the shape of 
the pan. When the cake 
is cool, turn it out on a 
plate. Slice as any 
other cake.

Deer hunting season 
is soon approaching. 
The leaves are gold 
and the early morning 
air is crisp. Clusters of 
men dressed in 
camouflage hats and 
jackets piled into 
pickup trucks and 
campers to celebrate 
an age-old ritual. It's 
hunting season again! 

Delicious meals can 
be prepared from 
venison. Venison can 
be substituted in many 
dishes that call for 
beef. Venison is very 
nutritious and provides 
protein, iron, thiamin, 
riboflavin and niacin. 
Venison is generally 
low in fat and is lean 
meat. 

Most prople who say 
they don't like the taste 
of venison have never 
had it prepared pro-
perly. Proper prepara-
tion is the whole secret 
of making wild game 
appealing. The quality 
of the meat is affected 
by the age, sex, man-
ner in which the 
animal is killed and the 
way it is dresed, 
temperature and aging 
process after being 
killed. The male 
animal may have a 
more "gamey" flavor 
than female animals. 
Animals killed cleanly 
will be more tender 
than those killed after 
being wounded, ex-
cited or chased by 
hunter or dog. 

Careful attention 
should be given to com-
pletely removing all 
muscles and fatty 
tissues because they 
can add a wild taste. 

Cook big game as 
same al lean beef. The 
tender cuts such as the 
loin and rib can be pan 
fried or rotated. Round 
steak, meat from the 
leg and the less tender 
cuts are best when 
cooked by moist heat -
braising, stewing, or 
pot roast. 

Do not overcook big 
game meat. Overcook-
ed or too high a  

temperature will 
toughen venison. 

Use 	acid 	to 
tenderize. Vinegar, 
tomato sauce and 
French salad dressing 
are good for tenderiz-
ing big game. 
Marinate the meat for 
24 hours. 

The Eastland County 
Extension Service has 
two excellent publica-
tions that are free to 
the public.

Big Game Cooking 
Care and L-634 Field 
Dressing Big Game. 
RECIPE FOR THE 
WEEK: 

With cooler weather, 
chili is simply 
delicious. Try our 
recipe for venison 
chili. 

VENISON CHILI 
2 pounds venison, cut 
into 1/2  inch cubes 
1 pound ground beef 
2 large red onions, 
chopped 
2 (15 1/2  once) cans 
kidney beans, undrain-
ed 
3 (8-ounce) cans 
tomato sauce 
1 (6-ounce) can tomato 
paste 
1 cup water 
3 to 4 tablespoons chili 
powder 

Combine venison, 
ground beef, and onion 
in dutch oven; cook un-
til meat is browned, 
stirring to crumble 
beef. Drain off pan 
drippings. Stir in re-
maining ingredients; 
cover and simmer 1 1/2  
hours or until venison 
is tender; adding more 
water as needed. 
Yeild: about 7 cups. 

The Eastland County 
Pecan show is coming 
up soon. The show is 
scheduled 	for 
December 9 and 10. 
Now is the time to start 
saving pecans from the 
new crop and putting 
them back for the 
pecan show. 

Anyone producing 
peacans in 1983 may 
enter the pecan show. 
An entry consists of 43 
pecans of one variety 
and native pecans 
from any single native 
tree. All entries shoud 
be sacked and labled 
with the grower's 
name, address and 
variety of pecans. 
These should be 
selected from the best 
pecans, usually among 
the first to fall. Entries 
may be left at the 
County Extension 
Agent's office anytime 
the courthouse is open 
from now until 4:00 
p.m. December 8. 

This will be the 31st 
Annual Eastland Coun-
ty Pecan Show. It is 
sponsored by the 
Eastland County 
Pecan 	Growers 
Association and the 
Eastland Chamber of 
Commerce. 

While selecting 
pecans for the show 
keep in mind that they 
should represent the 
variety or induvidual 
seeling tree and be 
unifrom in size and 
shell color. Mixed 
samples — more than 
one variety in an entry 
— are disqualified. 

You may wish to 
select the heaviest 
pecans by weighing in-
dividual nuts. This will  

eliminate poorly filled 
pecans, but certainly 
isn't an entry require-
ment. 

A varietal entry may 
be composed of nuts 
from more than one 
tree. For example, if 
the grower has 10 
Choctaw trees, each 
tree could contribute 
nuts to the grower's 
one Choctaw entry. 
However, an entry of 
natives of seedling 
should all come from 
the same tree on two 
natives or seedling 
trees are exactly alike. 

Nuts should be free 
of dust, dirt, and shuck 
remnants. They should 
not be buffed or polish-
ed to alter the shape or 
color of the shell. 
Discolored shells and 
kernals may result 
from peeling pecans 
from the shucks too 
early. Pecans must be 
from the 1983 crop and 
are judged on the basis 
of size (number per 
pound), appearance, 
and shell color. Kernel 
quality is also impor-
tant and is based on the 
percent kernel (as 
relative to shell), col-
or, general ap-
pearance, texture, and 
taste.
