AMARILLO—Inflation has 
handed Texas an $1 I-billion 
backlog of needed highway 
projects and less than $2 billion 
in meet it in the next 20 years, 
Charles E. Simons. a member of 
the State Highway and Public 
Transportation Comthission. 
said here .today. 

"And I defy anyone here to 
buy $11 worth of groceries with 
a $2 bill." he added. 

Simons addressed the Texas 
County Judges and Commissi-
oners Association meeting. The 
Commissioner referred to a 
yearlong study of the depart-
ment and the Texas highway 
program recently completed by 
the department and an interna-
tionally known consulting firm. 
McKinsey s.1/4  Company. Inc. 

"I know of no study that was 
clone with greater competence 
or object iv it y than this one," he 
said. The study has stirred 
public interest in the plight of 
the Stale Department of High-
ways and Public Transporta-
tion. 

But he added that several 
questions ha'. arisen since as a 
result of the wide public interest 
it has stimulated. 

One of the points was the 
matter of why the highway 
program needed dedicated so-
urces of funding. Simons said. 

There are several reasons. he 
said: 

"First, dedication of funds 
allows the department to plan 
and carry out work on the 
highway system in a rational 
and orderly pattern." He added 
that, because of delays occasi-
oned by red tape and required 
environmental, social. and eco-
nomic studies, lead times have 
increased drastically. 

"Thus. we need assurance 
that the money will he ready 

genius; there have been occas-
ions wherein men of mediocre 
promise have made exceptional 
performances under its challe-
nge. 

In mind now, and with special 
emphasis. is the response of 
Harry Truman to that challe-
nge. The office has rarely been 
imposed upon a more unwilling 
or less promising candidate for 
statesmanship. And yet the free 
world owes to this hitherto 
undistinguished man--a politi-
cal hack in terms of Roosevel-
tian grandeur--the fortunate fa 
fact that a war-ravished Europe 
was saved front the fate of the 
satellite nations to become a 
free world barrier against Soviet 
expansion. 

No. it is not the qualities of 
the candidates, or lack of 
them, that threatens our demo-
cratic franchise. 

The United States has never 
been, nor will it now be at the 
mercy of one or two elected 
officials. Not so long as its free 
and universal electoral proces-
ses maintain their validity--and 
vitality. 

This is not to cast discredit 
upon the men now seeking the 
White House; they are able 
men, trustworthy men, men of 
the necessary talent. Otherwise 
they would not be in leadership 
of their respective parties. And 
America will survive, whichever 
of them is elected; it will 
continue to exist in strength and 
promise. Provided--! 

The comment is made in 
response to the reported attit-
ude of about half the voting 
population of this nation--an 
attitude of itself the most 
alarming index to appear 
among the activities and asse-
ssments of the national campa-
ign. 

We arc being told, and 
profoundly. that fifty per cent of 
these voters arc prepared to 
resign all responsibility for the 
outcome of the election because 
they are unhappy with both of 
the major candidates. They can 
relate to neither of them; 
neither, in their assessed view, 
offers the leadership of the 
program they consider necess-
ary to the prosperity and 
security of the country. 

Therefore, we are told, they 
intend to stay home next 
Tuesday and let the other half of 
the electorate decide that 
outcome. They intend to vote by 
NOTvoting. 

Now that would be fine--for 
their protest--if by so doing they 
Would themselves escape the 
consequences of the election. 
But no matter what the 
outcome, they will have to live 
with 

And it would not be so bad if, 
as a practical, and ultimate. 
result. they would not be 
contributing to the dissolution 
of the very democratic institut-
ions upon which they depend 
for the exercise of their 
freedoms—for the right to have 
an effectiVe voice in their 
government. 

Let's face it: A failure to go to 
the polls and cast a positive 
vote--a refusal to exercise the 
most basic right and duty of 
citizenship--will mean. in actual 
effect, casting half a vote for the 
candidate you do not want to 
see elected. or that candidate 
you least want to see elected. 

So. if you wish. stay at home 
Tuesday; don't go to the polls. 
But one thing is certain: You 
will still be voting! 

Not only will you be voting for 
the man or woman you least 
desire in office. More tragically 
you will be casting a vote for the 
ultimate ruination of the Amer-
ican political system. You will 
be helping to dissuade good 
men and women from seeking 
offices of essential leadership 
and service. and encouraging 
those who selfishly seek power 
and authority by default and 
deceit. You will be voting for 
minority! 

Make no mistake about it! An 
institution--a government, a 
political party, a church, a 
chamber of commerce, or any 
other popular and cooperative 
organization--belongs to those 
who work at it! 

And an alert, informed and 
concerned electorate is the only 
real guarantee that government 
"of the people. by the people. 
for the people." shall continue 
upon this earth.

Simons 
said. 

Also, with assured income, 
he said, the department can 
schedule jobs more efficiently 
and can spread work loads over 
an extended time. 

The Commissioner said the 
backlog of work represents 
projects the commission had 
every reason to believe they 
would be able to. fulfill in the 
light of conditions that existed 
at the time. 

He noted that for most of the 
post-World War II era. growth 
in vehicle ownership and usage 
has been sufficient to offset the 
effects of inflation.

Simons said the department 
began early to start tightening 
belts. decreasing the Avork force 
and effecting other economies. 
At the same time. federal 
bureaucratic delays put worthy 
projects further and further 
back as lead time necessary to 
get a project underway strew-
bed from about two years to 
eight years. 

"Thus the backlog grew and 
the department and the comm-
ission were powerless to do 
anything about it." he said. 
- Now, the department has 
re-evaluated systems and pro-
jects all over the state. The 
study made specific recommen-
dations on individual projects. 
including the elimination of 
many in the backlog. 

"At this point." Simons said. 
"These still are recommenda-
tions. They are under careful 
scrutiny and the future of 
hundreds of projects depends 
on a simple five-letter word--m-
o-n-e-y.''

TROUBLE WITH NOSE 
Dear Dr. Esse: I am greatly concerned about my 

husband. He refuses to see a doctor and has made his own 
diagnosis that he has sinusitis. For three or four years he 
has used nose drops and nasal spray several times 
nightly. Also during the day. But he seems worse. His 
nose doesn't let the air through. --- Mrs. G. 

REPLY: Chances are that overuse of nose drops has 
produced what we call a rebound reaction in his nasal 
tissues. They swell even more than they did originally. 

The remedy --- if there is one -- is self-evident: Have 
him undergo examination by a nose and throat specialist. 
Perhaps by an allergist, too. 

Does he have a deviated nasal septum? Are his 
turbinates swollen? Relief may be right around the 
corner. Many, like your husband, put off examination and 
stiller unnecessarily. Keep trying to set up a medical 
examination for him.

REPLY TO MISS D.: You will have to choose between 

your love for wearing high boots and the appearance of 
varicose veins. In some, these tight-fitting boots cause a 
constriction of blood flow in veins, which tends to produce 
varicosities. There have been some reports that actual 
inflammation of veins (thrombophlebitis) was due to 
wearing boots that fitted too tightly.

Dear Dr. Esse: I'm 48 and haven't had a monthly 
period in two years. What are my chances of ever having 
a child again? --- Mrs. A. 

REPLY: Practically nil. But in this age of miracles I 
hesitate to say positively not. I'll put your gynecologist 
on the spot for that answer.

REPLY TO Mr. D.: Your red, scaly itching between 
the legs and on the scrotum may require more than 
self-treatment with ointments. If it's a fungal infection

2. If you're caught out-
doors, get away and stay 
away from open water of 
any kind, including swim-
ming pools. Avoid wire 
fences, clotheslines, metal 
railings, pipes, and such 
equipment as tractors or 
mowers. Put down golf 
clubs or any metal tools 
immediately and get a 
good distance away. Do 
not stand under a tree or 
near or under an isolated 
shed or other small build-
ing in an open area. 

3. The best way to 
protect yourself outdoors 
is to drop down on your 
knees and bend over so 
your hands are on your 
knees. 

4. If someone is struck or 
knocked down by lightning 
and there is more than one 
victim, go first to the aid of 
the one who is not breath-
ing and seems dead as 
prompt first aid, including 
artificial respiration, has a 
good chance of reviving 
such a person. Those who 
are simply unconscious but 
breathing will probably re-
cover spontaneously. Med-
ical attention for all victims 
should be secured at once, 
including those who do not 
appear to have been hurt, 
for there may be hidden 
effects.

Peanut harvest is picking up 
momentum in Eastland 
County, but harvest is several 
weeks behind last year's 
schedule reports County Agent 
DeMarquis Gordon. He said the 
late harvest was caused by 
several factors. First, the crop 
was planted late because of 
cool temperatures in the 
spring. Next, hot, dry, weather 
in August caused a stress on the 
peanut crop. When rains came 
in late August and early Sep-
tember, the dry land crop 
started putting on peanuts, but 
cool temperatures the last 
thirty days have delayed 
maturity. Maturity slows down 
as the temperature drops. 
Another reason for the later 
harvest season is that a larger 
percentage of the crop is 
Florunner peanuts which takes 
about three weeks longer to 
mature than Spanish peanuts. 

The Agent estimates that 
about 25 percent of the peanut 
crop has been harvested. It's 
too early to estimate the size of 
this year's corp. Yeilds as 
welllas gades have been varign 
greatly. However, it appears 
that yeilds will be down from 
the 1283 pounds per acre 
average in 1975. There will be 
about 35,000 acres of peanuts 
harvested in Eastland County 
this year. 

Even with the expected lower 
yields the Eastland County 
peanut crop should sell for $8—
MILLION TO $9 MILLION. 

The price of the peanuts is 
determined partially by the 
grade. Franklin Cox, Manager 
of the Pioneer Farmers Co- op, 
said that grades are running 
between 58 and 80. Most of the 
higher grades are on Florunner 
peanuts. This is expected since 
they have larger kernels. The 
grades are generally lower 
than grades this time last year.

considerable amount of 
southern blight and pod rot 
damage in their peanuts. This 
is causing some of them to 
consider digging earlier than 
they normally would. However, 
weather is getting much cooler 
and soil temperatures are 
dropping rather rapidly. 
Gordon said with a drop in soil 
temperatures, a corresponding 
drop in the activity of many soil 
borne diseases is expected. 

The County Agent said there 
are thousands of acres of 
peanuts in the county that lack 
from several days to a few 
weeks being mature enough to 
harvest. Those who wait for 
more maturity will be well 
rewarded. The peanuts will 
weigh more and grade higher 
with additional maturity. More 
weight and better grades mean 
more money. 

The last few weeks in the life 
of a peanut are very important. 
They gain in size and weight 
very rapidly in the 3 to 4 weeks 

before harvest. 
Gordon reminds growers if 

they do not have a bad disease 
problem and need to dig, let the 
peanuts mature all they can. 
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Can we afford four more years 
without effective leadership? 

Taking up the Cross and
