The experience of winning 
an election is, I have found, 
a sobering one. Along with 
any elation you feel is the 
realization that you were giv-
en the office by the people. 
Their votes put you there. It 
implies a confidence and an 

• obligation that you have to 
live up to, and that is no easy 
thing. It is no easy thing to 
live up to the measure of an-
other's friendship either, fiit 
friendship also implies an ob-
ligation; it isn't altogether 
free. 

But the fact that I received 
a majority Saturday is grati-
fying especially because it 
justifies some of my reason-
ing when I agreed to accept 
appointment to the office in 
1962, ' 

Some of my friends and es-
pecially my fellow newspaper-
men looked at me as if I had 
lost my mind. The idea of an 
editor taking on the added 
hazards involved in trying 
small misdemeanor cases and 
levying fines. He gets enough 
criticism and "cussings" in the 
normal course of the duties to 
which the Lord assigned him 
without inviting the resent-
ments cultivated by such ex-
tra-territorial activities. In 
their view I was simply asking 
for it. 

But I have always been cur-
ious about human nature, and 
especially curious about the 
portion of it which invites the 
faith upon which our system 

t• of government is founded. 
Perhaps I am much too ven-
turesome in some of the con-
cepts I entertain, but I felt 
strongly that if the qualities 
which make the American de- 

s!' mocracy such a success upon 
a national scale are real, they 
are certain to endure in the 
close personal relationships of 
a small community. In other 
words, I didn't believe them; 
I felt that most people are a 
lot bigger than their resent-
ments. 

My experiences during the 
past eight years have been a 
most encouraging affirmation 
of the fine character of Ameri-
can citizenship as demonstrat-
ed in our little town. There in 
a microcism, one small cell 
typical of the whole, the con-
fidence I have in the essential 
soundness and morality of the 
average American citizen has 
been strengthened. 

There are some heels of 
course, there are some char-
acters who do not deserve the 
mantle, and there are some 
of an ingrained, indigenous 
criminality who deserve to be 
hanged. But there are very 
few of this stripe. Our country 
is in mighty good hands-the 
hands of its own people.

great majority of people get 
their first, if any, experience als with the processes of law.

What has been the effect of-
the anti-smoking campaign on 
cigarette smoking in Eastland 
County? How much are the 
local people smoking these 
days compared with those in 
other area? 

Judging from the latest reg-
ional figures on cigarette sales, 
a growing number of local res-
idents have cut down on their 
cpmsumption and many have 
given up the habit completely. 
Tw-o drug stores in Eastland no 
longer sell cigarettes. 

Organization and individuals 
who are active in the crusade 
aganist smoking believe that 
this decline, now in its third 
year in most sections of the 
country, is the real thing. This 
is seen in nationwide survey 
made by the Department of 
agriculture, the Tobacco Coun-
cil and others. In Eastland 
County, according to a 'break-
down of these figures, and es-
timated 1,759,30G packs were 
smoked in the. Year,; Related to 
the local population over age 
18, this was equivalent to .173 
pack per person. 

The national average, 'a-
mong persons over 18, was 207 
packs and in the West South 
Central States it was 176 
packs. According to a recent 
estimate by the National Cen-
ter for Health Statistics, about 
1,400,000 Americans gave up 
cigarette smoking in a period 
of one year. 

It feels, as a result, that the 
situtation is quite different 
than it was in 1964, when cig-
arette sales dropped for the 
first time in many years fol-
lowing the surgeon-general's 
report linking smoking with 
lung cancer and heart disease. 

That drop was only short 
lived, however. Within a few
