William L. Looney, 
26, Killed at Bronte, 
Buried Rising Star 

BRONTE, May 22.—Funeral 
for William L. Looney, 36, killed 
while w.cirking in an oilfield near 
Bronte, were held at 2 p.m. Sat-
urday at the Bronte Church of 

Burial was held in Rising Star 
cemetery with Clift Funeral 
Home  in charge of arrangements. 

Looney was killed instantly 
about 8:30 a.m. Friday when the 
pick-up truck in which he was 
riding struck a guy wire com-
ing from a rig in the Bronte 
field. 

The impact sheared off the 
truck cab and partially decapi-
tated Looney. The accident oc-
curred as he was making his 
rounds as a pumper for Hum-
ble Oil and Refining Co.. check-
ing pumps and gauges on the 
Keeney Lease, southwest of 
Bronte. 

The wire which the pick-up 
struck was strung from a clean-
up rig. 

Looney had worked for the 
oil company for the past 16 years. 
He was a member of the Bronte 
Church of Christ and was recent-
ly elected a trustee of the Bron-
te public schools. 

Surviving are his wife and a 
son, Douglas, both of Bronte. 

The deceased was well known 
in Rising Star and Williams com-
munity and has many friends 
who will regret to learn of the 
tragedy. His mother, Mrs. W. 
F. Looney lives in Rising Star.

Be this as it may, I repeat, 
I shall oppose an increase in 
salaries at a time when we are 
making great efforts to econo-
mize and balance the budget. 

The returns from my annual 
Questionnaire have 'been exceed-
ingly gratifying. A few are still 
coming, and to date, more than 
7,500 have been received. A pre-
liminary check shows that most 
people in the 17th Congressional 
District decidedly favor balanc-
ing the budget and reducing the 
huge public debt before reduc-
ing taxes. People in our area 
also, by about 2 to 1 favor an 
equal percentage of reduction for 
all taxpayers when taxse are re-
duced.

It is difficult to see how exception may be taken 

to Agriculture Secretary Benson's statements that 
price support programs should be avoided, except 
as insurance against disaster and to help stabilize 
food supplies. If the country had not been condi-
tioned to dependency by years of living under a be-
nevolent, tax-squairidering government the funda-
mental rightness of the Secretary's position would 
be recognized by all. 

The idea of looking upon perpetual prosperity as 
a natural right to be subsidized by government, re-
gardless of cost, should be repulsive to every Amer-
ican citizen. In the first place, it is inconsistent 
with the ideal of a self-reliant people, and secondly, 
as everyone should know by this time it leads no-
where but to more bureaucracy and ultimate nation-
al bankruptcy. 

Our national administration should seek to pre-
serve the political and economic liberties of the in-
dividual, and to protect the nation from the com-
munist menace. It should endeavor to halt a trend 
in domestic policies which destroy our freedom. It 
should strive to stop wasteful spending and depre-
ciation of money caused by government promising 
too much to too many. 

Men of Secretary Benson's caliber are trying to 
prevent our fifty-cent dollars from becoming two- 
bit dollars or ten-cent dollars. They are opposed to 
the false security of the welfare state or. in plainer 
words, the police state. They are proceeding on the 
assumption that the people agree with them and 
are worthy of the responsibilities as well as privi-
leges bestowed upon them by our constitutional re-
public.

SOIL CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS 

The fact that a good pasture 
and range management program 
is a paying concern is readily 
seen when we digest the follow-
ing information obtained from 
Clint McCain of Eastland recent-
ly'. 

McCain has 53 acres of pas-
ture land about four miles south 
of Carbon that produced 4,350 
pounds of beef during a 3-month 
period in 1952. This seems like 
some tall talk until we look at 
all the factors responsible for 
this production. 

This 53 acres of grassland con-
sists of 35 acres of old Indian 
grass and 18 acres of new In-
dian grass seeding — seeded in 

, 1950. The condition of this pas-
ture was excellent and the growth 
and vigor of the grass was good 
on April 1, when McCain start-
ed grazing it with 29 head of 
steers. After 90 days grazing 
or on July 31 McCain took these 
steers off the pasture and on 
weighing them found that they 
had gained an average of 150 
pounds per head. This figures 
an average daily gain of 1.67 
pounds per head, per day and at 
16 cents a pound, it figures about 
27 cents per day, per head. 
More figuring shows that at 16 
cents per pound of beef pro-
duced this pasture made $696.00 
during a 90-day grazing period. 
This was a per acre income of 
$13.10 which was pretty good 
going for 1952. 

At the present time this pas-
ture is being rested and if you 
want to see some real grass, stop 
and look at it on your next trip 
to Carbon. 

* 	* * 

SCS technicians at Eastland 
made the statement a few days 
ago that moisture penetration, 
following the recent rains, on 
poor condition ranges was about 
five inches whereas; penetra-
tion on excellent and good condi-
tion ranges went 24 inches or 
more. Similar results were found 
here. The question arises again, 
as to how much rain is a 2-inch 
rain? 

• * * • 
0. L. Crownover recently put 

up 42 bales of "home grown" 
alfalfa hay. He said, these 42 
bales were taken from one and 
one-half acres which was plant-
ed last September. About three 
acres were planted but all ex-
cept the 11/2  acres died out due 
to lack of moisture thru the fall 
and winter. In addition to the 
42 bales of choice hay, Crown-
over got two short grazing peri-
ods off this alfaalfa. He intends 
to plant more alfalfa this fall. 

Alfalfa, the great soil and hay 
crop, is increasing in popularity 
in this area.. Several fall and 
winter plantings may be seen 
here now and they are all look-
ing pretty good at the present 
time. Guyle Greynolds, Fred 
Brizendine, Charles Ballew, and 
others will be grazing or cutting 
a hay crop before long. Cecil 
Shults has an old planting that 
he is proud of. 

The Upper Leon Soil Conser-
vation District has a Hancock 
Combination Drill and a Brillion 
Seeder that plants alfalfa very 
nicely. They may be used by 
Cooperators with the District for 
a small rental fee. 

The most widely adapted va-
rieties of alfalfa in this area are 
Common (Chilean), southwest 
common, and improved common 
such as buffalo (a variety high-
ly resistant to bacterial wilt). 
Alfalfa has a very high fertilizer 
and lime requirement. Since it 
is intolerant to acid soils, the 
soil should be tested. Septem-
ber and October are best planting 
dates but it can 'be spring plant-
ed. It should be planted at the 
rate of 10 to 15 pounds per acre 
and covered 3/,  to Wt inch deep. 
The seed should should be inocu-
lated.

Indictment Not Evidence of 

Guilt. 
What does indictment by a 

grand jury mean? Lawyers find 
that many persons are inclined 
to confuse indictment by a grand 
jury with a court conviction for 
a crime. 

This misconception is unfair to 
anyone who becomes the subject 
of a grand jury investigation, 
Justice, in the United States, is 
based on the theory that a man 
is innocent until proven guilty, 
and public opinion should with-
hold its verdict until the courts 
have had an opportunity to de-
termine guilt or innocence. 

An indictment is simply a writ-
ten accusation presented by a 
grand jury to the district judge. 
It charges some person or per-
sons with a crime. It is not a 
conviction. When a grand jury 
indicts a person it merely af-
firms that there is sufficient rea-
son for him or her to stand trial. 
That is as far as the grand jury 
goes. 

After that, the judge and the 
trial jury take charge of the 
case. At the trial the indictment 
is simply the state's pleading in 
the case, to which .the defend-
ant may plead "Not Guilty". 
The trial jury is instructed by 
the judge that it must not con-
sider the indicmtents as any evi-
dence of guilt. 

All felony offenses in Texas, 
that is all offenses punishable 
by imprisonment in the state 
penitentiary. must be prosecut-
ed on an indictment by a grand 
jury. A grand jury may indict 
an individual for a misdemean-
or, an offense punishable only 
by a jail sentence or fine, but 
this is rather an unusual pro-
cedure. 

Misdemeanor cases are custo-
marily prosecuted on the  basis 
of an "information" riled by the 
county attorney. This serves the 
same function as a grand jury 
indictment. 

The importance of a grand 
jury verdict is this: If it votes 
a "True Bill"—that is, not to 
indict—the suspected person can-
not be tried. 

The grand jury procedure is 
one of the basic protections en-
joyed by the common man 
against outrageous procedures of 
would-be tyrants, and dates from 
early Anglo-Saxon times. It as-
sures that no person shall be 
forced to stand trial for a felony 
on the basis of a malicious or 
frivolous accusation having no 
apparent factual support. 

When called to serve on a 
grand jury you share with a 
group of fellow citizens some 
of the most solemn responsibili-
ties known to our democracy. 
Consequesences of life-or-death 
importance may hinge upon your 
vote.
