MADRID, Jan. 25—There are several conclu-
sions which 1 have reafhed regarding Chief of State
Franco, both from general.observdlions and fyom my
unusual interview with him at the Pardo Palace, and
thev are these: ;

He knows the goal for which He is headed. He
believes that he 1< on the right road for the good of

Spain. He is a man of granite convictions from
which. it is difficult to move him,

Now those are points which we must understand
in ofder ta arrive at a correct appraisal of El Cau-
clin's actions, Of course, the United Slates‘_and
other countries have taken bhitter exceplion to many
of thé policies he has pursued. There was the Pols-
dsm declaration which decreed that the Franco re-
g:me. rendered Spain unsuitable to participate in

the United Nations Organization.

There wis small doubt, as 1 see it, that Spain is
orienting its policy *toward the United States and
Ergland. 1 told Generalissimo -Franco the impres-
gion prevailed aboard that this was so. and asked
for his comment. His ly, while couched in cau-
tious terms would seem to confirm that idea. This
iz the vayv he put it:

“Neither during the Spanish national movement
(civil war of 1936-39) nor after it did the Spamish
government -cease taking care of its relations with
the United States and Great Britain, and even in
theose moments of the war when the passions and
errors of others could have made those relatifins
suffer. Spain sought to avoid those dangers with its
screnity and good faith. C

“¥ou will understand that the situation of Spain
was not easv, It had to defend its independence,

» hich wae threatened by the needs of the belliger-

ertc. and conserve at the same time theé peace and
#riendship of 81l nations : 5

“Because of our civilizing work In Amerlca, and
#he numerous bonds which unite us, Spaln considers
ficelf a spiriteal part of the American continent and
{eelc attraction and admiration for the great accom-
plishments of North America. aspiring to a greater
irterchance In all respects. In view of this. as many
Spainards #s possible are putting themselves inte
contact with the North Amerlean people and when-
ever North Amerlicans visit us there is mutual un-
derstafding and esteem. i ;

“With England we have had a century and a half
ef peace and good relations, and the Interchanges
of #11 kinds hetween our peoples are traditional

“Before the war we esteemed the peace and
ecomprehencion that was o be found among the peo-
plex of the west: Today we accept the lessons of the
war and we consider them (peace and comprehen-
sion' still mAre necessary.

is happening on the current scene, we reprint the
following editorial from the Daily Oklahoman.
For a long time now the world has chuckled over

the reading of Charles Lamb's whimsical disserta-

tion on roast pig. The naive Chinese who kept pigs
for pets never learned that those pigs made an ex-
cecllent food until the accidental burning of a Chi-
nese .residence had roasted one of the Chinaman's
pets. Thereafter roast plg was a favorite table
délicate, but unfortunately it took the pig eaters a
considerable time to learn that the roasting of a pig
cid not require the burning of a home. For quite a
while the only known method of fooking a pig was
to burn down a residence. '

No doubt the Lamb account of the origin of pig
roasting was ficUonal. Certainly the extrent of
house burning by the Chinese was exaggerated. The
principal reason why we moderns might accept the
Lamb account as a true one is that the people of
America in dealing with the strike issues of our
time are j}ssl as foolish as Charles Lamb represented
the Chinese as having been. We permit our entire
country to be thrown Into-turmoil and waste tens
of millions of dollars in trying to adjust & wage dif+
ference that may not amount to more than'3 cents
an hour. o !

Allen’s Life A Battle For Underdog

WASHINGTON; — This is a col-

umn I have been wanting to write
for a long time. It's about my old
partner, Bob Allen,

During the war, Bob didn't want
his name mentioned in the column,
and he was right. It pointed the
finger of suspicion at him as a
possible news source for things I
published, which he certamly was
not. ] ’

But now that the war is over, I
hope he won't-get too irked if he

. 15 given a ride on the Merry-Go-

Round. .

Bob Allen is back now, a little
older, a little thinner, a full-
fledged colonel, several rows of
battie ribbons across his chest, and
san empty right sleeve — mute test-
imony of what he gave for his
country.

'He is back from' his most costly

‘battle — though life for Bob has
been .a long series of never-ending
battles. The first time 1 ever
met Bob, h®e was battling. It was
at a press conference In the State
Department and Bob Allen, red-
headed, young, peppery, was shoot-
Ing questions at Frank B. Kel-
logg regarding the Marines in Nic-
aragua. It was a baptism of sar-
casm such as I have not heard
poured on any other Secretary of
State. o

Bob's battles "were “always for
the underdog—Nicaragua, the lit-
tle countries, little' business, the
unemployed, the public which
sometimes gets it in the neck. No
cause was too hopeless for Bob
to champion — if it was just. He
fought the battle for the Tennes-
see Valley Project back in the
Colledge days when the power
trust was omnipotent and no one
ever dreamed” TVA had a chance.
He fought terrific and continual
battles against the big lobbyists,
and against graft and inefficiency

wherever it reared its head.

Allen vs. Borah

Bob was always putting burrs
under sleepy Senators. He would
walk into their offices, pound on
their degks, and demand that they
get out on the Senate floor and
fight. I have seen him call the
late Senator -Borah of Idaho more
names — half serlous, half in jest
— until he had prodded Borah into
golng down to the White House to
tell Roosevelt off regarding the ald
‘his State Department was giving
Fascist Spain. >

There’ was no battle, no matter
how big or how tough, that ever
fazed Bob Allen,

But his first battle — and his
latest — were with Hitler. The
fisst occurred when Bob was a
young newspaperman in Munish,
when Hitler, then a laughed-at agi-
tator, staged his 1923 putsch. It
didn't succeed, and most people
kissed it off as unimportant. But
not Bob Allen. He filed dispatches
telling his papers of the Impli-
cations behjnd this so-called crack-
pot in the brown house in Mun-
ich.

And, having been [n on the first
brief curtain-raiser to this war,
Bob was ilching — even before
Pearl Harbor —= to get in on the
real show. Finally he wangled a
promise aut of the boys In the
Pentagon building that he would
not be kept in a swivel chair In
Washington, but eould get into
combat.

At first, Bob had hard luck. He
spent more than a year in gruel-
Ang military maneuvers in the
swamps of Louislana and the hot
plains.of Texas. He helped train
unit after unit, only to see them
shipped overseas while he stayed
home,

MacArthur Says No

At one time he was' scheduled

to go with Gen. Walter Krueger to
the Southwest Pacific. But General
MacArthur, with an elephant's
memory and having never forgot-
ten Bob's eriticism of the general's
bonus army eviction, erossed Bob
Allen's” name from the list of
Krueger's staff officers.
Barred by MacArthur from the
'acific, Bob was left, discouraged
but not down, in the swamps of
Louisiana.

In the end, however, he was
lucky. The plane on which he was
supposed to make the trip crash-
ed. His replacement -officer was
killed. ) :

A few months later, the long-
planned D-Day offensive opened
in Normany, and Bob Allen was
sent to head General Patton's in-
telligence unit. Stme people got
the idea Bob handled Patton's
press relations, which was wrong.
There were times when Patton
could have used a good press rela-
tions officer, but Bob was not it
He was in charge of combat intelli-
gence and right in the thick of
things.

Allen Commands Nazis

That was how he happened to be
riding in a jeep seeking informa-
tion behind enemy lines near Ohr-
druf, Germany, on April 7, just a
month before the end of the war.
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Ambushed by a German patrol full colonel. You will respect the

hidden in a shed, 'Bob was hit, his
right arm smashed.
Rolling into a ditch, he contin-

‘ued fighting. Finally those men

in his small detachment not killed
were hopelessly *surrounded. He
just had time to rip off his Gen-
eral Staff insignia and chew up his
Third Army mess card before he
was taken prisoner.

Despite severe wounds, Bob took
careful note of the road signs and
the German countryside while en
route to Nal headquarters, later
making a detailed report to Gen-
eral Palton.

Arriving at a German hospital,
Bob was put In the care of an
Austrian doctor, who turned out to
be an anti-Nazi, and who ordered
Bob's arm amputated. Unques-
tionably, this saved his life! There
were no bandages or antiseptics.
The wound was bofind In paper.

Two days later, a Nazi lieuten-
ant-colonel arrived to cross.ques-
tion the prisoner. However, he
didn't realize what he had walked
into, '

It had been a long time since
Bob had learned German as a
yvoung newsman in Munish. It had
been a long time since he had
heckled secretaries of state and
shot embarrassing questions at
Senators. But he shot back at the
Nazi lieutenant-colonel’s abusive
questions with all he had.

Perhaps the German officer had
never before met anyone like this,
Perhaps he was too carefully in-
doctrinated with German army dis-
cipline. Anyway, he obeyed.” He
even brought Bob a bottle of
cognac.

From that time on, Col. Robert
S. Allen, US Army, virtually com~
manded the hospital. Patton’s Ar-
my ‘was Eetting nearer, the Nazis
were gelting maore jittery. So Col-
onel Allen ordered all arms and
ammunition stacked and luck:d in
the hospital basement. He cven
commanded German troops te
stop giving the Nazi salute — and
he got away with it.

Two dayvs later, Patton’s forces
reached the hospital. Bob's arm,
by this time, was badly infected,
but he was still functioning per-
fectly, still master of all he sur-
veved. And Bob Allen, no matter
where he is, no matter what he
does, will always be that way.
