Killed in Plane
Crash Saturday

Capt. Elbert R. D. Donham,
son-in-law of Mr. and Mrs. Guyle
Greynolds of Rising Star was
killeq near Wichita Falls when
the plane he was riding in crash-
ed last Saturday. Donham will
be remembered by many in Ris-
as he lived on the place where
Mr. and Mrs. Greynolds now
live. Shortly after World War
II he moved to Rising Star and
made many friends who were
shocked to learn of the accident.

State papers carried the fol-
lowing story:

Crash of a training plane Sat-
urday night killed Air Force Re-
serve Capt. Elbert R. D. Donham,
33, and a master sergeant from
Sheppard Air Force Base, Burl
L. Farris, a Hensley Field spokes-
man said Sunday.

Donham, a Sheppard AFB ci-
vilian employe, was a pilot in-
structory with the 8708th Pilot
Training Wing at Hensley Field
He had reported to Hensley Sat-
urday afternoon for two days of
flight training and was on a rou-
tine local flight from Sheppard
AFB when the accident occurred.

The T-6 trainer struck open
ground near Wichita Falls and
was completely demolished. Wea-
ther conditions were reported ex-
cellent.

A board ot qualified officers
from Sheppard AFB has been
appointed to determine cause of
the accident.

He was buried in the Cisco
Cemetery Tuesday afternoon at
3 p. m. Rev. M. F. Agnew and

ficiated. Interment was in Oak-
wood cemetery.,

Capt. Donham was killed when
his plane exploded in the about
four miles from the air base, his
father, R. T. Donham of Cisco,
said.

“Beef cattle breedes—both commercial and pure-
bred—have an opportunity this year to prove beyond
guestion that they can solve their problems without
benefit of government price supports and controls,”
said Western Livestock in its June issue.

The article went on to say that there are too many
cows on the ranges of the country, and that this mal-

" adjustment must be corrected. It then added, “Cat-
tlemen may pride themselves on being rugged indi-
vidualists but if they will not or cannot work togeth-

“er to solve a problem of overproduction they will be
opening the way toward a stronger demand for price
supports and the controls that inevitably would fol-
low.”

A short time ago the critical beef situation, which
has been intensified by the prolonged Texas drought
led Secretary of Agriculture Benson to call an emer-
gency meeting of a special livestock, credit, and re-
tail food committee. This was in line with Mr. Ben-
son’s firm belief that agricultural problems should
be solved so far as possible by cooperation between
the interests concerned, and with a minimum of gov-
ernment interference or financial assistance.

In the meantime, one optimistic sign is found in
beef slaughter and consumption figures, which are
running well ahead of comparable periods last year.
The decline in prices has naturally led to increased
beef buying by the general public.

Perhaps the best sign of all is found in the fact
that only a small minority of beef producers are ask-
ing the government to attempt to solve their prob-
lems for them. The great majority want to work their
way out of the woods by their own efforts. They’ve
done that in critical times before, and they see no
reason to change their attitude now.

Hundreds of thousands of acres
in the Rolling Plains, the South
Plains and the rain-blessed Pan-
handle sections of Texas already
have goine into grain sorghums,
sweet sorghums, sudan grass and
other cover producing crops, SCS
field men have reported to Mer-
rill. Most of the plantings are
up to good stands, and with a
good rain or two would make
needed cover or even a crop of
grain barring early frost. In the
Panhandle of Texas and in north-
western Oklahoma sizable areas
have accumulated moisture for
wheat planting next fall but too
many farmers are turning under
an effective stubble mulch be-
fore sufficient moisture has been
trapped to: sustain
wheat.

Range grasses are growing rap-
idly in areas which have receiv-
ed moisture in the last five
weeks, Merrill reported. Return-
