$13 million, but the following 
year it jumped to $21.4 million 
and continued to soar rapid:yr. 
By 1967 it was about $44 million. 
The ASCS administers the pro-
gram for the Commodity Credit 
Corporation.

The entire cost of the peanut 
program for the past 12 years 
is placed at $274.5 million, and 
production has passed the point 
at which the market is able to 
absorb the output, the report 
continues. The Commodity Credit

48% of its costs. 

The Staats report estimated 
that even if production were 
stabilized at the 1967 poundage, 
the cost of the program could 
be held to about $56 million for 
the next five years. The sugges-
tion was also implied that great-
er research be carried on to sea" 
ways to utilize the surplus. 

Efforts to crack the peanut di-
lemma were watched carefully 
nonfarrning enterprises. The can-
dy industry, for instance, bought 
198,427,000 pounds of peanuts in 
the year ending August 1967, and 
obviously would be affected by 
any fluctuation in price and sup- 

ply.

tain farm income, and provide 
an adequate peanut supply a' 
fair cost. 

Among the proposals studied 
one contained in a report 

to Congress by U. S. Comptrolle: 
General Elmer B. Staats suggest-
ing that the price-support pro-
gram be placed on a poundage 
basis rather than the present 
minimum standard of 1,610,000 
acres. 

"During the period from 1935 
to 1966," the Staats report states, 
"the production of peanuts in-
creased at an average rate of 
85.5 million pounds per year. In 
contrast, remand for peanuts in-
creased at an average of 39.5 mill-
ion pounds a year." 

Although total acreage remain-
ed Stable, the Agriculture De-
partment attributed the expand-
ing crops to greater use by grow-
ers of higher yielding seed and 

^roved production. techniques. 
As a result, average output per 
acre climbed from 880 pounds in 
1955 to about 1,700 pounds in 
1966. 

The Comptroller General's re-
port stressed the rapid accelera-
tion of losses to the Agriculture 
Stabilization and Conservation

Four Wildcats Are 

Chosen on All-District 

(The following article appearins 
in the Progressive Farmer, is of 
interest to the farmers and busi-
ness men of this section, since 
it deals with legisation affecting 
the principal farm cash crop of 
the area.)

Legislation aimed at cutting 
peanut production while raising 
parity payments somewhat above 
present levels is now before both 
houses of Congress. Key feature 
of the proposed program calls  for 
a certificate arrangement under 
which the peanut grower would 
receive an increase of 1% in 
parity with each 2% reduction 
in planted acreage. 

Subject to certain amendments, 
the new program is supported by 
the Department of Agriculture. 
The Department has authorized 
an increase in parity payments 
this year from 75% to 771%. i f 
approved by Congress — prob-
ably during the next session —
the new system would then be 
voted on by peanut farmers. 

Here is how the measure is 
expected to work: 

The Secretary of Agriculture 
the level of price supports. He 
will also proclaim the "recom-
mended percentage" or the per-
will proclaim the face value of 
certificates when he announces 

centage of the national acreage 
allotment which can be expectel 
to provide an adequate peanut 
supply. This recommended per-
rntage may not be lees than 
85% in 1969, and for any follow-
ing year may not be reduced 
more than 5% from the previous 
year. 

The grower who sells his pea-
nuts may then present his sales 
slips to the county office of the 
CCC, where his certificate will 
be issued. The grower may then 
convert his certificate to cash at 
his local bank. 

The broad outlines of the leg-
islation were explained to the 
Senate by Senator Herman E. 
Talmadge, Democrat of Georgia. 
A similar measure was offered in 
the House by Representative Gra-
ham Purcell, Democrat of Texas. 
Both bills were referred to their 
respective. agriculture commit-
tees. 

The framework of the propos-
ed program was agreed on by 
all segments of the peanut indus-
try in early summer after ex-
tensive conferences which began 
last February. During these ses-
sions, some 14 proposals were 
considered. 

The group was advised by Sec-
retary Freeman that the Agricul-
ture Department would suppor• 
any mutually satisfactory pro-

The justice court, although 
an "inferior" court in rang, 

a—signficant respect is the 
most important court in our 
system, for it deals with 
mole people than any other 
state collet, and therefore ex-
erts strong 'influence upon 
the public attlituee toward 
law enforcement. 

4. Furnish each ujstiee with 
reze:-.7etable court qua-.ters 
and reqUire that he conduct 
his court on a plane of dig-
nity. 

5. Require attendance in all 
cases. No more justice dis-
pensed by mail or telephone. 

Few conditions are more 
degrading of respect for a 
court than this practice of 
conducting hearings and ren-

- dering verdicts by 'lone dis-
tance.' There is no real adjud• 
ication. I feel that every 
charge brought into a justice 
court should be critically ex-
amined, whether it be a traf-
fic offense or other violation. 
Only then can the court ex-
ercise its itrue judicial thrice 
tion. 

To those' ;who argue that 
time, expense and convenience 
are served by such 'long dis-
tance' hearings I would reply 
that justice is not a Matter of 
convenience. Its dispensation 
involves the very' 'soul' - of 
popular government. 

And when a -citizen knows 
that a charge against him will 
require personal attendance 
in coati, he will tend to to 
more circumspect in his re-
gard for the regulations that 
society has adopted for its 
order and security. It will 
exert a greater influence for 
law observance than the mere 
payment of a fine can possibly 
do. Guilty, or not, a citizen 
owes something to maintain-
ing 'the rights and dignity of 
his citizenship and he needs 
today more than ever to be 
impressed with its responsi-
bilities. 

6. Remove ordinary traffic 
violations from the criminal 
docket and set up a seperate 
category for these cases, pre, 
ferably in the civil division. 

It is unjust to attach the 
stigma of criminal docketing 
to mere traffic offenses and 
this should be done only when 
criminal intent is evident. 

7. Change the. name of the 
court. 

I would also suggest that 
corporation courts be rernov-
from the domination of city 
councils and if possible com-
bined with the present justice 
of peace jurisdiction in a new 
court: 

It .is unrealistic to assume 
that a' ; city court, whose 
judge is hired by the city 
council, will 'be free of any 
influences• from this directon. 
The Judicial functions at all 
levels should be kept sep-
erate from the law making 
and law enforcement func-
ions. Only then can they as-
sume a posture of impartial-
ity.

November 22 through 28 was 
National Farm-City Week. This 
was a good time for us to ap-
preciate the advancements of 
American agriculture. These ad-
vancements are largely responsi-. 
ble for the standard of living ws 
enjoy today. 

When the consumer went to 
the retail food store during the 
1920's and purchased a pound of 
beef steak, one pound of pork, a 
quart of milk, one dozen eggs, 
a loaf of bread, a dozen oranges 
and a ten pound sack of potatoes 
and based upon average wages 
at that time, he had to work 
about four hours and twenty-
nine minutes to buy these gro-
ceries. This would leave him only 
three hours and thirty-one min 
utes out of an eight hours work 
day to earn money to pay for 
his shelter, clothing and other 
needs of his family. 

Today, it takes only about one 
hour and thirty minutes of labor 
to buy these same groceries. As 
a result, he has about six hours 
and thirty minutes left out of 
an eight hour work day in which 
to earn money to buy such items 
as clothing, homes, television sets, 
automobiles, tile bathrooms, air 
conditioning, dishwashers, week-
end cabins on the lake, or other 
items of his choice, depending 
upon his wants and income. 

Adam Smith, an economist of 
the eighteenth century, said 
"When the time comes when one 
farm worker, through the im-
provement of cultivation of land, 
can provide food for just two 
people, the labor of half of the 
society will be able to provide 
fond for the whole society. The,: 
and only then can the other half 
of the people be employer,: in 
providing the ether wants and
