The USDA County Civil De-
fense Board will be working on 
a Civil Defense exercise within 
the next few days. This organi-
zation set up by law several years 
ago consists of the County ASCS 
Office Manager, Work Unit Con-
servationists, Soil Conservation 
Service, County Agricultural A-
gent and Farmers Home Admin-
istration Supervisor. This organ-
ization is active in each county 
and is required to meet at least 
once each month. Definite civil 
defense responsibilities are as-
signed to each board member. The 
exercise currently under consid-
eration deals with what nuclear 
attack would do to residents, ag-
riculture and current food sup-
plies in the county.

Selective Service 
Questions 

Editor's Note: Below are ques-
tions now being asked at draft 
boards. The answers are by Col-
onel Morris S. Schwartz, State 
Selective Service Director, 109 W. 
9th Street, Austin Texas 78701. 
He will welcome your questions. 

Q — I am a full-time and satis-
factory college student making 
normal progress toward my bac-
calaureate degree, and the school 
has so notified my board. I've 
been classified in I-A. 	Why 
wasn't I given a II-S deferment? 

A — Probably because you 
didn't request it. You must re-
quest a II-S student classification 
in writing before it can be grant-
ed. You may make this applica-
tion on SSS Form No. 104, ob-
tainable at the board and at most 
schools, or by letter. 

Q — What is the maximum 
penalty that can be assessed for 
violation of the Selective Service 
law? 

A — Maximum penalty for 
any one violation, upon prosecu-
tion and conviction, is imprison-
ment of not more than five years. 
or a fine of not more than• $10,000, 
or both. 

Q How many men are regis-
tered with the Selective Service 

support. I plan in the near future 
on holding at least two meetings 
in each community prior to plant-
ing time to explain the certifi-
cation method. Service charges 
for measurement of corpland 
prior to planting and measure-
ment of crops after planting to 
assist producers in certifying 
acreages will be announced later. 



above reproach for truth and 
veracity in the Star community, 
so there is no longer any good 
reason to be dubious concerning 
any snake or fish stories in the 
future.
