out of the 339 votes cast, Carr
received 224 votes.

This was the only race of any
rxcitement in the election, and
interest otherwie centered upon
a list of 16 proposed amend-
ments to the already heavily
amended State constitution. Most

voters found the alternatives in
this section of a newspaper-size
ballot rather puzzling, despite
the faet that in both press and
ether there has been much dis-
cussion of the various proposals.

The election was held at the
dining room of the American
Legion Hall with Charles Bal-
lew as judge and Fred Price as
assistant judge.

In one of the heaviest votes
cast in a City Election here in
recent years, citizens of Rising
Star Tuesday chose:

members last September.

A total of 333 votes were cast
in the balloting at the City Hall
presided over by two ministers—

First Baptist Church.

Mr. Lee, local oil man, led
the ticket with a majority of
190 votes out of the total cast.
He was closely followed by Mr.
Carter, a former county com-
missioner, who polled 166.

Morrison who operates g weld-
ing business, got 158 of the tot-
al, barely missing a majority.
The fact that the winners ob-
tained majorities or a near ma-

Charles A. Chamberlain, show=
ed surprising strength in the
polling when he received 100
votes, almost one third of the
number cast.

The three new membres of the
Council were sworn into office
at 6 o'clock Wednesday evening
and hte city once more was op-
erating with a full governing
body.

Mayor W. G. Reed asked the
Star to express his gratitude to
the voters for the splendid turn-
out, and to the election judges
and their helpers for their as-
sistance. He said that the co-
oueration of everyone in car-
rying out the election was splen-
did.

The mayor also extended a
welcome to the three new mem-
our community in bers of the
council and assured them of his
cooperation in working for the
welfare and advancement of the
community.

Berry Darwin Bell and Mary
Jane Reaves were married
shortly before they moved to
this county in 1875. Mrs. Bell
was 16 years of age. They set-
tled on Battle Creek near Sab-
anno and cleared a farm from
virgin land.

Mrs, Bell said; “My husband
and I cut the brush during the
day and burned it at night. We
finally put in as much land as
we cared to cultivate. At that
time our nearest neighbor was
20 miles distant, and nearest
doctor lived at Sipe Springs.”

The Bells lived on the Battle
Creek farm for a number of
years. Settlers moved in and took
up land. Neighbors got together
like one big happy family, des-
pite the fact that many lived
miles apart.

When one of the settlers Kkill-
ed a beef it was divided among
the neighbors. The houses all
had dirt floors and no door
shutters. “I have stayed alone
many nights when my husband
had to be away, with nothing to
close the building exrcept an
overturneg table as a precaution
to keep prowling varmints out of
the house,” said Mrs. Bell.

There was always plenty of
wild game, some buffalo, bears,
deer, antelope and other game
for meat. The Bells raised corn
and some wheat which was mill-
ed at Sipe Springs.

Indians were numerous, but
the women were not afraid of
them. All women had guns and
knew how shoot when neces-

The Indians didn‘t molest any-
body, it seemed they only want-
ed to steal horses. Settlers
guarded their horses day and

ally the young parents moved
to themselves so the children
would learn they had parents
and call them “Pa” ang “Ma".

The first pair of sox Mrs.
Bell's son, Jimmy, wore were
knitted of buffalo wool that she
carded with old hand cards, spun
into thread and Kknitted into sox.

Before cotton was raised to
weave into cloth, most of the
clothing was made of BuckskKin.
The boys would sometimes get
their pants wet and the buckskin
would stretch, making the pants
much too long. The pants were
cut off and when dry would
shrink.

“Sometimes I think we en-
dured many hardships, bue we
were all happy, everybody was
honest and our wants were few”
said Mrs. Bell.

Watermelon syrup was a fav-
orite delicacy for early settlers.
It took a large wash pot full of
melons to make one half gallon
of syrup. But it was well worth
the time and trouble to make it.

Even though there waS an
abundance of meat from wild
game, some of the settlers would
eat almost anything: hawks,
crows, prarie dogs, and chapar-
rall.

Mr. and Mrs. Bell often went
hunting for deer. She -cartied
the gun and he a lighted torch.
Light from the torch shone into
the deer's eyes and the Bells
could get in shooting distance,
never failing to bring in a buck.
They never hunted for sport,
but only when meat or buckskin
was needed.

Lariats were made ol horse
hair. When camping horse hair
lariats were laid around the
camp, as they were believed to
keep away tarantylas, rattle-
snakes and other reptiles.

Suppose you make
a contract to buy the lot on the
southeast corner of Maple and
Spring and then the seller backs
out,

You could probably get a
court order commanding him to
transfer that specific property to
you. For there is no other pie-
ce of land in the entire world
exactly like the one you bought,
Money damages would not make
you come out even.

Will a court always order spe-
cific perfdrmance, whenever
money damages would b2 irllade-
quate? No because sometimes
it is simply not practical. For
example.

When an opera star broke his
contract, the management sak-
ed a court to force him to sing.
True enough, money damages

was believed that no reptile
would ever crawl over a horse
hair rope.
