I just had a good gardent ip
that sounds very good. Buy a
box of the largest, heavy
black garbage bags. Dig a
hole in the ground about 30
inches deep and about 3
inches smaller around than
the plastic bags are.

Pioneer-The Pioneer Farm
Coop Forum for the 17th
District congressional can-
didates saw almost as good a
turn-out of candidates as it
did audience here Friday
morning.

questions.

Jim Cockerell of Abilene
represented Dusty Rhodes
and Larry Shaw of Big Spring
represented Jim Baum. Fike
Godfrey of Abilene and Jim
Sharp of Big Spring were
unable to attend. Godfrey
carlier had notified the group
he had a conflict. It wasn't
reported as to why Sharp
didn’t attend the meeting.
Stenholm arrived late as he
had advised the co-op he

industries. Stenholm said he
favored getting the ridicu-
lous regulations and material
pertaining to agriculture
dropped (as were OSHA's
booklets advising on how to
walk in barnyards).

The Stamford farmer said
he would be favor of Sunset
Laws for OSHA and EPA to
be rigidly called back before
Congress each year for
questions to justify their very
existence. Then if they
couldn’t. Stenholm would
favor either abolshing them
totally or regulations they
couldn’t justify.

Cockerell explained later
that since the answers
required one of the three
choices of words that on
questions he could not
comment on he did so
because it was an item in
which he wouldn’t be certain
of candidate Rhodes’
answer, although he said he
was certain Rhodes would
want EPA and OSHA
modified.

On the world food bank
question in which McCulloch
was the only candidate for
such a reserve, McCulloch
explained his answer in that
his world travel experience
as a Green Beret combat
veteran thoroughly has
convinced him that by
'*1990'" it will be needed,
and it could help farmers as
well as the nation because of
the U.S. power that would be
held in such a reserve and
the influence this could exert
on diplomatic dealings with
Russia.

World or undeveloped
nations want the actual
production to be under
international control.

Only the
United States and a few other
nations have the technology
for such operations. Some
arrangement has to be made
if these much needed
minerals are to be mined.
The Geneva Conference has
reached agreement on many

of the details but not on a

formula for distributing the
revenues. Of the 150 nations
involved, there are, of
“course, many more of the
socalled Third World
countries than those able to
develop these valuable
resources.

Strong, Weak Points Of Cattle Picture

COLLEGE STATION--The
current beef cattle picture
looks bright as prices have
generally been strong. But
how long will it last?

“There are a number of
factors at work that will have
a direct bearing on the cattle
market for the rest of 1978,
points out Dr. Ed Uvacek,
livestock marketing specia-
list with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. “‘Cattlemen need to
keep these in mind as they
plan ahead.”

What will keep the strength
in beef cattle prices? Uvacek
lists these factors:

-Per capita disposable
incomes are rising rapidly,
boosting the demand for
beef

~Cow and non-fed cattle
slaughter is down sharply
even though fed cattle pro-
duction is up.

-Much less pork is
available this year
carlier expected. Pork
supplies will probably be up
only about 1 percent for the
year.

--Lamb and mutton
production is down sharply
and should be 11 percent
below the 1977 level.

--lmproved feedlot profits
are boosting the demand for
feeder cattle.

--The breeding herd is
much smaller, so this year's
calf crop should be smaller.

On the other hand, factors
that could cause some weak-
ing in cattle prices are
these:

--Seasonal increases in pork
supplies are still coming.

--Current retail beef prices
are at record highs.

--Recent $50-plus prices for
fed beef have not yet been
reflected at the retail level.

--Further reduced cow
slaughter should cause a
scarcity of manufacturing
beef, pushing hamburger
prices up sharply.

--Broiler and turkey

than

production is expected to
increase substantially in the
next few months.

~Large placements of cattle
into feedlots during the last

quarter of 1977 have still not*

been marketed, particularly
from the Midwest
--Breakeven prices for cattle
currently moving into feed-
lots will be about $52 per
hundredweight in the

August-September period. If

fed cattle prices falter, there
will be losses, just at the time
most feeder cattle will be
marketed.

Weighing all these factors,
Uvacek calls for some weak
ness in cattle prices during
April and May followed by a
strong recovery in June. The
July-September quarter
should show another
downward trend followed by
some improvement by
November and December.
