the proper collection of soil
samples is taken.

A good soil test consists of
four basic steps.

Step one give the amount of
samples per acres of land. In
uniform areas such as the
Coast Prairie, one sample
should represent from 10 to 40
acres. In less uniform areas
such as East Texas, 8 to 12
acres represented byone
sample.

The secone step advices
taking the sample from all over
the area from 10 to 15 different
places. After placing the soil in
a cl ean container and mixing
thoroughly, apprcumately 1
pint should be usec for com-
posite sample. Don't use
samples from eroded and slight
field depression areas.

In steps three, you are ac-
tually getting ther soil sample.
First remove all litter from the
surface. If using an anger or
tube, the boring must be at

Are Taken

least 6 inches deep in the soil
for cultivated land and 4 inches
for pasture. When using the
spade, dig a V- shape hole.
Then take a % inch slice of soil
from the smooth side of the
hole.

Step four consists of in-
formation on the soil such as:
Soil conditions; Crops to be
grown, .ropping and fer-
tilization history, and general
information. The soil testing
fee is presently $2.00 for each
sample submitted. The present
address is: Soil Testing
Laboratory, Agricultural
Extension Service, College
Station, Texas 77843.

San Antonio, Tx.--To the
cowboy, it was home on the
range. To the rancher it meant a
place where his ranch hands
could get a good hot meal. And
it was long hot hours to the cook
who planned the menu and
fixed the food.

The chuckwagon, once and
expedient to the early Texas
cattle driver and an integral
part of ranching life, returns to
the Texas Folklife Festival
August 4-7. A common sight in
Texas’s early days, they are
now fewer in number but
remain a traditional part of
Texas life.

Clifford Teinert and Bob
Echols of Albany, who head up
the Texas Trails Chuckwagon
and bring it to the Festival each
year, serve up lean barbecue
brisket, hot pinto beans, fresh
sourdough biscuits, crocks of
peppers and tomatoes and

gallons of ice tea and coffee. All
the food is heaped in bowl
together in keeping with the
 cowboy's limited mess kit. The
cow hand had to travel light.
Hungry visitors need only find a
dish

on their knees.

Before lining up for the food,
Festival-goers can watch one of
Teinert’s cooks rolling up the
sourdough biscuits and placing
them in a deep pot in
preparation for cooking them
over an open fire next to the
mounds of meat. Steaming
nearby are the beans, which
Teinert describes as “‘larrupin’
good.”” The chuckwagon chef
soaks them overnight in
rainwater then begins boiling
them over mesquite coals. Chili
peppers are added along with
salt pork jowls, a little sugar,
onions, tomatoes and it's all
cooked until tender.

Kansas City, Mo.--'‘Cattlemen
would have received $53 more

per head for each animal
slaughtered in recent months,
had we maintained our

traditional share of consumer
net disposable income,”’ says
0.). Barron, A Spur, Texas,
rancher who serves as national
chairman of the Becf
Development Taskforce (BDT).

“‘Consumers spent only 2.20
percent of net income for beef
during the first quarter of
1977--the lowest in 29 years,”’
he says, upon analyzing figures
just released by the USDA.
““This is cause for alarm!"’

The 29-year average is 2.52
spent for beef. “'When it
dropped to 2.27 percent during
the last quarter of 1976--a
record low up until then--we
thought it might be a quirk.”
Barron adds. “But the
downward trend seems to be
contiuing."”’

A drop of 0.32 percent sounds
rather small, he 3pplied . But
. when aplied to %311 billion of
net disposable income during
the first quarter, it boils down to
a drop of $558 million at the
farm level or $53 less for each
animal slaughtered. 3

Several factors account for the
percentage drop, according to
Barron: fodd fads, the
vegetarian movement, charges
that beef is bad for your health,
inflation and an over supply of
beef.

“If we are going to regain in
our share of the consumer
dollar--and hopefully increase
it--we must have an aggressive
program of research, consumer
cducation, promotion  and
market development,’’ says the
BDT chairman. ““That what the
Beef Research and Information
Program is all about-- a
scif-help program to increase
markets and increase profits for
cattlemen.’’

Producers . will _yote on this
program, July 5-15, at their
county ASCS office. '‘Over
300.000 producers registered in
the U.S.."" concludes Barron,
"*and we are urging everyone of
them to return and vote Yes. It
can stablize our industry and
make things a whole lot
better.””

Trees and shrubs like
humans and livestock, are
being affected by the con-
tinuing dry and hot weather. A
number of Eastland County
people have reported symptons
of drouth injury to trees. of
drouth injury to trees. The
symptom reported is the dying
around the margin of leaves
with the dead area progressing
into the leaf a nd causing
desiccation of leaf tissue bet-
ween the veins toward the
midrib. The symptoms follow a
ro:er wet spring followed by
drying winds and bright sun-
shine of extremely hot days.

The leaves appear dry and
scorched, and may drop off.
However, the trees does not
usually die.

Leaf scorch is a non
infectious disease of shade
trees, especially maple, beech,
ash and oak. Trees are more
susceptible if they nave low
vigor, have been damaged by
machinery or are surrounded
by cement sidewalks or
driveways.

In most cases, all leaves on
the same branch are affected
more or less uniformly.
Frequently, only one side of the
tree is affected- - the side
exposed to the sun or drying
winds. And occasionally, in-
dividual trees are severly
damaged, while those of the
same species in the immediate
vicinity are unaffected.

Leaf scorch is caused by
failure of the tree to supply
enough water to the leaves at a

critical time. A great amount
of water evaporates from the
leaf surface because of sun and
wind during hot, dry weather.

The tree may not be able to get
water from the soil as fast as it
is evaporating from the leaves.

Therefore, the leaves actually
dry out and corch.

Another problem many
homeowners are having is
leafspot on fruitless Mulberry
trees. The fruitless Mulberry is
a rapid- growing tree and
provides a dense shade;
however its beauty is often
marred by diseases which
cause the foliage to drop
prematurely. Two diseases are
associated with this leaf
shedding, Cerecospora Leaf
Spot and Bacterial Leaf Spot.

Cerecospora Leaf Spot, is

characterized by somewhat
circular leaf spots. The spots
are from 'g to 'y inch in
diameter and have a dark

brown center which is
surrounded by a yellowing
halo.

Bacterial Leaf Spot of

Mulberry causes an angular
spot which turns black and falls
out, giving the leaf a ragged
appearance.

These diseases can best be
controlled by foliar sprays of a
“*fixed'* Cooper or Maneb- type
fungicide. Trees should be
sprayed at two- week intervals
until October 1 if the weather is
hot and humd.

One hardly knows where to
commence when he launches
out upon this ocean of truth. the
death of Christ for sinners.
Here are two wills. The one was
filed in May 1564, at Geneva.
The testator was a scholar and
minister of Christ whose
property amounted to thirty-two
dollars, a few books, and a few
old chairs. In this will, the
testator days; “'With my whole
soul, | embrace the mercy which
He has exercised to me through
Jesus Christ, atoning for my
sins by the merits of His death
and passion, that in this way He
might satisfy for all my crimes
and faults. and blot them from
His remembrance. | testify also
and declare that | suppliantly
beg of Him that He may be
pleased so to wash and purify
me in the blood which my
sovereing Redeemer has shed
for the sins of the human race,
that under His shadow | may be
able to stand at the Judgement
Seat.”

The second except is from the
will of a man who died at the
beginning of the twentieth
century, and who at the time of
his death, was probably the
richest man in America. the
first paragraph of his will is as
follows: ‘I committ my soul
into the hands of my Savior in
full confidence that having
redeemed it and washed it in
His most precious blood, He
will present it faultless before
the throne of my Heavenly
Father, and | entreat my
children to maintain of the
complete Atonement for sin
through the blood of Jesus
Christ once offered, and
through that alone.™’

These two wills were made by
men differing in race-one a
Frenchman, the other an
American; one living in the
sixteenth century, the other in
the twentieth century; one a
scholar and a minister, the
other a banker and finacier; one
a poor man, the other a rich
man. Yet they were alike in the
confidence which the testators
reposed in the redeeming work
of Jesus Christ on the cross.
Calvin did not plead his poverty
and Morgan did not plead his
riches. both put their trust in
the precious blood of Christ.

Both of the. testaments are
alike in that wney declare that
man greainess nced is the
forgiveness of sins, that
Christianity greatness blessing
is the bestowal of forgiveness.
and that the forgiveness of sins
is secured for us by the shed
blood of Christ. the death of the
Son of God upon the cross.

During the special session,
which  begins July 11,
legislators will pass a com-
promise public school finance
bill. House members during the
regular session included
property tax relief in their
version of the bill. But the

Senate version caued for higher
taxes. The conference com-
mittee compromise provided
for agricultural use values
based on figures from the
Governor’s Office.

““Ag use values must be
maintained in public school
financing,” Cunningham said.

Cunningham said that any
Independent Cattlemen’s
Association member who
wishes to testify can do so.
“Elected state officials must be
told the problems of
agricultural landowners,”’
Cunningham noted.

The hearings will begin at
9:30a.m. july 7 and will be held
on the floor of the House of
Representatives chamber.

.. which began in 1875, more than

13,000 cases were docketed in
his court and 9,000 defendants
were convicted or pleaded
guilty. Of those, 79, were
hanged.

But Parker noted that 65
deputy mar shalls were
murder -ed in the discharge of
their duty during that time.

Today, Judge  Parker's
courtrroom, the jail and a
replica of the gallows used in
those early days hangings are
among the most facinating
points of interest to the nearly
100, 000 visitors who flock to
Fort Smith National Historic
Site annually.

The next stop is the courtroo
m where the sharp gavel of
Judge Parker struck fear into
the hearts of territorial ruf-
