“nailed down”, so to speak,
by the demands of the local
areas, themselves.

It is quite possible we shall
find the Sabanno resources,
which lie so easily within our
reach, expropriated by com-
munities which consider us
merely tributary to their in-
terests and ambitions unless
we begin some positive steps
to make this local resource
serve our own prosperity and
growth.
