GORDON 

This was a good year 
for fruit production in 
Eastland County. Most 
people tell me they 
produced 	more 
peaches, plums, ap-
ples, pears and other 
fruit this year than in 
many years. 

We take care of the 
fruit trees in the spr-
ing, but often fruit tree 
is 	forgotten 	or 
neglected in the fall. 
Fall is a critical time 
for controlling many 
peach and plum tree 
diseases to insure a 
good crop next year. 
With the arrival of fall, 
there is often a tenden-
cy to forget our peach 
and plum trees that 
served us so well last 
spring and summer. 

Fungicides applied 
now can stop or reduce 
three of the six 
diseases that attack 
peach and plum trees. 
These are peach leaf 
curl, bacterial leafspot 
and bacterial canker. 

Puckered 	and 
distorted peach tree 
leaves that were either 
bright red or light 
green in diseased 
area last spring were 
due to peach leaf curl 
fungus. The only time 
to effectivey control 
this disease is in the 
fall with a copper con-
taining fungicide such 
as Kocide 101. 

Timing of the fall 
spray is critical for ef-
fective control and for 
avoiding the damage. 
Copper is a metal and 
may cause severe 
defoliation unless ap-
plied correctly. 

Spray when 70% of 
the leaves fall off the 
tree. Spraying too ear-
ly will cause leaf shed 
or cause the spray to 
be ineffective later. 

Bacterial leaf spot 
and bacterial canker 
can be partially con- 
trolled by fall spraying 
with a copper 
fungicide. But again, it 
is important to spray 
at the right time to pre-
vent foliage burn.

Bacterial leaf spot 
affects both fruit and 
foliage. The infection 
causes fruit to crack 
and leaves develop 
angular spots which 
drop out. Bacterial 
canker will kill trees 
slowly. Infected trees 
will have gum or wax 
forming on the truck 
and main limbs. 
Fall spray in 

Eastland County is 
most often applied 
around November 1 
and December 1. Ap-
plication time will 
vary with the season. 
Keep a watch on the 
fruit trees and spray 
when 70% of the leaves 
have fallen. 

Fall spraying is im-
portant to the health 
and production of fruit 
trees becuase there is 
no other time when 
50% of peach and plum 
tree diseases can be 
controlled with one 
spray. 

The peanut com-
bines are very busy 
this week. The weather 
has been ideal and the 
soil moisture is good in 
sandy upland fields. 
Some peanut fields 
contining a lot of clay 
are still too wet for 
harvesting equipment. 
The yields have been 
very good in most 
areas. I have seen 
many dryland fields 
yielding 1,200 to 1,500 
pounds per acre.

HOMEMAKING 
HINTS 

How much does it 
cost to raise a child? 
Fortunately, we now 
can get a good idea of 
the monetary costs of 
child rearing. Mr. 
Thomas Espenshade, 
senior 	research 
associate with the Ur-
ban Institute in 
Washington, D.C. has 
calculated the direct, 
out-of-pocket expen-
diture for childbirth, 
food, 	housing, 
transportation, 
clothing, medical care, 
educational materials 
and four years of col-
lege in the United 
States. The most 
recently updated 
figures were published 
in the fall of 1980. 

It was estimated that 
the average middle-
income family, with an 
after-tax income in the 
$22,500 to $27,000 range 
would spend approx-
imately $85,000 to rear 
a child from birth 
through four years at a 
publicly supported col-
lege - in 1980 dollars, 
that is. A low-income 
family, with an after-
tax income of $14,000 to 
$18,000 would spend ap-
proximately $58,000. 
(These standards of 
living originated 
through the USDA, 
which uses family food 
expenditures to deter-
mine them) Although 
many Americans 
found the figures 
sobering, probably 
none were surprised at 
the increase of 33% 
since 1977, when the 
costs were last 
tabulated. This cor-
responds with the in-
crease in the Con-
sumer Price Index 
during that period of 
time. 

It is also important 
to note that these 
figures vary from 
region to region and 

from urban to rural 
families. In addition, 
there are variations 
resulting from the 
educational levels of 
the parents, their 
tastes and preferences 
for an alternative 
lifestyle. A family's 
standard of living, in 
fact, is one of the most 
important deter-
minants in any expen-
ditures related to child 
rearing. Housing is an 
excellent example of 
this. Our needs can be 
met by the simplest of 
shelters, but we 
generally want the 
finest home our money 
can buy. Thus, if a 
family can afford a 
mansion, this becomes 
part of their child-
rearing expenses. The 
same is true for high-
priced clothing, cars, 
recreation, etc. 

It also should be 
noted that many 
children are raised at 
one cost level for a few 
years, then at another, 
higher one. College ex-
penses too vary great-
ly, depending upon 
whether the child at-
tends a public or 
private institution. Un-
fortunately, as long as 
inflation continues, all 
estimates have to be 
revised upward from 
one year to the next 
anyway.

When Benefits Stop Thursday, Nov 12, 1981 

Some people receiv-
ing Social Security 
benefits are not aware 
of the circumstances 
under which their 
benefits may stop 
because they are no 
longer eligible for 
them. This fact is in-
dicated by the number 
of frantic calls and 
visitors we get when a 
Social Security check 
fails to arrive. 

When a person is 
awarded a Social 
Security benefit, he or 
she is sent a special 
pamphlet called "Your 
rights and respon-
sibilities." It explains 
aspects of Social 
Security benefits every 
beneficiary should 
know and specifically 
under what cir- 
cumstances 	the 
benefits may stop or be 
reduced. The reader is 
instructed to make 
sure these events are 
reported to the Social 
Security office. 

Generally, benefits 
may be reduced or 
may stop when the con-
ditions change and the 
purpose for which they 
are paid no longer ex-
ists. Social Security 
benefits are con-
sidered a partial 
replacement for earn-
ings lost by retire-
ment, death, or 
disability. If events in-
dicate that a person is 
no longer retired or 
disabled or not depen-
dent upon a retired, 
disabled, or deceased 
worker, benefits may 
cease or the benefits 
may be reduced to 
reflect the changed cir-
cumstances. 

People can work 
while receiving Social 
Security benefits, but 
the amount of earnings 
is used to measure 
whether they are 
retired, disabled, or re-
main dependent. 
Generally, people 65 
and over can earn up to 
$5,500 in 1981 before 
benefits are affected. 
People under 65 may 
earn up to $4,080. Earn-
ings over the exempt 
amount may reduce 
benefits $1 for each $2 
of earnings above the 
exempt amount. 

People who receive 
benefits as a disabled 
worker, adult disabled 
in childhood, or a  

disabled widow or 
widower are not sub-
ject to the earnings 
test. There are special 
rules, which include 
medical considera-
tions, for determining 
how any work they do 
might affect their 
disability payments. 
These factors are 
weighed to determine 
the person's ability to 
engage in "substantial 
gainful employment." 

Generally, earnings 
averaging $300 a 
month indicate the 
ability to engage in 
substantial gainful 
work. A trial work 
period of up to 9 mon-
ths gives disabled 
workers and disabled 
adult children an op- 
portunity 	to 
demonstrate if they 
can perform substan-
tial gainful activity. 
Once this determina-
tion is made benefits 
are paid for another 3 
months to provide an 
adjustment period. 

Of course, if a 
peron's condition im-
proves so that he or she 
is no longer disabled, 
benefits would be stop-
ped after a 3 month ad-
justment period even 
though the trial work 
period is not over. 

Before benefits are 
stopped, a person is 
notified by mail. A per-
son may appeal the 
decision if he or she 
feels that it is incor-
rect. 

People who are not 
sure about what events 
will affect their 
benefits should call the 
Social Security office.

A toddler's early 
development is impor-
tant for getting him 
ready to read. Learn-
ing about left, right, 
and down inside his 
own body helps him 
learn these same 
directions in the world 
outside his body. 

Many children with 
serious learning pro-
blems have trouble 
reading because they 
never learned about 
left, right, up and 
down, according to 
Growing , Child, the 
monthly child develop-
ment newsletter. They 
cannot tell the letter 
"b" from the letter 
"d" because they don't 
know left from right. 
They are not slow or 
retarded in learning, 
they just failed to learn 
about directions in 
space. 

Experts in learning 
disabilities see many 
bright teenagers who 
can barely read. Many 
of these young people 
are confused about 
their left-right-down 
directions-both inside 
their own bodies and 
also in the world out-
side. 

The real problem is 
that these children 
cannot organize rela-
tionships among ob-
jects in space. They 
may have sharp vision, 
which means they can 
see each object "out 
there" very clearly. 
Their problem is that 
they cannot organize 
what they see. They 
see, but do not 
perceive accurately. 
It's almost as if each 
thing they see is 
separate and distinct 
from all other things-
they have trouble 
perceiving patterns or 
relationships among 
all those things "out 
there." 

Children with pro-
blems such as the ones 
just described have 
difficulty in organizing 
space. Objects exist in 
space, and form pat-
terns in space. As you 
read this, stop for a 
moment and do a sim-
ple experiment. Look 
about you at all the ob-
jects in the room 
where you are sitting. 
Now look at just one 
object (a chair, table, 
flower pot, etc.). 

As you look at this 
one object, you know 
very well where all the 
other objects are with 
respect to this one ob-
ject. Some are to the 
left or right, some are 
close to or farther 
away from you than 
this one object. All the 
objects in the room are 
"there in space," and 
you can see where 
each is with respect to 
all the others; you can 
organize the patterns 
of all those objects in 
space. 

The reason you can 
do this is that when you 
were a toddler, you 
learned about relation-
ships among the parts 
of your own body. You 
also learned how to 
project your "body 
space" onto the world 
outside your body. For 
many children, this 
important "toddler 
learning" simply did 
not take place. 

Organizing space is 
a most important lear-
ning task for toddlers. 
But they must also 
learn how to organize 
something else which 
is just as important: 
They must learn how 
to organize time. 

This does not mean 
"organizing time" as 
adults do; rather, it 
means that a toddler 
must learn that some 
things happen "now",  

that other things hap-
pened "before", and 
that still other things 
will happen "later." 
Just as objects are 
"there" in space and 
form patterns, in a 
somewhat similar 
fashion events occur in 
time and form pat-
terns. 

A child needs to 
learn about "now" and 
"before" and "later" 
just as much as he 
needs to learn about 
left and right and up 
and down. To see how 
this basic organization 
of time affects 
reading, consider this 
example. Many bright 
children with severe 
learning problems will 
write "frist" for 
"first" when they are 
copying words or 
sentences. 	This 
patricular mistake is 
actually an error in 
organizng time.

40:3; John 1:23. Every 
valley shall be filled, 
and every mountain 
and hill shall be 
brought low; 

and the crooked shall 
be made straight, and 
the rough ways shall 
be made smooth; and 
all flesh shall see the 
salvation of God. Then 
said he to the 
multitude that came 
forth to be baptized of 
him, 0 generation of 
vipers, who hath warn-
ed you to flee from the 
wrath to come?
