The Texas Pesticide Con-
trol Act requires certifica-
tion of commercial pesticide
applicators but not of private
applicators. However, the
act authorizes the Commis-
sioner of Agriculture to
establish a program to cer-
tify private applicators on a
voluntary basis who wish to
use or supervise the use of
restricted-use pesticides in
compliance with federal law
(FIFRA).

The term ‘‘private ap-
plicator’ means a person

who uses or supervises the
use of any restricted-use
pesticide or state-limited-
use pesticide for purposes of
producing any agriculture
commodity on property own-
ed or rented by him or his
employer or, if applied
without compensation other
than the trading of personal
service between producers
of agricultural commodities,
on the property of another
person. The program
established by the Texas
Department of Agricutlure
(TDA) enables a private ap-
plicator to become eligible
for certification by com-
pleting an approved training
program conducted by a
qualified institution or train-
ing group or by home study
including submitting a com-
pleted questionnaire to TDA
following review of self-
study material.
