Oil Well Die 
Lewis W. Douglas, who has held top positions in private enter- 

prise and also has been a Congressman, Director of the Budget. 
a college president, and Ambassador to Great Britain, recently 
told of "some sober facts" behind the search for oil. 

The oil driller, Mr. Douglas pointed out, must now invest an 
average of $123,000 in every exploration well he drills—yet only 
one out of nine of these wildcat wells ever produces oil. And only 
one out of 44 wells finds an oil field big enough to produce the 
equivalent of American demand for just four hours. The odds 
against a find big enough to supply that demand for a week are 
long indeed-966 to one. 

- But that, Mr. Douglas went on, isn't all. The sHallow sands 
where oil is found most easily have already been tested for the 
most prat. So the searcher for oil must send his *wells deeper 
and deepyr. This means that drilling and exploration costs are 
now abut 400 per cent higher than they were 25 years ago, and 
they continue to rise. 

Then, to quote Mr. Douglas directly, ". . unlike a factory 
which can produce at a contant rate for many years, an oil well 
dies a little each day. Finally it stops producing altogether—in 
other words, it becomes 'depleted.' " 

There is the reason for the depletion allowarte given oil pro-
ducers. It simply recognizes the fact that oil wells "die a little 
each day" and must he replaced„ at ever-higher cost. It applies 
to-production only—not to the industry's other activities.

AUSTIN.—Last month an Aus-
tin State Hospital physician call-
ed the State Health Department 
to report that a radium needle, 
being used to treat a patient with 
skin cancer, had been dislodged 
or lost. 

Did the Department have ra-
diation detection equipment with 
which the needle might be lo-
cated? The Department did, and 
the needle was subsequently 
found in a gauze bandage. 

This incictent, one of many 
that take place every month, il-
lustrates the manner in which 
the Department's Division of Oc-
cupational Health, working in co-
operation with private physicians 
and other agencies, is quietly 
going about the task of protect-
ing citizens from the dangers of 
excessive radiation exposures. 

A great deal has been said in 
recent months about the immi-
nent peril the entire nation is 
facing from excessive radiation. 
Much of that information has 
been true in general, but some 
of it has been misconstrued to 
the point where people have 
cancelled much-needed x-ray 
treatments ‘or examinations be-
cause of unjustified fear of ra-
diation exposure. 

One of the state's leading ra-
diologists, writing in the Texas 

'Medical Association Journal, has 
summed up the situation by say-

But the very fact that danger 
exists serves as a sort of safety 
valve. Persons engaged in peace-
time use of radiation equipment 
and materials, acutely aware of 
-the hazards, act with extreme 
caution. 

Competent physicians and den-
tists keep accurate records of 
their patients' radiation exposure 
level. Wealthy foundations have 
been set up to' train technicians 
in the safe use of radiation de-
vices. And federal and state 
governments—along with medi-
cal, dental, and engineering 
schools—have made considerable 
investments of money to insure 
the proper control of radiant 
energy equipment. 

And as a sort of clincher, the 
Texas State Department of Health 
is one of five states which has 
complete regulations regarding 
the registration and proper use 
of all radiation-producing equip-
ment and materials. 

So while it is true that ever-
increasing uses of radiant energy 
in national defense, medicine 
and industry tides demand that
