Building Permits on 
Upgrade Say Realty 
Men in Some Sections 

AUSTIN, Nov. 4.-Irving 
Texas cities in per capita of 
buildings permits issued during 
September with $389.16 per per-
son,. the Uiversity of Texas Bu-
reau of Business Research re-
ports. 

Other top cities were Arling-
ton ($141.58), Pasadena, ($71.65), 
Alamo Heights ($62), Trinity 
($58.91), and Dallas ($37.50). La-
mesa had the biggest relative 
increase in September building 
permits - 3,317 per cent more 
than August, followed by Bren-
ham, 1,899 per cent; Big Spring, 
460 per, cent; Borger, 442 per 
cent; and Nacogdoches, 368 per 
cent.

Through the courtesy of Mayor 
Walter Smith, we find that the 
total rainfall for October of this 
year was 6.10 inches. Last year 
it was zero. Total rainfall to 
date for the ten month period 
is 26.64. In 1952 it was 13.20. 
Over twice as niuch. Average 
annual rainfall for this area is 
27.51 inches. 

This year, according to the 
farmers, has been one of the 
best in a long time. In July 
and midsummer it looked as tho 
the rainmaker had completely 
forgotten this section of Texas. 
Peanuts were suffering, cotton 
was herlding up fairly well but 
needed 'rain. The water came 
shortly after and all vegetation 
and crops have been blessed with 
sufficient moisture and our peo-
ple have and are harvesting won-
derful crops. 

Fruit was plentiful, feed crops 
and grain was unusually fine. 
The watermelon crop yielded a 
bountiful harvest. Hay crops 
matured and were stored. 

The recent rains have hurt 
some. Especially those who had 
peauts dug and on top of the 
ground. -Of course there will be 
some loss. Late peanuts are 
being dug as soon as weather 
permits and the nuts that have 
gone through the rain will be 
threshed. The grade and yield 
will be less. However, as one 
man stated, while it hurt some 
of us, yet the overall picture is 
that we will now be able to 
plant cover crops, and overhaul 
our pastures. So after all we 
have been greatly blessed with 
the wodnerful season and all of 
us are indeed thankful to provi-
dence for what has been ours, 
he said. 

Nearly one inch , of rain has 
fallen since the above report 
which will give Rising Star its 
annual rainfall of 27.51 inches 
for the year and we have nearly 
two months to go.

27 Pounds of 
Sweet Tatoes in 
One Big Hill 

We have heard of the big fish, 
the biggest watermelon but now 
a man comes up with the largest 
bunch of sweet potatoes ever 
seen in this part of the state un-
der one hill. There were dug 
from the patch of Mr. Irvie Mc-
gregor 1 mile north of May 27 
pounds of yellow Puinpkin Yam 
potatoes. Mr. Baker of the Abi-
lene Reporter-News circulation 
staff brought them by the Rec-
ord office. One potato in the 
bunch was over two feet in 
length while several were nearly 
that size. 

A large one, nearly the size 
of a half bushel, (we said near-
ly) will probably be used in mak! 
ing sweet potato chips, ki new 
industry recently started 'to take 
up and use this part of the crop. 

Water and good soil were in 
evidence in the production of 
these potatoes. Rising Star and 
May areas are blessed with good 
soil - all we need .is the water 
at the right time. 

To some it might be wise to 
think seriously now of making 
plans for that irrigation system 
to be used during the next dry 
spell we. have - and that will 
be some time next year.

Merchants Look for 
Good Business in 
Next 60 Days 

AUSTIN, Nov. 4.-Merchants 
in many Texas localities are ex-
pecting record holiday trade. al-
although sales , tapered off some 
in September after record sum-
mer business activity, the Uni-
versity of Texas Bureau of Busi-
ness Research reports. 

September incomes in nine of 
12 Texas crop-reporting districts 
topped August returns by 2-to-14 
per cent, with Southern High 
Plains and Red Bed Plains in 
the lead. Six districts bettered 
September, 1952, totals with 1-to-
9 per cent increases and with 
the Western Cross Timbers and 
East Texas Timbered Plains re-
gions making the best showings. 
. By city-size groups, however, 
towns under 2,500 population 
registered decreases in business 
activity during September - 6 
per cent less than both Septem-
ber, 1952, and August. Activity 
for the first nine months of 1953 
in those.towns was 8 per cent 
less than the same period last 
year. Good crops in this area 
are expected to record fine busi-
ness say store keepers.

Over Two Million 
Attend State Fair 

COLLEGE STATION, October 
28.-Texas livestock producers 
face the coming winter with a 
forecast that cattle prices will 
remain low compared with a 
year ago during the next few 
months and may dip even lower. 

Despite this outlook, says John 
G. McHaney, assistant extension 
economist, reduced cattle inven-
tories should stabiliie the mar-
ket during the next few years. 

Prices at Texas cattle markets 
dropped 56 percent between April 
1951 and July 1953. At mid-
year producers were receiving 82 
percent of parity compared with 
l52 percent in April 1951, the 
all time high. Cattle prices are 
today more in line with other 
agricultural products than they 
were several months ago, Mc-
Haney says. 

Favorable grain and roughage 
supplies caused the nation's pro-
ducers to add about 4 million 
head to inventories during 1950. 
The following year price ceilings 
served as a stimulus for cattle-
men to hold on to their beef 
animals and 5.5 million more 
animals were on farms by the 
end of 1951. That year cattle 
slaughter hits its lowest ebb in 
10 years. Calf sslaughter drop-
ped to the lowest point in 18 
years. 

Record cattle numbers follow-
ed by the unprecedented drouth 
has been responsible for increas-
ed marketings and, thus, lower 
prices paid to producers. 

The weather holds a direct 
bearing on the price outlook in 
the future, McHaney says. With 
the exception of seasonal flucta-
tions, the market should level off 
and prices should become more 
stabilized unless drouth condi-
tions and other weather factors 
necessitates speeded marketing, 
he points out. 

If the demand for beef weak-
ens, cattle prices will further 
decline. Also, concludes McHan-
ey, any downward trend in pork 
and lamb prices in the years 
ahead will lower cattle prices. 

AUSTIN, Nov. 4.-Properly 
conducted education is an invest-
ment, not an expense; University 
of Texas President Logan Wil-
son declared in his inaugural 
address. 

"Whether our standard of liv-
ing will decline, level off, or 
contiune to rise will depend in 
large part on how well our peo-
ple are educated," he asserted. 

"We are determined to main-
tain and improve the American 
way of life at home and to pro-
tect it against destruction from 
abroad," he said. "In this ef-
fort, education is our chief in-
strument and weapon." 

Dr. Harlan Hatcher, University 
of Michigan president who also 
spoke at the brief but impres-
sive ceremony, also called high-
er education "a sound invest-.  
ment, free of market fluctua-
tions." 

Chairman Tom Sealy of the 
University of Texas Board of 
Regents installed Dr. Wilson, a 
native Texan. and praised his 
accomplishments d u r ing the 
months since he took ,office last 
February 1. Chancellor James 
P. Hart introduced the speakers 
and called attention to Dr. Wil-
son's distinguished career as a 
scholar, teacher and educational 
administrator. 

Almost 300 institutions of 
higher learning were represented 
by official delegates at the in-
auguration. Learned societies 
also sent representatives. An aca-
demic procession opened the 
ceremony, which was attended 
by state officials; regents, staff 
and students of the University; 
ex-students, and other visitors. 

The State Fair of Texas closed 
its outstandingly successful 1958 
exposition with a total attend-
ance of 2,382,172 during the 16-
day run of the fair, only 4,428 
short of the alltime record set 
last year. 

Rain over the state and threat-
ening skies over Dallas for the 
last five days of the fair held 
down attendance during the fin-
al few days, and a heavy down-
pour on the last Sunday even-
ing kept the fair from setting 
a new record. 

However, said General Mana-
ger James H. Stewart, Texas 
needed the rain more than the 
state fair needed to break an-
other attendance record. 

The big Cotton Bowl Religious 
Festival was moved to the shel-
ter of the Livestock Pavilion and 
went off as scheduled. 

In spite of the rain, a big clos-
ing day crowd of 154,396 showed 
up. 

"It's been an absolutely won-
derful fair in almost every re-
pect," Stewart said. "We had a 
tremendous attendance by any 
standard, and firmly re-establish-
ed the fair's position as the na-
tion's largest annual exposition."

all of the service agencies under 
four main groups. They are to 
be called: (1) Federal-States 
Relations; (2) Marketing and For-
eign Agriculture; (3) Agricultural 
Stabilization; and (4) Agricultur-
al Credit. 

There are few things which 
cannot be improved upon. Doubt-
less considerable improvement 
can be made in the various agri-
cultural programs to eliminate 
duplication and waste. 

On the other hand, there is 
considerable concern on the part 
of many of us that some of the 
most worthwhile programs, and 
particularly that associated with'  
Soil Conservation, may be im-
paired. Regional Soil Conserva-
tion Offices such as Fort Worth, 
which serves our area, are to 
be closed. 

One of the good features of 
the reorganization (which actu-
ally came about by separate leg-
islation) is the fact that the 
Farm Credit Administration will 
become an independent agency 
on December 5th. In reality, it 
is not affected by the general 
reorganization plan, in view of 
the separate legislation passed 
by the Congress. 

Just how some of the services 
heretofore rendered will be af-
fected is not definitely known. 
The following is the general out-
line of the activities under the 
four Main divisions. You may 
want to save this outline for 
further reference: 

FEDERAL-STATES RELA-
TIONS: Agencies in this 
group would include: Agricul-
tural Research Service, Forest 
Service, Federal Extension 
Service. Soil Conservation Ser-
vice, Agricultural Conservation 
Program Service, and Cooper-
ative Service. 

MARKETING AND FORE-
IGN AGRICULTURE: Agen-
cies in this group would be 
t h e Agricultural Marketing 
Service and the Foreign Agri-
culture Service. 

AGRICULTURAL STABILI-
ZATION: Agencies in this 
group would be Commodity 
Stabilization Service (including 
the administration of Commod-
ity Credit Corporation pro-
grams), Federal Crop Insur-
ance Corporation, and Com-
munity, County, and State 
Committees. 

AGRICULTURAL CREDIT: 
Agencies in this group would 
be Farmers Home Administra-
tion and Rural Electrification 
Administration. 
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Rural electrification is a move-
ment resting primarily upon the 
initiative and integrity of -tarn, 
consumers of electricity, declares 
U. S. Senator Lyndon B. John-
son in an article published in 
the November issue of Progres-
sive Farmer. 

Since the Rural Electrifirntion 
Administration was established 
in 1936, four million consumers 
have been connected to REA-
financed lines, the article reports. 

"In the Southern States," 
Johnson writes, "the number of 
farm homes receiving electric 
power has jumped from 3.3 per 
cent to more than 83 per cent 
of the total. In the country as 
a whole, more than 85 per cent 
of all farms are electrified. 
Nearly 300,000 farm families in 
Texas are receiving electricity 
through farm cooperatives." 

REA cooperatives are more 
than $50,000,000 ahead of sched-
ule in repaying the $2,700,000,000 
lent them to build transmission 
networks and to buy power from 
private utilities and Federal hy-
dro-electric projects, according to 
the Progressive Farmer article. 
Delinquencies amount to only 
one-fifth of one per cent of the 
amount due.

AUSTIN, Oct. 28.—More accu-
rate rainfall measurements thru 
use of radar instruments will be 
a primary concern of weather 
and electronic experts meeting 
November 9-12 at the University 
of Texas. 

The University will be host 
during the four-day period to the 
American Meteorological Socie-
ty's 125th national meeting and 
to gatherings of four other radio 
and meteorological organizations. 

Radar measurement of rainfall 
is expected to be far more effi-
cient than water-guage methods 
and to aid in planning soil con-
servation practices and dams, 
John R. Gerhardt, University of 
Texas 'faculty member on the 
conference arrangements commit-
tee, said.

M. newspaper recently was a 
copy of a Farm Sale Bill which 
was printed in a Kentucky paper 
103 year agb. 	• 

The original sale bill has been 
handed down from father to son. 
It is yellowed' with age and the 
folds are worn thin, but the 
contents become mere interest-
ing with the years. 

It reads as follows: 
"Having sold my farm and 

leaving for Oregon Territory by 
ox team, will offer on March 1 
1849, all my personal property 
to wit: All ox,  teams except two 
teafms, Buck and Ben and Tom 
and Jerry; two milch cows; ode 
gray mare, and colt; one pair of 
oxen and yoke; one baby yoke• 
two ox carts; one iron plow with 
mold board; 800 feet of popular 
weather bards; 1,000 three-foot 
clap boards; 1,500 ten-foot fence 
rails; one 60 gallon soap kettle; 

,85 sugar troughs made of white 
ash timber; ten gallons maple 
syrup; two. spinning wheels; 30 
pounds of mutton tallow; 20 lbs. 
beef tallow; one large loom made 
by Jerry Wilson;' 300 poles; 100 
split hoops; 100 empty barrels; 
one 32 gallon barrel of Johnson-
Miller whisky seven years old; 
20 gallons apple brandy; one 
40-gallon copper still; three side 
of oak tanned leather; one doz-
en real books; two handle hooks; 
three scythes and cradles; one 
dozen wooden pitch forks; half 
interest in a tan yard; one .32 
calibre rifle; bullet molds and 
powder horn; rifle made by Ben 
Miller; 50 gallons of soft soap;

COLLEGE STATION, Nov. 4. 
Will expected fall and winter 
rains be beneficial or detriment-
al to the soil on your farm? If 
soil is unprotected, says M. K. 
Thornton, extension agricultural 
chemist, it needs weatherproofing 
by conditioning the soil to soak 
up rainfall or at least slow the 
run-off rate. 

Soils can be "proofed" against 
erosion losses, he says, by pro-
viding a green blanket of pro-
tection. That blanket can be 
made of any closely woven cover 
of growing such as oats, winter 
peas or one of the other adapted 
legumes. Or if you do nob pre-
fer to plant legume, any com-
pact growing crop like rye, bar-
ley or wheat will provide weath-
erproofing against damaging ero-
sion, Thornton adds. 

Few people question the value 
of weatherproofing the soil in 
the long run, but some ask if 
it will pay off next year. 

COLLEGE STATION, Nov. 4. 
Pecans should be harvested upon 
maturity when they separate 
readily from the green husks, 
says John E. Hutchison, exten-
sion horticulturalist. 

Timely harvesting not only 
prevents crows, squirrels and nat-
ural deterioration from material-
ly reducing the crop, but, points 
out Hutchison, prices for fancy 
in-shell pecans are best during 
the Thanksgiving and Christmas 
holidays. 

As with other agricultural 
commodities, growers believe the 
future of the pecan industry de-
pends uoon the development of 
mechanical harvesting devices to 
eliminate expensive hand labor. 
Several mechanical tree shakers 
have been developed by the Tex-
as Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, he says. 

One such mechanical harvester 
is a combination huller and sep-
arator which hulls unopened nuts 
and separates all pecans from 
husks. leaves and other trash. 
The shaker is comparatively in-
expensive to build and is es-
pecially valuable to small pro-
ducers of standard varieties, 
Hutchison says. Some growers 
report reduced harvesting costs

COLLEGE STATION, October 

28.—Texas' dairy farmers have 
increasing evidence that legumes 
in a planned pasture help to 
trim the costs of producing milk. 

In tests conducted early this 
year, nine central Texas dairy-
men who grazed oats and clov-
er from land previously seeded 
to sweetclover, enjoyed several 
advantages over seven other 
dairy farmers whose oats and 
clover followed grain sorghum, 
corn or other non-legume crops. 

Benefits noticed on dairy farms 
where legumes were grown prior 
to oath and clover compared to 
farms where oats and clover 
followed a non-legume included 
twice the grazing per acre; a sav-
ing of 240 pounds of concen-
trates and 300 pounds of hay 
per cow; an overall saving in 
feed costs totaling $15 per head, 
or an average of $330 per farm; 
and, consequently, a saving of 
80 cents per hundredweight in 
the cost of producing milk. 

Of the two groups, says, A. 
C. Magee, associate professor of 
agricultural economics and soci-
