RISING STAR
CHURCH AT 100

The First United
Methodist Church of
Rising Star is observ-
ing its 100th year.

The Methodist
Church of Rising Star
was organized in 1879
as a part of the old
Pecan Circuit by
James Irby, a very
religious man,who
came to the sparsely
settled community
from Travis County
near Waco. There were
only three charter
members: James and
Sallie Irby, and a
bachelor, Dennis
Bond, who soon after-
wards moved to New
Mexico.

The Rev. L.S.
Chamberlain of Sipe
Springs held the open-
ing service in a small
log structure complete
with a dirt floor. It was
located on the old
Smith place east of the
present site of Rising
Star. This building was
also used as a school,
which was taught by
Mr. Irby.

A few years later
services were held
monthly in a frame
school house near the

present Rising Star-

Cemetery.

It was not long until
a new threeroom
school building was
constructed on a lot
north of the present
Church of Christ. The
Rev. H.E. Raymond,
pastor of the Sipe Spr-
ings Methodist Church,
preached here once
each month to a con-

gregation of
Methodist, Christian,
Baptist, and

Presbyterian church
~members.

Dross Review Participants
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During the year 1888 §
more Methodists mov- §
ed into the area. With B

new members the need
of a separate church
arose. Mrs. Lucy L.
Anderson donated a
plot of ground for a
church, and Rev. Ray-
mond promoted the
building of a small

frame church building, %

situated on the lot
where the Rising Star
United Methodist

In the fall of 1903, the

Rev. D.A. McGuire -

was appointed to this 5‘

charge, and during his
three years as pastor
an annex was built on-
to the south of the
church building; thus,
Rising Star became a
full time station with
preaching every Sun-
day.

Big meetings were
held under a brush ar-

.bornear the.church for

two weeks each sum-
mer. People with large
families came for
miles to church on foot,
riding in wagons, bug-
gies, hacks, and on
horseback

From 1879 until 1926,
33 preachers had serv-
ed as pastors of the
church. They lived in
frame parsonages,
ranging in size from
two to six rooms. The
houses were poorly
furnished with no con-
veniences.

The pastors were
paid very small cash

salaries. Canned
fruits, potatoes, meat,
poultry, and
vegetables were con-
tributed to help feed
large parsonage
families. Corn, hay,
and oats for horses and
cows were donated by
members of the
church. Two or three
times each year
women of the church
collected used clothing
to dress the wife and
children of the pastor.
This was the beginning
of church poundings
for the parsonage
family.

In 1920 the first oil
well was brought in
near Rising Star, and
the economy boomed.
More Methodists mov-
ed into town. The Rev.
Fizer M. Noe became
pastor in the fall of
1925; shortly after-
ward he started a
movement to build a
new church.

The cornerstone of
the present brick
structure was laid by
Bishop M. Moore of
Dallas on June 26, 1926.
The church was built
at a cost of $26,500.

This building has a
basement, a large
number of class

rooms, assembly
rooms, a pastor’s
study, a library,

nursery, kitchen, din-
ing or fellowship hall,
and restrooms.

The auditorium is
surrounded by stained
glass windows, which
portray the life and
teaching of Jesus. At
the base of the win-
dows may be seen the
names of many
honored members of
the church who have
had a part in the mak-
ing of its history. They
include James and
Sallie Irby, J.W.
Boase, Dr. and Mrs.
J.A. Tyson, the Rev.
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Fizer M. Noe, the Rev.
J.J. and 'Rev. +J.T.
Terry, P.S. and Mar-
tha Venable, J.C. and
Addie E. Livingston,
E.F. Farr and Joseph
Morgan Farr, Mr. and
Mrs. W.P. Buey, Mr.
F. and Mrs. Alice
Falls, James Burrell
Heath, and the
Women’s Missionary
Society.

Mattie Irby, who is a
resident in the Rising
Star Nursing Center is
the daughter-in-law of
James Irby.

In the wall behind
the pulpit is a silver
plaque honoring our

missionary to China,
the Rev. Sidney Ray-
mond Anderson, son of
Hob Anderson and
grandson of Mrs. Lucy
Anderson, who
donated the church
land.

Sid Anderson is
largely responsible for
the success of the great
More Memorial
Methodist Church of
Shanghai, China, of
which Marshal and
Mrs. Kai-Shek and
many of the other
Chinese leaders are
members.

Jalmar Bowden,
another foreign mis-
sionary of the Rising
Star Church, was
assigned to Brazil,
where he trained
future ministers and
missionaries of the
Brazilian Methodist
Church.

Peanut qualities are
classified as
segregation 1,2, or 3,
and the lowest
number indicates
the smallest degree
of damage kernels.
Segregation 3
peanuts are used for
crushing only.
Under the program,
each peanut farm is
asigned an acreage
allotment and a
poundage quota. If
more peanufs are
grown on the
acreage allotment
than are covered by
the farm’s poundage
quota, the extra
peanuts are called
‘“Additional
peanuts’’ and are
supported at a lower
level than the quota
peanuts.

The maximum dis-
count on segraga-
tion 2 peanuts under
the same program
was lowered from
$100. to $25. per ton.

According to Martin,
shellers may contract
additional peanuts to
be used in domestic
markets if they put up
an irrevocable letter of
credit equal to the
penalty rate for selling
additional peanuts in
domestic markets.
These shellers must
then agree to sell for
export an equal quanti-
ty and quality of quota
peanuts by the
deadline required for
the export of contract
additional peanuts.

Other changes in the
program extended to
three days, the time
for buyback of addi-
tional peanuts for
domestic use without
added cost; eliminated
field dried peanuts
from the minimum
allowable moistire
level for quota support’
and revised the defini-
tion of peanut products
to read: Any products
manufactured or
derived from peanuts
such as but not limited
to peanut candy,
peanut butter, peanut
granules or peanut
flakes.

I.and such as abandoned
cropland fields have
regrowth mesquite as do
pasture and rangeland that
had some form of brush con-
trol such as chaining done in
previous years. Areas ad-
joining cropland fields,
pastures of Kleingrass,
draws and odd areas are key
areas for quail and can often
benefit by having mesquite
“half-cut” to provide cover
adjacent to other food
sources.

quail habitat.

Older trees sometimes do
not survive ‘‘half-cutting”
but the second growth trees
do well provding a living
canopy for many years that
will not decay and lose the
cover value. Other species
that this same procedure
may be used on include
yaupon, Texas persimmon
and multi-stemmed oak.
