County Asks For Disaster Funds To Repair Roads, Bridges

Chunks ot paving trom the damaged bndgc that crosses chetwater Crcck on
U. S. Highway 36 between the Rising Star Comanche was brought into town
during the flooding April 25-26. Rains of up to 17 inches in the Comanche and
De Leon areas caused considerable damage to highways, bridges, fences and
country roads. Numerous bridges and roads in Eastland County were also

damaged.

Eastland County Commis-
sioners estimate that it will
take a total of $698,000 to
repair county roads and
bridges damaged by recent
rains and flooding. They have
applied for Disaster Relief
Assistance to make these

County Judge Scott Bailey
and the Commissioners met
Wednesday with August
Koeming of the Emergency
Management Division of the
Texas Department of Public
Safety. Koerning complied
information on the damage in
each Precinct. He gave out
questions about washed out
roads, debris that needed
clearing, structural damage to
bridges, and other types of
damage.

It appeared that Pct. 2, on
the east side of the county,
received the most damage of
any part of the county. Nor-
man Christian, Commissioner
of this Precinct, estimated that
it would take $345,000 1o
repair roads and bridges and
other damages.

Commissioner Richard
Robinson of Pct. 1 reported
the least damage of any area
of the County. He estimated
it would take $63,000 to put
his roads back in shape.

L.T.Owenof Pct.2 - south
side of the county - listed
considerable damage toroads
and bridges. He estimated it
would take $215,000 to re-

pair them and clear debris ect.
in his Precinct.

Billy Bacon, Comm. of Pct.
4, estimated it would take

$75,000 to put roads and
bridges there back in shape.
He had one bridge washed
out, and considerable wash-

Additional counties in the
22nd Senatorial District have
been declared disaster areas
and are eligible for aid, ac-
cording to State Senator Bob
Glasgow (D-Stephenville).

“Palo Pinto, Bosque,
Eastland, Denton, Wise and
Tarrant counties have been
added to the list of counties
declared disaster areas due to
recent flooding and storm
damage. Erath, Parker and
Comanche countics were
declared disaster areas last
week,” Glasgow said.

Anyorie who has suffered
damage should call the Fed-
eral Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) toll-free at

1-800-782-6681. Agency
personnel will take necessary
information and begin the

processing of claims as
quickly as possible. Any per-

son who has sustained dain-
agesinceapproximately April
15, 1990, could qualify for
disaster relief.

“In addition, those living
in counties not yet declared
disaster areas, but that have
received flood or storm dam-
age, are urged to contact the
Agency at the toll-free num-
ber. It may be that they could
qualify for disaster aid, as
well,” Glasgow said.

A number of programs are
available under the FEMA
relief program. Some of these
programs include: temporary
housing assistance; emer-
gency home repair grants;
rental assistance for home-
owners or renters; Small
Business Administration low
interest loans and individual
and family grants for serious
needs and necessary ex-
penses.

Taylor predicted thatit will
be necessary 0 c:mplo:.' eX-
iemal development programs
along with a strong and dedi-
cated commitment to internal
development for the county
to rebound economically.

Nannette Keith, social
worker for the Texas Depart-
ment of Human Services, told
the group that over one half
of the population of Eastland
County 1s over the age of 55
and the trend 10 an older
population conunues. Short
term and long term care of
senior Cizens 1s becoming
more important

Keith sad that the youth
was one of our most valued
commodities. Texas is, ac-
cording o Keith, second in
the nauon in teen pregnancy.
(Eastland County ranks high-
estin teen pregnancies with a

43 county region.) The school
dropout rate i1s 25% in Texas.
Eastland County also ranks
high in drug abuse. Childcare
for working mothers is a real
problem in Eastland County
according to Keith.

Don Shepard, Manager of
Cisco Chamber of Com-
merce, said the county has
rcal problems with solid waste
disposal and lack of adequate
amounts of quality water.

He said that 99% of the
privale scwage systems in
Eastland County would not
meet the standards set by the
government. Cities in the
county have the same prob-
lems.

Aflter the panel of status
reports the group divided into
four task forces, Agriculture
and Natural Resources, Home
Economics, Youth, and
Community Development.
The groups identified the most
critical i1ssues facing the
county. These issues will be
stuched and grouped into cate-
gories. A long range program
will then be developed to

‘rcach objectives within each

1ssue. Every county in Texas
1s developing the long range
programs. They will all be
considered in the develop-

Eastland County must find
ways 10 enhance economic
opportunities for it’sciuzens,
many of whom live below
poverty-level incomes.

This wasone of several key
reccommendations made
Thursday might, April 26, by
a group of 40 county citizens
charged with identifying the
critical issues facing Eastland
County.

The group of selected cit-
zens representing all commu-
nities of Eastland County met
at the Eastand Sicbert Ele-
mentary School. The purpose
of the meeting was 10 assist in
the development of educa-
tional programs by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Serv-
Ice.

The program began with a
pancl of three who gave status
reports on the economic,
social and environmental
condiuons of the county.

Joe Taylor, Vice-President,
Eastland Nauonal Bank, said
the beel producton industry
alone has pumped a five year
annual average of $15.9 mil-
lion into our economy and the
outlook remains good for the
next two years. Peanuts con-
unue Lo be significant player
in our economic game plan.
The recent five year average
has added $9.7 million per
year 1o our economy. Taylor
added that the oil and gas
industry, local business, and
industry tecams have not fared
so well.

Taylorreported unemploy-
ment in Eastland County, as
reported in January, was
5.8%, while recent reports
showed the Abilene unem-
ployment rate at 5% and the
metroplex area at 4.5%. The
sales tax rebate was $307,947
in 1989, compared to
$337,647 in 1985.

This weakened activity is
further emphasized by the fact
that statistics tell us the effec-
tive purchasing power of the
family's income is dropping
and increasing numbers of
families are slipping below
the poverty level.
