I have two fundamental
quarrels with the justice of

the peace system as it now
lags behind a need of reform:

(1) It does not command

Now by respect for law, I
do not mean that a person en-
joys being accused of and tried
for an alleged violation; I do
not mean that he should vol-
untarily submit himself to ex-
posure and punishment. That
is ?qkmg entirely too much

of the frailty of the flesh. It
aimmy means that where the
rbﬂlts and perils of his neigh-
ﬁpe concerned he feels that
system is fairly admini-
stered and the verdict just.

“Peanut growers for the first
time: will vote by mail in the
marketing quota referendum for
the 1969, 1970, and 1971 crops,”
R. G. Lyerla, Chairman, Agri-
cultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Eastland County Com-
mittee, sald this week. The ref-
erendum will be held ecember
2-6, 1968. Ballots should be re-
turned to the ASCS county office
~ - by mail or in person - - dur-
ing the period December 2-6.

According to the Chairman, a
grower will be eligible to vote
in the referendum if he is entitled
to share inth e 1968 crop pea-
nuts on a farm on which the

“Beginning with the referene

dum on marketing quotas for the
1949 crops, growers have approv:
ed quotas for each year’s peanut
crop,” the Chairman stated. “In
the vote in November, 1965, for
quotas on the 1966, 1967, and 1968
crops, 97.5 percent of the 36,415
growers voting approved the
quotas. We are hopeful that the
balloting by mail will increase the
number of of growers voting.,”

The Chairman explained that

the program to be voted on is
essentially the same as the one
now in operation. When market-
ing quotas are in effect, price-
support loans are available at
not less than 75 percent of parity
as of August 1 - - the beginning
of the marketing year. Under
quotas, too, marketing penalties
apply to “excess” peanuts of
growers who exceed their acreage
allotments.

If more than one-third of th>

growers voting oppose the quotas,
the loans available to growaers
who plant within their acreage
adllotments will drop to 50 per-
cent of parity, end no quotas or
penalties will apply to the 1969
peanut crop. In such event, an-
cther referendum would be held
next year on quotas for the fol-
lowing three crops peanuts.

These are the same dates as
for the cotton referendum,” the
Chairman said, “and those pro-
ducers who have both peanut and
cotton allotments will get ballots
for voting in each of the refer-
endums.” Producers are remind-
ed to be sure to place ballots
in the proper envelopes when
returning them to the ASCS

county office.
