Although the crowd was only 
about half as' large as the

An interestng sidelight on 
the election results was the 
equality of the ratios in absen-
tee voting and the general vot-
ing. 

Absentee balloting is done 
in the county clerk's office 
and are counted and entered 
in the voting tabulation as 
one box. The counting is done 
by a special tally committee 
and filed with the county 
clerk about noon of election 
day and the result is actually 
a very accurate preview of 
the total county voting, al- 
though it cannot be divulged 
by the tally committee or the 
county clerk until the end of 
the election period. Absentee 
voting is actually a sampling 
of voter sentiment all over 
the county, said County Clerk 
Johnson Smith. 
"I have been following the 

relationship of absentee voting 
to general voting for quite a 
number of years," he said, "and 
the absentee results have al-
ways been an accurate fore-
cast of the final result," he said. 

In the absentee voting in the 
second primary, Sublett re-
ceived 63 votes and Williams 
37, and Pool 73 votes to 20 for 
Baker. 

In a precinct ejection in Pre-
cinct No. 2, which includes 
Eastland and Ranger, Danny 
Woods of Olden was elected 
County Commissioner to suc-
ceed J. B. (Tip) Arthur, who 
did not offer for election.

Tyler, Rising Star banker who 
Wednesday, June 10, observed 
the 54th anniversary of his as-
sociation with what is now the 
F:rst State Bank of Rising 
Star. 	 • 

And if his own success ha 
influenced that opinion, he has 
history to support it. On the 
one hand, so to speak, his life 
has touched the coal oil lamps 
and the ox teams of pioneer 
days, and on the other the, su-
per-jets and moon probes of 
this miraculous age. And in be-
tween—you name it! 
Since 1934, Mr. Tyler has been 

the. chief owner and president 
of the bank he, still actively 
heads—which was one of those 
in this area to survive the im-
pact of the Great Depression. It 
has never failed to 'meet an 
obligation to a depositor. 

Today's First State Bank is 
quite a cry from the tiny, two-
employe 

 
institution with which! 

Bill Tyler—as he is known to I 
almost everyone — first associ- I 
ated himself as bookkeeper and 
janitor in June of 1910. That 
earlier bank, known as the Con-
tinental State and owned by the 
J. G. Wilkerson interests of 
Fort Worth, was capitalized at 
$20,000. and had deposits of less 
than $100,000. 

By contrast today's First 
State, though small town, has 
capital and surplus of $100,000, 
and upwards of $3 millions in 
deposits. 

William Koonce, father of Jay 
Koonce and later manager of 
Higginbotham's stores here, as 
his son is now, was the cashier 
and loan officer of the bank. 
Bill, who terminated a six-year 
career as a school teacher, two 
of them in Rising Star, to be-
come a fledgling banker, had 
his work cut out for him. 

He went to work at 7:30 each 
morning. If it was cold, he made 
a fire in the pot-bellied stove. 
Then he swept out, got a buck-
et of drinking water from the 
Star Drug Store next door and 
was ready for work at the tel. 
ter's window and the bookkeep-
ing desk. 

He ‘s4orked at the ledgets 
with pen and ink, helped only 
by an old-fashioned Burroughs 
adding machine. The posting 
machines in use at the bank to- 
day cost almost the entire cap-
ital of that earlier bank, 

Most banking days he did not 
complete his hand-posting and 
balancing up until 10 at night. 

When Mr. Koonce left the 
bank to accept the invitation of 
the Higginbotham company, Mr. 
Tyler was promoted to cash-
ier, a position in which he serv-
ed until 1934 when he purchased 
the bank from the Wilkersons 
and changed its name to the 
First State, as tne sates agree-
ment stipulated. 

It was in the middle of ere 
Great Depression, a period that 
has left vivid memories of 
frightened depositors clamor. 
ing for their money and an epi-
demic of failing banks — a 
mounting disaster averted by

Fire can destroy the Bond 
but not your savings 

New York — (HK) — Thirty-
eight years ago a mechanical 
engineer twisted some strands 
of steel wire into novel shapes 
of people and animals, and 
modern steel sculpture was 
born. In 1932 the engineer-
turned-artist, Alexander Cal-
der, invented the mobile, there-
by sending sculpture aloft and 
proclaiming steel a dramatic 
addition to the art material 
spectrum. 

Steelways, publication of 
American Iron and Steel Insti-
tute, said since those pioneer-
ing days, steel In a dozen forms 
has become a favored material 
with artists and innovators. 
And Calder's continuing love 
affair with steel has brought 
him world fame and riches. His 
steel creations have ranged 
from small, rhythmically bal-
anced mobiles to 30-ton, six- 

story-high "stabiles" which ap-
pear poised for flight but are 
firmly rooted to earth. 

Once Calder had made his 
initial statement with steel, it 
was the woman artist — oddly 
enough—Who took to the metal 
in earnest. Steel seems to have 
exerted irresistible appeal upon 
the ladies, as they flocked to 
learn the intricacies of the 
welding torch, the grinding 
wheel and other metalworking 
techniques formerly considered 
strictly in the male domain. 

Mrs. Beverly Pepper, recently 
constructed a 17-foot-high, 
two-part, convoluted stainless 
steel work, which is the lobby 
focal point of the U.S. Plywood 
Building in New York. Mrs.

If representations are made 

by your agent in performing 
the task which you assigned to 
him, you are responsible. In a 
like manner, you are responci-
ble for the contract made by

You may be held responsi-
ble for the acts of a person 
who customarily represents you 
even though he entered into a 
contract for you without your 
consent or approval. For exam-
ple, you may have a partner 
in business, and you and he 
have agreed that cereain con-
tracts shall be made. only upon 
the signature of both of you. 

Unknown to you and without 
your consent, your partner 
signs such a contract with a 
third person involving partner-
ship busness. 

If the person with whom this 
contract is made has no know-
ledgg of the terms of your part-
nership agreement, you are re-

Austin — Officially, summer 
doesn't arrive until the latter 
part of June, but you couldn't 
tell it by the weather. 
. Hot weather is here for the 

summer, but if you follow a 
few simple health rules your 
summer can be a bit more 
bearable. 

First of all, avoid heavy; fat- 
loaded meals. They are diffi-
cult to digest during hot weath-
er. Emphasize fruit and vege-
tables on your summer menu 
rather than protein foods—
eggs, fish and meat— which 
your body needs for fuel during 
winter months. 

P. lEspiration helps cool the 
body, but at the same time it 
drains the body of vital fluids. 
To replace these fluids, drink 
plenty of water and other 
liquids. Fruit juices are a 
pleasant way to make up the 
loss. But don't gulp down large 
amounts of ice water when 
you are overheated. 

The body also loses salt 
through perspiration. Replace 
your salt loss at meals, or if 
your work or exercise causes 
you to sweat profusely, take 
salt tablets—about one every 
half hour with a glass of water. 

Parents can place extra salt 
in children's diet with salted 
nuts or crackers plus a little 
added salt during meals. 

Your clothing plays an im-
portant role in keeping cool. 
Loose, That clothing is highly 
recommended for summertime 
wear. Normal body temper-
atures are dependent on the 
evaporation of sweat. 

Avoid wearing clothes that in-
hibit evaporation. Also, remem-
ber that white or light colors 
are cooler than dark ones, since 
they do not absorb hot sun  
rays so readily. 

Exercise is an essential part 
of a well-rounded, healthy life, 
but it can be easily overlone in 
the summer. Use common sense 
and start gradually if you are 
initiating a summer exercise 
program. Also, confine any 
long periods of hard work or 
active tennis bames to the 
cooler parts of the day. 

Swimming is one of the best 
summer sports, provided the 
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proper safety rules are -fol-
lowed — including not swim-
ming alone, gettinfg chilled, 
waiting at least an hour after 
meals and avoiding tiredness. 

All in all, summer can be one 
of the most enjoyable seasons 
"of the year 	provided you• use 
your head as well as your body.

Suppose that you have hired 

Freddy to cut your grass, and 
he runs your new mower into 
your neighbor's hedge, thereby 
ruining the hedge. Are you re-
sponsible for the damages?

Or let us suppose that you 
find you need some supplies 
for the evening meal. You ask 
Tom, your neighbor's son, to 
take your car and go to the , 
store for them.

held responsible? It is possible 
that you can. 

In both ' instances, the boys 
were acting for you. These acts 
while performing those duties 
are, in the eyes of the law, 
your acts. You may be liable 
despite the fact that you may 
have cautioned Tom_ to drive 
carefully and he did not. 

The average individual ex-
pects to answer for his own 
actions. He does not uisually 
consider that he may be held 
responsible for the actions of 
other persons. That, however, 
is frciquently the case. 

You may ask another person 
to do something for you, that 
is, to act as your agent. You 
may pay him, or he may be I  
doing it without compensation. i 
You may ask him to buy or 
sell property for you. The ac-
tion may be to negotiate an 
agreement for you with a

Why so much fuss over the 
Democratic primary votes cast 
for Alabama's Governor George 
Wallace in Wisconsin, Indiana 
and Maryland?

Working with 
flat strips of stainless steel 
ranging from 200 to 700 pounds 
apiece, Mrs. Pepper gradually 
evolved her one-ton finished 
work. 

Even as some sculptors were 
discovering how to convey their 
artistic statement by using new 
steel products, another group 
of innovators began recognizing 
the potential of used steel 
articles. 

Exploring junkyards, intrepid 
artists retrieved worn, weary 
boilers and automobiles waiting 
to be salvaged for scrap.

One artist, who preferred not 
to select parts, merely tossed 
the complete car into a power-
ful scrap baling press and 
squeezed it Into a 30-inch wide 
artistic tour de force still iden-
tifiable as an automobitle.

An eye-catching example of 
aesthetic kinesthesia—the ar-
tistic composition of motion—
is named "Steel Fountain," As 
described by its creator, Len 
Lye, "A plume of 130 stainless 
steel rods is rotated forward for 
three seconds and stopped for 
three seconds. The momentum 
imparted to the plume causes 
the rods to arch and sway after 
the motor has stopped." This 
seven-foot high work is a studio 
model which serves a tradi-
tional sculptural purpose, but 
Lye considers it to have most 
significance when increased as 
much as 10 times in size. 

A sculptor. who made dis-
carded auto bumpers what they 
are in the world of art, Jason 
Seley, not long ago held an un-
usual musicale. Instruments 
consisted of an oboe, a piano 
and a collection of his bumper 
sculptures. The soloist of the 
evening, equipped with brushes, 
sticks and two wooden mallets 
"played" the bumpers. It has 
been reported that shouts of 
"bravo! encore!" rent the air 
after the muted metallic echoes 
faded.

The biennial Consolidated 
Highway program is aimed at 
correcting traffic problems on 
parts of the Primary Highway 
System of U. S.-and State- num-
bered ithways n Texas, 

The Highway Commission 
called the 2-year program "vi-
tal to our keepng pace with a 
traffic explosion that is increas-
nig five per cent a year." In 
view of the diffuson of Texas' 
22 metropolitan areas — more 
than any ither state 	"these 
city-conecting highways must 
continue to be systematically 
upgraded for the good of the 
cities they serve, as well as 
the safety and convenience of 
the through traveler," the cim-
mission said. 

The 25,000 - mile Primary 
Highway system carries a big-
ger burden of the state's 50- t 
billion-mile-a-year traffic load 
than all othor systems corn- ! 
bined, commissioners pointed 
out. Yet some 20,000 miles of 
the primary system are con- I 
sidered obsolete by contempor-
ary standards, they said. 

Of the amount authorized for 
the Consolidation improvement 
program, $151 million is ear-
marked for construction and 
about $15 million for right of 
way.

• DALLAS — It takes a lot of 
millions, billions, and trillions 
to measure the Texas. petrol-
eum industry, according to 
Texas Mid-Continent Oil & Gas 
Association, which this week 
published its annual "64 Facts 
About Texas Oil and Gas." 

The annual leaflet, which 
founds frequently - used statis- 
tics about the state's oil and 
gas operations, included these 
among the 64 selected this 
year:

Those were scary times but 
after the government' acted, the 
people brought - their money 
back.

There was one,brief interrup-
tion to the 54-year tenure of his 
service with the local bank. In 
1916 or 1917 — he doesn't re-
member exactly — he was ac-
cepted as a -state bank exam-
iner. But three weeks of itin-
erant auditing was enough. 
He returned -to his banking job 
here and never again left it. 

In 1922 he was married to 
Myrtle Rutherford, a young 
widow. with three small child-
ren, two sons and a daughter. 
Elder of the sons is Charles 
Rutherford, a -Rising Star. bus-. 
Mess marl. James Rutherford, 
the younger, is a vice-preskient 
of the First State. The da tgh-
ter is Mrs. Franeis Thomas of 
Midland. Thee are seven grand-
children. 

Also associated with Mr. Ty-
ler in the bank is a bro'her, 
Charles Tyler senior vice-presi-
dent, and a sister, Mrs. Helen 
Jackson, an assistant cashier. 
Lane Wells is cashier, and oth-
ers on the staff are Art Fisher 
and Mrs. Delia Shults, assistant 
cashiers, Lanham Brown, Gary 
Maynard and Durwood Fus-
sell.

Over the almost half century 
that he has been the bank's 
chief executive officer, Mr. Ty-
ler has placed emphasis upon 
fostering local business and in-
dustry, and particularly the 
farming and ranching industry 
which has been the chief econo-
mic support of the community. 

Mr. Tyler perved several 
terms of Mayor of Rising Star. 
never asking for a vote, and 
during his terms the Rising 
Star municipal gas system was 
built, the present city hall con-
structed and the City Market 
building erected. He also headed 
the campaign which in 1%7-48 
resulted in the construction of 
the 25-bed Rising Star hospital, 
raising $80,000 in money contri-
butions, and is currently serv-
ing as president of the hospital 
board. In addition his public 
service includes terms on the 
school board and as president 
of the chamber of commerce. 

To people in other towns he 
has been known as "Mr. Rising 
Star," and there have been ef-
forts to lure his talents to other 
banking fields because of his 
reputation for successfully fos-
tering local economic develop-
ment. 

Rising Star is his adopted 
town. He is a native of Lampa-
sas county, born there to Indi-
ana parents who came to Texas, 
then returned to the northern 
state for a brief period. The 
elder Tyler was a tailor, and 
when he brought his family 
back to Texas, he followed his 
profession in Gorman, De Leon 
and latterly at Cisco where 
young Bill graduated from 
High School in 1904. 

On his own, lie obtained a 
first grade teacher's certificate 
and a school in Mills county.
