page of The Rising Star this 
week is taken up, and rightly, 
with picures of the magnifi-
cent new Church of Christ 
pnctuary. The new church 
will be formally opened next 
Sunday. 

It is an edifice of which any 
community can be proud, and 
Rising Star certainly has rea-
son to be grateful to the 
members and their minister 
for the contribution thus 
made to the civic and relig-
ious atmosphere of the com-
munity. 

The building of a church is 
a project of the highest ideal-
ism, religious primarily, but 
no less aesthetic or practical. 
It is one thing in our money-
mad society that is not done 
for money; it is done with no 
hope of reward except in bet-
ter people, better living in 
terms of true living values, 
and a higher moral and relig-
ious atmosphere. 
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An early morning thunder-
shower Wednesday brought .62 
of an inch of rain to Rising Star 
according to the City gauge. 

Varing amounts of moisture 
were reported from similar 
showers over the country, rang-
ing from one-tenth of an inch 
at Okra to 1.75 inches at the Joe 
Criswell farm north of Rising 
Star.

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Tentative approval of a $45,000 
loan from the Farmers Home 
Administration to finance a 
plant for the May Water Sup-
ply Corp., organized to supply 

I water to customers in the com-
munity of May, was received 
this week. 

The money would be used to 
provide a water supply and 
serve, initially, 44 gistomers4 
each of whom will pay a $50. 
fee for connection. Total cost of 
the system, designed by John-
son, Fontaine and Co. of Pal-
estine, will be $46,000. Fees of 
the charter customers will make 
up $1,500 of this amount. 

The money will be used to 
drill a well, install an overhead 
storage tank holdig a two days' 
supply, a small treatment plant, 
and distribution lines and met-
ers. 

Although approval of the 
Washington office of the REA 
has been received, it will be some 
time before construction will 
start since easements must be 
obtain and final approval giv-
en by the state office. 

Don Montgomery is the Brown 
county REA supervisor, and 0. 
A. Burnett, May merchant and 
stockman, is chairman of the 
governing committee of the May 
corporation. Serving with him 
on the board are W. L. Young, 
Mrs. Grace Glenn, and Vic Mc-
Callie. 

The first year the minimum 
charge will be $6 per month, 
but Montgomery said this would 
be lowered after the first years 
operation and new customers 
are added. 

The system is designed to ac-
commodate a 20 per cent growth 
potential before any additional 
work needs to be done. 

Besides water for homes, fire 
hydrants will also be installed.

auditorium. 
To tne right of the entrance as 

one enters the building, there 
there are rest rooms for women 
and a nursery. The nursery 
looks into the auditorium 
through soundproof plate glass. 
A two-way public address sys-
tem permits those in the nursery 
to hear the services and allows 
the nursery to be used by sing-
ers during funerals and other 
special services. To the left are 
rest rooms for men and a pas-
sage to the class rooms on the 
south side of the strhcture. 

Behind the pulpit wall are 
other class rooms, a smaller au-
ditorium for church dinners, 
social affairs, informal meetings 
and larger Bible classes. Above 
these are the church offices. 

Between the new auditorium 
and the class rooms along the 
south—built earlier—there is a 
covered passageway concealed 
with a masonry grill that gives 
the illusion of a continuous 
front The new auditorium faces 
east, and the north half of the 
lot, along College Avenue, will 
be made ino a parking area. The 
old audiorium is being removed 
from this part of the lot. 

Worshippers may enter the 

new church from this parking 
area through a covered north 
entrance fronted with stone grill-
work. The same grill work is 
used to conceal a westward ex- 
tension of the class rooms at 
the rear of the new building. 

Above the entrance porch a 
tall panel of brick bears the 
name "Church of Christ" in 
wrought iron letters. 

Coincident with the opening 
of the new building the church 
will hold series of gospel meet-
ings with Owen Cosgrove, teach- 
er of Bible at Fort Worth Christ-
ian College and one of five 
well-known preacher brothers, 
mornings at 7 and evenings at 
8. Sam Jones will lead he morn- 
ing singing and L. C. Hounsel 
the song services. 

The series begins Sunday, 
August 7 and continues through 
August 14. 

The visiting preacher holds B.

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 

NUMBER SIX ON THE BALLOT 

1966, at which election all bal-
lots shall have printed thereon 
the following: 

"FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment providing for 
the payment of assistance 
by the State of Texas to the 
surviving spouse and minor 
children of law enforcement 
officers, custodial personnel 
of the Texas Department of 
Corrections or full-paid 
firemen who suffer violent 
death in the course of the 
performance of their duties 
as law enforcement offi-
cers, custodial personnel of 
the Texas Department of 
Corrections or as full-paid 
firemen. 
"AGAINST the Constitu-
tional Amendment providing 
for the payment of assis-
tance by the State of Texas 
to the surviving spouse and 
minor children of law en-
forcement officers, custo-
dial personnel of the Texas 
Department of Corrections 
or full-paid firemen who 
suffer violent death in the 
course of the performance 
of their duties as law en-
forcement officers, custo-
dial personnel of the Texas 
Department of Corrections 
or as full-paid firemen." 
Each voter shall mark out 

one of said clauses on the bal-
lot, leaving the one expressing 
his vote on the proposed 
Amendment. In counties using 
voting machines, the above 
provision for voting, for and 
against this Constitutional 
Amendment, shall be placed 
on said machine in such a 
manner that each voter may 
vote on such machines for or 
against the Coxistitutional 
Amendment. 

Sec. 3. The Governor of 
Texas shall issue the neces- 
sary proclamation for the 
election and this Amendment 
shall be published in the man-
ner and for the length of time 
required by the Constitution 
and laws of this State.

saying in New Orleans that if 
he lived in conditions such as 
some of those he saw, he would 
be in revolt, too. 

IN PHOENIX, ARIZONA A 
Mr. John Hinkley, Deputy Di- 
rector for Field Services of the 
U. S. Civil Rights Commission, 
said that the Commission "not 
only sanctioned civil disobe-
dience, but encourage it." 

HE SAID THE COMMISSION 
responded to pressure and that 
the squeaking wheel got the 
grease.

What 
is being said is that conscience 
or fairness has nothing to do 
with their activities, but only 
politics, power, and pressure. 

ANOTHER FEDERAL EM-

saying, "Nothing ever came a-
bout in the Civil Rights move-
ment by being nice. It takes 
direct and militant action. I 
have little patience for diplo-
mats."

set forth in Section 2 of this

NUMBER ELEVEN ON THE BALLOT 

PUBLIC NOTICE acquisition of such storage fa-
cilities or the water impound- 
ed therein. The money re- 
ceived from any sale, transfer 
or lease of storage facilities 
or associated system or works 
shall be used to pay principal 
and interest on state bonds is- 
sued or contractual obligations 
Incurred by the Texas Water 
Development Board, provided 
that when moneys are suffici- 
ent to pay the full amount of 
indebtedness then outstanding 
and the full amount of inter-
est to accrue thereon, any 
further sums received from 
the sale, transfer or lease of

Constitution, and the pro-
visions in said Section 49-c 
with respect to payment of 
principal and interest on state 
bonds issued shall likewise ap-
ply with respect lo payment 
of principal and interest re-
quired to be paid by such con-
tracts. If storage facilities are 
acquired for a term of years, 
such contracts shall contain 
provisions for renewal that 
will protect the state's invest- 

nient  "The aggregate of the 
bonds authorized hereunder 
shall not exceed $200,000,000 
and shall be in addition to the 
aggregate of the bonds pre-
viously authorized by said 
Section 49-c of Article III of 
this Constitution. The Legis-
lature upon two-thirds (2/3) 
vote of the elected members 
of each House, may authorize 
the Board to issue all or any 
portion of such $200,000,000 in 
additional bonds herein au-
thorized. 

"The Legislature shall pro-
vide terms and conditions for 
the Texas Water Development 
Board to sell, transfer or 
lease, in whole or in part, any 
acquired storage facilities or 
the right to use such storage 
facilities together with any 
associated system or works 
necessary for the filtration, 
treatment or transportation of 
water at a price not less 
than the direct cost of the 
Board in acquiring same; and 
the Legislature may provide 
terms and conditions for the 
Board to sell any unnappro-
priated public waters of the 
state that might be stored In 
such facilities. As a prerequi-
site to the purchase of such 
storage or water, the appli-
cant therefor shall have se-
cured a valid permit from the 
Texas Water Commission or 
its successor authorizing the 

Law, including the require-
ment of a permit for storage 
or beneficial use, for the ad-
ditional purposes of acquiring 
and developing storage facili-
ties, and any system or works 
necessary for the filtration, 
treatment and transportation 
of water from storage to

the elected members of each 
house; providing that anticipa-
tory legislation shall not be 
invalid because of its anticipa-
tory character; providing for 
the necessary election, form 
of ballot; and proclamation 
and publication. 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 49-d 

of Article III of the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas 
be amended to read as fol-
lows: 

"Section 49-d. It is hereby 
declared to be the policy of 
the State of Texas to encour-
age the optimum development 
of the limited number of 
feasible sites available for the 
construction or enlargement 
of dams and reservoirs for 
conservation of the public wa-
ters of the state, which wa-
ters are held in trust for the 
use and benefit of the public. 
The proceeds from the sale of
