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Of all the dishes made from 
a simple basic recipe, few are 
subject to such a variety of 
results as the lowly cornbread. 

In terms of social accept-
ance, cornbread rates about 
a second country cousin to 
the continental cuisines of the 
north and east. It has been a 
long time emerging from the 
disgrace of the Civil War. 

Eves today most people 
take their corn as a food af-
ter it has been transformed 
into beef and pork. A lot of 
others consume it in the form 
of a liquid, which testifies no 
end to the authority latent in 
what became known to our 
forefathers as Indian maize. 

But cornbread, made di- 
. rectly from the corn grain, can 

be an unbelievably delicious 
clieh or it ten he utterly un-
palatable, depending upon the 
skill of the cook who combines 
the few simple elements of 
which it is made. 

It began literally in the 
ashes of the pioneer fireplace 
and became one of the fnur 
basic foods upon which the 
generations of the South and 
much of the Southwest were 
raised. The warm acres and 
humid airs of the South were 
never very hospitable to 
wheat, and Indian corn was 
easy to grow and much easier 
to harvest and mill than the 
smaller bread grain. So it 
was that a sack of corn us-
ually lay behind the saddle 
when the man of the house 
went to town and it returned 
with him in the form of meal 
from the grinding stones in 
the cotton gin. 

SGT. ROY G. BURNS 

Rising Star 
Native Cited 
For Heroism 

Two Medals and citations 
for heroism in ground and aer-
ial action in Vietnam have 
been awarded Spc 4 Roy G. 
Burns, Rising Star native and 
former high school student 
here. The medals and citations 
are in keeping of his father, 
John G. Burns, long time re-
sident of Okra. 0  

The awards are the Bronze 
Star medal and the Air Medal 

One citation commends him 
for meritorious achievement 
while participating in sustain-
ed aerial flights in support of 
ground combat forces during 
the period ,August 14, 1969, to 
April 24, 1970. The citation 
points out that he took part in 
25 aerial missions over hostile 
territory. 

A second citation was a-
warded for outstanding action 
on January 19, 1970, and reads 
as follows: 

"For heroism In connection 
with military operation again-
st an armed_ hostile force in 
the Republic of Vietnam, Spl. 
Roy G. Burns distinguished 
himself while serving as rifle-
man with Co. A 3rd Battalion 
12th Infantry Division on the 
evening of Jan. 19, 1970. The 
reconnaisance Squad of Com-
pany A was setting up a list-
ening post approximately 500 
meters from the Company per-
imeter when the squad- lead-
er' engaged by approxithaiely 
20 Viet Cong soldiers, employ-
ing automatic weapons. A the 
squad leader lunged behind 
a fallen tree, the enemy ad-
vanced on him firing contin-
uously. With complete dis-
regard for his personal safety, 
Specialist Burns and six oth-
ers charged the numerically 
superior force, laying down 
such a heavy volume of fire 
the enemy lost it's advantage 
and fled, dragging the wound- 
ed with them. A. a. result of 
the efforts of Spl. Burns erd 
his comrades, the squad lead-
er was able to rejoin them un-
harmed. Spl. Burns' courage-
ous action, determination rid 
exemplary devotion to duty 
are in keeping with the high-
est traditions of the military 
service and reflect great cred-
it upon himself, his unit and 
the United States Army." 

Both citations were by ord-
er of the President of the 
United States. 

Since receiving these med-
als of honor Burns has been 
promoted to the 	)f ser- 
geant. 

Meat sour milk or clabber, 
bacon grease, a pinch of soda 
and salt, and sometimes au 
egg as a hinder, comprised the 
principal ingredients of early 
cornbread. This was mixed 
and patted into pones and 
put in the hot ashes where 
it baked. When done it was 
pulled out, the "bark" peeled 
off and the interior, really 
very tender and tasty, was 
eaten with pork side, ham on 
Sunday, turnip greens and 
sweet potatoes. It made a 
very satisfying supper when 
cold and crumbled into sweet 
milk. 
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As civilization advanced 
the pone advanced to -pans 
and an oven and the trust 
was good, too. More ambitious 
cOoks developed techniques 
of thinner batter' poured into 
pans to become squares that 
could be cut. spiced and eaten 
with butter, etc. One favorite 
between meals snack was a 
sandwich made of a piece of 
side meat, fat and all, placed 
between slices of cold corn-
bread. 

As time passed the recipe 
acquired certain refinements 
which eventually gained it a 
sort of gourmet recognition 
and a French name to conceal 
its humble origin.

THE DAIRY BAR

Rising Star was facing a 
new experience in April 1929, 
that of having a Country Club. 

The new club was being 
developed on a tract of land 
acquired from The Phillips 
Petroleum Co., about six mil-
eg west of Rising Star and 
Cross Plains. The club was to 
be shared by both towns. 

A group of Latin American 
workers were grubbing fair-
ways and cleaning grounds 
east of the Philpeco Lake. 

A caretakers home was un-
der construction. A +large 
room to be used by club num-
bers joined the home. where 
cold drinks, cigars, golf balls 
and tees and Various articles 
to fill the needs of members 
and visitors, could be bought. 

Two double tennis courts 
were completed under the 
direction of Dr. R. G. Head. 
local dentist. Croquet grounds 
nearby and greens were 
started. 

Fishing was started on 
May 1, under the supervision 
of the caretaker, who was 
provided with a game ward-
en's commission. Fish and 
game laws were strictly en-
forced. 

A bath house was being 
built for the convenience of 
members and their families 
and guests. The bathing 
beach was located at the 
north end of the lake near 
the railroad crossing. 

The Boy Scout campsite 
was laid out at the north 
end of ,the golf course. Huts 
built of logs donated by the 
Phillips Petroleum Co. were 
set up in the woods. A base-
ball diamond and other play-
grounds were available. 

Club members from larger 
cities visited the new pro-
perty and were profuse in 
their praise of the entire lay-
out. 

Membership lists both at 
Rising Star and Cross Plains 
were filled. 

There was a time when. 
young ladies passed a barber 
shop and longed to look in-
5lide, but they dared not for 
that was immodest. Some-
times they would peep out of 
the corner of their eyes for 
a glimpse of lathered faces, 
the barber honing his razor 
and an occupant of a barber 
chair raising up long enough 
to spit a stream of amber 
tobacco juice half way across 
the shop into a box filled 
with sawdust.
