Shady Livestock Dealers Still Active 
When is a deal not a deal? When it's a skin game! Maybe you've 

never been "taken" in a livestock trade because you've been cau-
tious or just plain lucky. But the fact is that some farmers are still 
being gypped by shady dealers who carry on their nefarious prac-
tices in spite of heavy crackdowns by USDA investigators. 

The Packers & Stockyards Branch of the USDA told Massey-
Ferguson researchers that even the toughest enforcement cannot 
guarantee complete protection against short-weight, worthless 
checks, and other tricks of the cheaters. 

Most of the firms and dealers in the more than 2,000 posted mar-
kets throughout the country are honest, and the percentage of 
off-the-beam transactions are relatively small. However, USDA 
officials say to be alert to such things as scale tampering, forged 
sales tickets, substitution of poorer livestock for his own at weighing, 
rubber checks, or a check by a bankrupt dealer. 

Misuse of shipper's funds is another trick. A typical example was 
the Indiana commission company charged with "using for their 
own purposes funds received from the sale of livestock consigned 
to them on a commission basis." 

Hardest to pin down for improper practices are the operators 
who agree not to compete with each other. A prize USDA catch 
among such dealers involved two who had an understanding that 
one would bid only on cows while the other would bid on calves. 
After the sale, the operators divided the cows and calves while the 
farmers divided smaller profits. 

What to do when sculduggery is suspected? Report the matter 
at once to the nearest USDA Packer & Stockyards Branch. An 
investigation will be made at no cost to you and, if results warrant 
it, the dealer will be hailed into court. 

Meanwhile, of course, the word is, as always, "be careful before 
anti you're less likely to come out behind." 

Leaf Rust Most 
Destructive of 
Oat Crop Diseases 

COLLEGE STATION. — Leaf 
rust occurs in all oat growing 
areas, but it is more likely to 
cause severe damage in areas 
of high rainfall or during years 
of above average rainfall. 

This fungus caused severe 
damage in South Texas in 1958. 
New races attacked several va-
rieties, and oat plants w ere 
killed in early April. Normal-
ly, pastures in South Texas pro-
duce forage until the jrniddle 
of May or early June. 

Leaf rust reduces the yield 
of grain per acre, and it caus-
es severe lodging in maturing 
plants. T h e fungus produces 
small, bright orange-red, dust-
like bumps (pustules) on the 
leaves. This dust contains many

BANKRUPTCY 

In bygone days when a man 
got himself hopelessly into debt, 
the courts would jail him until 
he paid. Or, as in our colonial 
days a man became an "inden-
tured" servant, and would come 
to America to work off his debt. 

Neither jail nor servitude 
proved practical. A man in jail 
could not earn anything to pay 
his debts. It was drastic—some-
thing like the Siberian salt mines 
--to send a man to serve for 
years across the seas. 

Through ha rd luck, illness, 
easy credit, impulse buying, or 
shifts in world affairs, men and 

COLLEGE STATION.—Heavy 
frosts followed by low humidity 
and high winds could once again 
set the stage for wildfire trou-
ble in Texas, warns Bill Smith, 
extension forester. It was just 
last year- that similar weather 
conditions combined with a lush 
growth of grass and weeds pro-
duced one of the worst fire per- 
iods in recent years. This year, 
the same conditions exist, but 
there is one ingredient still mis-
sing-- human carelessness. 

"In order to prevent the ad-
dition of this ingredient, Tex-
ans should be extremely care-
ful with fires near wooded or 
grassy areas," Smith says. 

In a 13-day period last No-
vember, some 450 fires scorch-
ed about 71 square miles in the 
Pineywoods of East Texas. The 
main cause of these fires, as 
Well as those occurring during 
other parts of the year, was 
careless burning of trash, field 
stubble and weeds. 

Smith offers t h e following 
suggestions as ways to prevent 
a repeat of last year's waste-
ful performance: 

Burn household trash, in an 
enclosed container with a screen 
cover. This container should be 
set on bare soil at least 50 feet 
from the nearest building or 
wooded or grassy area. 

Field stubble should be burn-
ed only as a last resort. If 
burning is necessary, however, 
a firebreak at least f i v e feet 
wide should be plowed or disc-
ed around the area before the 
fire is started. 

All burning should be done 
in the late afternoon, and then 

women may f i n d themselves 
hopelessly in debt. 	• 

Our bankruptcy laws aim to 
permit an honest but unlucky 
or weak debtor to turn over a 
new leaf. They allow him to 
file a voluntary petition in bank-
ruptcy. 

 
He accounts for all of 

his property and turns it over 
for his creditors' benefit. The 
court sets up machinery to get 
as much of their money back 
as possible. 

The court then adjudges the 
man a bankrupt. This means, 
with some exceptions, that the 
court will discharge him of his 
debts. Any income he gets af-
ter that time cannot be reach-
ed in court to pay his old debts. 

Debtors may try to gain in 
ways not intended by the bank-
ruptcy laws. If so, creditors 
may object. Besides, the courts I 
may deal drastically with such 
debtors under our criminal laws. 

Under the bankruptcy laws, a 
man is not required to surren-
der to his creditors certain 
items. In this State they usu-
ally include the family stove, 
refrigerator, radio, wearing 	

t

ap-
parel, working tools of one's 
trade and certain other items 
which vary with each individual 
case. 

Even though items may be 
exempt from the creditors in I 
bankruptcy, however, if t h e y 
were purchased under a condi-
tional sales contract, the unpaid 
seller may neverthless repossess 
such goods despite a bankrupt-
cy; so, too, the holder of a chat-
tel mortgage on such goods may 
require them to be turned over 
to him.

Secretary of Agriculture Ezra 
Taft Benson recently announced 
a national marketing quota of 
970.000 tons and a national al-
lotment of 1,610,000 acres for 
picking and threshing for the 
1961 crop of peanuts. 

Both the marketing quota and 
national acreage allotments for 
the 1961 crop are at the levels 
required by law. Growers ap-
I proved quotas for the 1960, 
1961, and 1962 crops of peanuts 
I in a referendum held Dec. 15, I 
1959. 

Legislation provides that the 
marketing quota must be equal 	 
to the average quantity of pea-
nuts harvested for nuts during 
the five years immediately pre-
ceding the year in which the 
quota is proclaimed, adjusted 
for current trends and prospec-
tive demand conditions. How-
ever, the quota must be suffi-
cient to provide a national acre-
age allotment of at least 1,610,-

,000 acres. 
In determining the marketing 

quota for the 1961 crop of pea-
nuts, a "normal" yield. of 1.205 
pounds per acre was used. This 
yield, multiplied by 1,610,000 
acres --- the minimum national 
acreage allotment — results in 
the 1961 national peanut mar-

The small boy with the 
rather sad little face is Kevin 
Sharp, 31/2 , years, of Grove 
City, Ohio, who wanted to see 
a jumbo-sized version of the 
toy microscope given him on 
his last birthday by his doctor. 
_Kevin has to see his doctor 
regularly because he is a vic-
tim of spina bifida, or open 
.spine. He is paralyzed from the 
waist down and cannot play 
ball—or indeed play much at 
anything. 

Such mobility as he has is 
made possible by his crutches 
and leg braces. 

Kevin's is one of the signifi-
cant birth defects the cause of 
which is being pursued today 
by The National Foundation 
with New March of Dimes con-
tributions. Congenital malfor-
mations afflict 250,000 infants 
annually in the United State: 
and are responsible for ti-
deaths of 34,000 babies ears' 
year who are stillborn or (-es 
within four weeks of birth. 
The health organization's ex-
panded program also includes 
arthritis and continued work 
in polio. 

In his excitement while 
reaching for the eyepiece of 
the vast instrument, Kevin 
probably didn't know that in 
the ultra-powerful lens of such 
electron microscopes, scientists
