None of us leads a "charmed 
life" — and this goes for farm 
workers. All of us need pro- 
ection against the loss of earn-

ings that comes with disability, 
retirement, or death. The farm 
employee gets this protection be-
cause YOU, if you are a farm 
employer. report his earnings 
once a year, and pay the social 
security taxes on his cash 
wages. Only through correct 
end regular reporting can the 
farm worker obtain this protec-
tion. 

Actually, failure by a farm 
employer to make a yearly re- 
port is a violation of the law 
and can result in penalties and 
interest charges on unpaid so-
cial security taxes. 

Farm employers or owners 
who have paid as much as $150 
'n cash wages to any f a rm 
worker in their employ during 
1962 must file an employer's 
tax and information return for 
such farm employees. They 
must also report each farm em-
ployee who worked for them on 
20 or more days during 1961, 
regardless of the amount of 
wages paid, if the wages were 
figured on a time rather than 
a piece-rate basis. 

For 1962, the social security 
tax rate is 6 2-8 percent (3-1/2  
percent each for employer and 
employee). This tax applies to 
cash wages paid to a farm work-
er up to a total of $4,800 in 
the year. The tax amount must 
be ,entered on Form 943 (Em-
ployer's Annual Tax Return for 
Agricultural Employees) togeth-
er with the total amount of cash 
wages paid to the farm worker. 
This form should have been fil-
ed with the District Director of 
Internal Revenue at Dallas on 
or before January 31, 1963. 

If the deadline caught you and 
you had employees whose 1962 
earnings should have been re-
ported, do it as soon as possible, 
so the added cost for interest 
and or penalty won't get any 
larger. You'll be doing both 
yourself and your employees a 
favor.

The benefits 
which accrue are to the area 
involved and a few barge lines. 
The barge lines will compete 
with a subsidy to the tune of

this sum would be paid for 'from 
taxes placed on the very people 
and industries which it will in-
jure. Trucks and railroads could 
haul a lot of freight from Fort 
Worth and Dallas to Houston 
-with the $21,610,000 taxpayers' 
subsidy at a pretty low rate 
and, at the same time, pay taxes 
on the fuel used to operate their 
machines on the highway. 

There are other competitive 
factors involved as between 
areas within our State which will 
merit the study of all of us be-
fore the Trinity River project 
is approved.

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Gas- 
oline taxes are levied for the 
building of highways. Fuels for, 
vehicles not operated on our 
roads are exempt from these 
taxes. Hence, gasoline, kerov-
sene, diesel and distillates used 
by farmers in farm operations, 
tugboats, barges, ships a n d 
boats, airplanes and railroad en-
gines, are not taxed on their 
fuel. 

In the case of commerical 
barge lines on the inland wa-
ters of the United States, our 
Government spends hundreds of 
millions of dollars for facilities, 
including dredging the water-
ways, in order for them to oper-
ate.
