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For a creature so devoid of
any weapons of defense, the
bagworm is about the most
durable pest you can encount-
er. It is nothing but a green,
spotted gut in a silken bag,
but what it does with that
combination is exasperating
almost beyond measure to
the gardener who tries to
protect his junipers and arbor
vitae from its appetite.

What a feeling of helpless-
ness there is in watching a
beautiful prostrate juniper
that you have spent years in
growing, gradually brown and
waste away under the gnaw-
ing of these creatures. The
audible sound of their mass
chewing is like sandpaper on
the nerves .

True, the bagworm takes
refuge in numbers. There are
so many of him it is next to
impossible to pick all of him
off and sauelch him as it i3
S0 easy w ao with the in-
dividual worm. You could-
n't possibly get rid of the ex-
isting infestation before an-
other generation of the creat-
ures would be swarming in
replacement,

But other insects. also oc-
cur in great numbers. The
difference is that most others
respond to mass chemical
treatment. That is, they suc-
cumb to it. Even mosquitos
can be controlled with a

spray gun.

But not so the bagworm.
That protective jacket which
he spins about himself, cam-
ouflaged with bits of the
stems he eats, is a facility in
survival that ought to com-
mand a lot more respect than
it does. No contact insecticide
can affect it. The worm sim-
ply closes the hatch, waits un-
til the spraying is over and
then goes about its business
of eating down your junipers
as if nothing but @ mild sum-
mer shower had happened.
As indeed it has so far as his

7 protection is concerned.

= Spray the host plant with a

poison to be eaten and you
may think you have got him.
You examine the bush in a
few hours and there he is in
his tightly closed pouch,

ing by an almost in-
visible thread, thousands and
thousands of him. motionless.

'v dew or rain, he's active
dn greater numbers than
pver; thewing industriously
through your best juniper
Smart as nature is, he had
got a wee taste of your bait
and simply retired to wait
out his salvation,

According to the experts,
of whom I have known very
few if any at all, you've got
to get him while he is young.
After he is full grown he
develops too much resistance
to control chemicals.

But catching him young is
the problem. No one has yet
#old me where the worm
{}feomes from—of what it is the
' larva. I understand there is
a moth of some sort that lays
the egss which became the
worm as one phase of the in-
“’ect's life cycle .They say the
old
husk that you ought to spot
pretty easily, but don’t, and
that the tiny thing comes out
in the summer and promptly
spins himself into perpetuity.
The trick is to catech him at
that point and dose him,

But the tragic fact is that
while you seem to be looking
at the bush and hoping that
he won't come back this year,
he does. He's all over the
shrub before you know it, as
if some strange magic of na-
fure had materialized him out
of thin air.

As I said, what he can do
with a simple-seeming little
bag of camouflaged silk is a
miracle. It ought to attract
the attention of those scientists
who are devising ways and
suits for man to exist in the
hostile ‘enviroment of another
planet. They might learn a
Jot from a creature that may
not have a brain but knows
how to protect himself from

In the same column Tyson
wrote on “An Idle Brain.” A

sentence which is to be found -

“Every part and parcel of
the machinery of nature has
a part to play and plays said
part steadily and incessantly.

Inactivity means retro-
gression, rust, stagnation et
cetera, mostly the former,
where as, activity means up-
building, growth, improve-
ment, strength both physical-
ly and mentally.

“True and very true, an idle
head is where his Satanic
Majesty goes to get his diaboli-
cal tools. When he has exhaust-
ed every other storehouse of
munitions, he simply hunts up
the idle headed man or wo-
man. the idle handed and the
idle hearted and his equip-
ment needed for his diaboli-
calism of every character, are
readily supplied.”
