Record Begins

76th Year With
This Week’s Issue

With this issue the Rising
Star Record hbegins the 76t
vear of its existence. J

The Pecord was established
in 1809, and the first issue was
dated August 9. A hiatus or two
in the sequence of publication
accounts for the fact that the
birthdav of the paper now falls
in late October. ~

The following article by
Charles Dickens Spann, which
Doc Sellers printed in a special
adition on August 26, 1937,
gives a brief history of the
founding of the Record.

The name of the paper was
changed to The X-Ray shortly
after the introduction of the
X-ray machine, but in 1924, when
Mr. Sellers purchased it, the
original name was restored.

Mr. Spann’s article:

In midsummer of the lear
1890 a twenty.:one year old
printer-boy resigned his job as
foreman of his father's news.
paper and print shop in Brown.
wood, loaded up his few house-
hold belongings, bought a cheap
buggy aand a blind horse, and
drove, with his young wife and
fwin daughters of about two
month of age, up to the village

of Rising Star, and embarked
upon his first venture in busi.
ness by establishine a news-

paper which he named the Ris-
ing Star Record, the first issue
of which was of date August
9th, 1890. .

The first newspaper was an
all home-print six-column week-
lv that was printed on an Army
hand-press, from type set up by
hand, and this Brownwood
printer-boy served as editor,
printer, pressman, devil and all
other positions connected with
this newspaper and printing en-
terprise, until he annexed the
yvoungster named Oran Me-
Clure, the son of the Rev. J. A,
McClure, pastor of the Mission-
ary Baptist Church in Rising
Star, which preacher's boy said
printer-boy taught to “play the
devil” and thus started him off
In the printing and publishing
game, which he pursued the
rest of his life.

At the beginning The Record
was housed in a 10x12 office of
plain boxing plank, pine shingle
roof, with no ceiling — which
together with a two-room dwell.
ing of the same material, which
housed the aforesaid prolific
beginning of a family belonging
to the saidpoor young printer-
boy, constituted the initial
“plant” of Rising Star's first
newspaper enterprise. It was lo-
cated on a lot donatedq by Dr.
J. R. Lyon, one of the pioneers
of Rising Star, and among its
most well-beloved and enter
prising citizens, who like many
others of his class there, has

long since passed on to his
much merited reward, but the
memory of his many good

deeds in a large area over which
he practiced his profession with
self-sacrificing and marked
success will continue to follow
in the hearts and minds of
many generations of people of
that section

When does a person
against his will? Hazel Hotcha
was in an automobile crash
while riding in Fred Fast’s car.
Hazel met Fred at a club dance.
Both had several drinks. Fred
bought a bottle of whiskey, and
Hazel with two other couples
piled into Fred's car to go to
another party.

As they drove away Fred did
not seem drunk.

asked him to slow down; in
alarm she asked him to stop
and let her out.

Fred said,r “Don’t worry,
Hazel, all is safe.” Soon after-

ward Fred struck a parked car

injuring all his passengers,
Hazel badly.
Hazel sued Fred. Since she

was riding with Fred as a guest
for her own pleasure, she could
not recover damages from Fred
unless she could show that
Fred was drunk, and that she
did not know it. Otherwise she
would have ‘‘assumed the risk”
of riding with him, and would
have no claim to damages.

Hazel did show that she was
not in Fred's car willinely, and
that, therefore, she had not le-
gally assumed the risk of his
Speed and drunken driving. A
person can be an unwilline oec-
cuupant, and as such. neither a
guest nor a paying passenger.

How does a person show that
he is riding against his will? By
pProtesting and doing what he
reasonably can do to get out.
This Hazel had done.

Nobody expects a person to
jump out of the movine ecar,
nor to get out in the middle of
the road. So what is reasonable?
That depends—on the time, the
place, the driver, the -choices
open to the occupant and other
such things.

Sergeant Joseph R.Walker.

“It was filthy,” said Sergeant
Walker. “Littered with garbage
ang trash. We had the area ‘san-
itized' and spread sand in the
vard. We also made the chil-
dren take showers.”

Lieutenant Hall drew up a set
of plans for the orphanage,
which at this point consisted of
one wooden building, 50 yards
in length, two floors, and hold-
ing 150 otherwise = homeless
children. Lieutenant Hall's
plans included a dispensary, la-
trine, shower, sewing room,
well, store rcom, and Kkitchen.
A1l of this has been completed.

“This has been a joint effort,”
said Sergeant Walker, shortly
before he returned to the Uni-
ted States. “We've had help
from everyone. Army, Air
Eorce, US Operations Mission
(USCM), and students from the'
Vietnamese - American Associa-

tion. Weve even had Vietnam
ese soldiers helping us haul
water.”

None of the materiai needed
vaq easy to get. “We had
scrounge,” said Sergeant Wal-
Ker, smiling. “We begged and
borrowed anything we could
get our hands on that might do
the job.”

“There was a great deal of
vitamin deficiency and fungus
infection when we first started,”
said Captain Franz H. Stewart
of Miami, Fla., officer in charge
of the 129th. “But with proper
care and improved sanitary fa-
cilities, such as the latrine and

tr

showers, the only major prob-
lems we now face is TB,” he
added.

Captain Stewart’s parent or-
ganization, the 145th Aviation
Battalion, i1s planning a big
Christmas Party for the or-
phaned children. Lieutenant
David H. Medaris of Bloom-
ington, Ind., project officer for
he 145th, reports that plans are
already underway to have the
American Santa Claus stop by
to bring gifts.

“It’s a wonderful thing,” said
Captain Simmons, as he per-
formed oral hygiene on one of
the children. “These children
never make a sound when you
use the needle. It hurts and
they bleed red blood like any-
body else. They know that we
are here to help. We do the
best we can for them.”
