The rule for dstributing per-1 
sonal property—cash, stock s, 
bonds, furniture, or any other 
items not constituting r e a 1 
estate—is different. Here the 
surviving spouse gets full own-
ership of one-third, and the 
children and their descendants 
inherit the balance.
