1952 ANNUAL REPORT OF THE 
UPPER LEON SCD SUPERV'RS 
FORMATION OF THE DISTRICT 

The Upper Leon Soil Conser-
vation District was created under 
State Authority in an election 
held December 14, 1940 and re-
ceived its certificate of organi-
zation under date of March 20, 
1941. Since organization, the Dis-
trict has been enlarged by 338,-
790 acres in 12 annexations. The 
District now comprises 1,374,710 
acres of which approximately 57 
percent is cultivated and 43 per 
cent is pasture. 

Progress of the District. 
There are approximately 4,167 

farms in the District of which 
2,388 (57%) are under agreement 
with the District. 722 new Dis-
trict agreements were prepared 
during 1952. 

Benefits of Soil and Water 
Conservation in Local Soil 

Conservation District. 

Land in this District quickly 
respond to conservation treat-
ment, particularly to fertilizers 
applied to vetch and cover crops 
when organic matter is return-
ed to the land. On the other 
hand much of the land is sub-
ject to both wind and water 
erosion and can be quickly,  de-
pleted unless conservation treat-
ment is regularly applied and 
maintained. For these reasons, we 
believe  that this is critical area 
and continual effort on the part 
of farmers and ranchers, busi-
ness and professional people and 
others is important. 

Many of the important conser-
vation practices must be applied 
each year and most of the others, 
such as terraces, require contin-
ued maintenance. 

Comparative growth of crops 
were better on the more fertile 
fields, organic matter played an 
important part, strip corps have 
helped in establishing cover crops 
during the dry fall. Many cover 
crops have made outstanding 
growth in spite of dry weather 
compared to others which have 
been held back by wind 
erosions on fields where no 
strips were used. 
kttitude of Farmers and Rancher.s 

People have been greatly dis-
turbed by droughty conditions. 
Farm income  has been low. Most 
farm families were forced to sup-
plement income with outside 
work until moisture conditions 
become more favorable. On the 
other hand as previously pointed 
out in this report conservation 
has paid in dollars and cents and 
enabled farmers to "stick it 
through" with higher crop and 
livestock production. It is im-
possible to estimate the values 
of conservation because it takes 
several years to determine all 
benefits. Much of the hesitancy 
to go ahead and apply conserva-
tion practcies was due to finan-
cial condition of individual far-
mers. 
Assistance Rendered the District. 

Numerous groups and indivi-
duals are now assisting the Dis-
trict. We thank the bankers of 
the District, machinery compan-
ies, newspapers, ministers, ser-
vice clubs, schools, seed dealers, 
equipment managers, commis-
sioner's courts, Production Mar-
keting Administration, vocation-
al agriculture teachers, county 
agents and home demonstration 
agents, farm home administration 
supervisors and others. 

Soil COnservation Service per-
sonnel furnished our chief as-
sistance in planning and apply-
ing conservation work with farm-
ers and ranchers. 

We hereby express thanks to 
all these for their support and 
help to the Districts and seek 
their continued help and assist-
ance. 

Everyone in any kind of busi-
ness benefits and it takes every-
body involved to really get the 
job done. 

In some instance some groups 
and agencies might render more 
assistance, particularly in inform-
ing and motivating people gen-
erally about the needs and the 
benefits of conservation. 

Problems and Needs of the 
District. 

Educational: People in this Dis-
trict are more interested in con-
servation than ever before. A 
number of our schools are teach-
ing conservation and we think 
this subject should be taught 
more. The biggest problem now 
is to get more people assisting 
and get 'them to realize the ne-
cessity for continual efforts. 

Technical: We definitely need 
more technical services since the . 
District has grown and we ac-
cumulated more agreements to 
service. This is a critical area 
in conservation and requires 
many conservation practices ap- 

i

plied annually to the many small 
farms and ranches operating in 
the District. 

We recognize that more re-
sponsibilities we  can shift back 
on the farmer and the more he 
knows about his problem and 
why he is doing the job a cer-
tain way and the more he helps 
in doing it the greater will be 
the amount accomplished per 
technician.

The Secretary of Agriculture 
recently warned the wheat farm-
ers that acreage allotments and 
marketing quota might be in ef-
fect for the 1954 crop of wheat. 
The reason for the Secretary's 
announcement are based on the 
fact that there is now a huge 
surplus of wheat on hand, and 
the export of wheat has fallen 
and prospects are good for a large 
1953 crop. 

If it is finally decided that 
marketing quotas are needed, the 
wheat farmers will vote on the 
regulation. If 2/3 or more of 
the farmerS vote for the regula-
tion the price of the 1954 wheat 
crop will be  supported at 90% 
of parity.

When you encounter an inun-
dated highway, slow your car 
down and approach with caution. 
As a safety tip, on driving 
through flooded areas, remember 
to try out your brakes at slow 
speed immediately after reach-
ing dry ground. When wet brakes 
do not respond to pedal action, 
hold brake-pedal down moder-
ately with left foot, while right 
foot feeds enough power to carry 
car forward and dry out brakes. 
This action, over a few hundred 
yards, should restore your brakes 
to safe driving condition, 

Although today's automobile 
has progressed far beyond the 
point where a severe spring rain 
will stall the engine, it still is 
not an amphibious vehicle. 

Failure of the engine to bring 
you through normal flood waters, 
which might cover highways, can 
be attributed mostly to water on 
the ignition system caused by 
splashing. Today's engines are 
better equipped to combat exces-
sive moisture and driving through 
water, by the use of such things 
as improved rubber housings on 
the spark plug terminals. 

These pictures show the splash 
effect when a car "plows" into 
a seven-inch depth on a flooded 
highway.

Less than three months he re-
ceived notice to vacate. The 
owner had sold the house over 
his head. 

Mr. N. then sought legal ad-
vice—only to discover too late 
that he should have had a writ-
ten lease describing the length 
and terms of his occupancy. Mr. 
N. now feels like kicking him-
self. He could so easily have 
saved himself the annoyance and 
expense of litigation now neces-
sary to establish such rights as 
he may have. 

Another example: Miss H., a 
business woman, lived happily in 
her own home. She wanted a 
!friend to have her property upon 
her death. Miss H., believing she 
knew how to accomplish her 
wishes, prepared a deed to the 
friends, signed it and placed it 
in her safety deposit box. Hav-
ing made the deed, she made no 
will. 

But her friend did not get the 
property upon the death of Miss 
H. Title did not pass because 
the deed had not been deliver-
ed during Miss H's lifetime. A 
deed is never effective so long 
as the grantor may recall it at 
his option. This is one distin-
guishing feature between - a deed 
and a will, which may be chang-
ed or revoked at any time be-
fore death of the maker. Today 
several of Miss H's distant rela-
tives are suing each other over 
the property. 

A will would have achieved 
the desired end. Legal advice 
in time would have insured the 
carrying out of Miss H's wishes. 

These cases illustrate clearly 
the, importance of consulting a 
lawyer in advance on matters in-
volving a question of law.
