W. B. Starr, Long Time
Farm Leader, Dies at 89

Funeral services for W. B.
Starr, 89, longtime agricultural
leader in the Southwest, were
held at Cisco Saturday at 3 p.
m. Burial was in Scranton cem-
etery near the home and farm
where he occupied so man
yvears of his long life in demon-
strating the agricultural prac-
tices and advances he advocated.

Mr. Starr died in Hendricks
Memorial Hospital in Abilene at
10 a m, Wednesday, January 31.

The services Saturday were
held at the First Baptist Church
and the Rev. Jesse Cassle, pas-
tor of the church, officiated.

Mr. Stamr was born April 17,
1878, at Richmond, Indiana. After
finishing the 9th grade in the
public schools, he went to New
York and finished his formal ed-
ucation. He was married on Aug-
ust 6, 1903, in Nebraska to the
fcrmer Elizabeth Jeffreys, and
they arrived in Cisco on Decem-
ber 20, 1903, and at their farm
home, seven miles southwest of
Cisco, on January 1, 1904.

The Starrs bought 320 acres
of land — Highland Springs
Farm — and they lived there

since coming to Cisco. Over the
years, Mr. Starr added to his
land holdings, and his cultivated
acres grew from one to more than
200 with the balance in pastures.

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was dutifully reprimanded. The

little girls were not all sugar and
spice. They chewéd the corners
of song books, whispered and
giggled occasionally, but as a
rule, all were well behaved. For
there was the constant reminder
floating through their minds of
the woodshed and razor strap.

Wasps
became very religious during
the “Big Meetin‘'” season and
buzzed joyously above the bald
heads of the male worshippers
or sat on the wide brim of a
“Merry Widow” hat worn by
some more Ssophisticated female.
Not always were these pests
peaceful, for they often applied
their stingers forcefully into the
flesh of an avid listener to the
gospel and made that listener
jump from his seat and run to
the water parrel for a cooling
dab of water on the bite.

It was the custom to have din-
ner on the ground on the last
Sunday of the meeting. Every-
body had an opportunity to eat,
visit and renew acquaintances.

Every tabernacle meeting had
a humorous side, but far-reach-
ing good was accomplished by
fervent preaching, prayer and
gospel singing. Many lives were
rededicated and the entire com-

munity was greatly benefitted
by these tabernacle big meet-
ings.
