A plan whereby the city of
Rising Star can refinance its
present indebtedness, obtain
sufficient money to modern-
ize its water and sewage
disposal systems (an
absolute must as conditions
now stand) and improve its
streets--all at little more cost
per month than is being paid
on present indebtedness, is
being worked out by the City
Council, Mayor John W. Lee
announced this week.

The plan involves
borrowing some $400,000
through the sale of bonds to
the Farmers Home Admini-
stration at an annual interest
rate of five per cent on a
40-year pay-back.

If successful, as there is
very good indication that it
can be, the city will be able to
service its debt for some-
thing less than $2,000 per
month as compared to the
$1,800 now being paid on the
$158,000 which it presently
owes on its gas and sewage
systems. The difference is
between the rate of interest
charged by commercial
institutions and that charged
by the FHA, a government
agency devoted to improving
the quality of rural life and
aiding small communities
with their financial
problems, Lee explained.

If the plan goes through,

Rising Star would be placed

in a solvent financial condi-
tion, able to offer improved
community services, effect
economies not now possible,
and pay its bills on a current
basis with little if any
increase in rates. Of
significant importance is the
fact that property and
business values would be
benefitted, the city
modernized and made more

attractive and satisfying as a

place to live.

““But to succeed,”’ said
Mayor Lee, ‘‘the people of
Rising Star must give it their
approval. It is up to them to
make a choice as to the
future of our community.

“‘In order to borrow the
money from the Farmers
Home Administration they
must first vote approval of
the bonds to be offered by
the agency.”’

FHA officials, said the
mayor, have shown much
interest and a very coopera-
tive attitude in preliminary
talks. ‘“They would like to
help us. Since the FHA is a
government agency it is not
interested in making money
but in using its resources to
help towns such as ours to
solve  their financial
problems and meet their
community needs."’

There is the further
prospect, he said, if the
program goes through as
planned, that additional
federal grants will become
available for the construction
of a civic center, a new city
hall, and for other improve-
ments. There is also the
possibility that some of the
gas, water, street and sewer
improvements would be paid
by outright government
grants.

Of the city’s present
indebtedness $125,000 is
represented by loans
obtained from commercial
banks to rebuild the rusted -
out gas distribution lines.
With the cost of gas zooming
from a few cents per 1,000
cubic feet not so many years
ago to more than $2,000 as a
result of the energy crisis, it
was imperative that these
rotted-out lines be replaced.
The old pipes, laid during the
WPA days of the depression,
were so decayed that more
than half of the gas delivered
by the city's suppliers was
wasted into thin air before it
could reach the consumer.
That is the principal reason,
said the mayor, for the high
rates that have to be
charged. Even so the city has
been losing thousands of

dollars and unless it can take
in enough money to pay the
suppliers at the well-head
and the pipeline, the supply
is liable to be cut off and no
gas available at all, he
emphasized.

"“"Work is nearing
completion on the new gas
system,’” he said. '‘Council-
man Bill Reed and his crew
will finish up the east side of
town very soon, barring
unforeseen difficulty. Then
the entire town will be in the
new system and most of the
wastage stopped. The work
has caused some
inconvenience and we
appreciate the forbearance
and cooperation of our
citizens in what has been a
very difficult undertaking.

"“The new system will
reduce our gas losses to an
acceptable amount; but it
will probably take another
year to get it operating at
peak efficiency.

"“The need for
improvements in our water
and sewer layouts is just as
great. If we are to avoid
deterioration in these
systems similar to what
occurred in the gas plant, we
must begin now to make the
necessary plans and imple-
ment them. And it is very
obvious that our streets are
in need of major repairs.

‘“We do not have the money
for these things. The city is
‘broke’. The gas utility which
in the past made money no
longer does so. It has been
losing money. We have
choice of a course of action.
Either we can continue to
increase rates and taxes to
keep the systems operating
while the plants continue to
deteriorate, or we can borrow
money to improve them and
make them efficient.

‘“We have the very good
possibility of doing this
through the help of the
Farmers Home Administra-
tion; of getting enugh money
to refinance our present
debts and do all the
necessary improvements at
little more cost per month
than we are now having to
pay without them.

“Your city officials have
wrestled long and hard with
the problem and we are
convinced that this is the
only course open to us.

““The first step we are
taking is to submit a pre-
application to the Famers
Home Administration for
federal assistance. We
estimate, roughly, that it will
require $400,000 to do what
needs to be done.

‘*Should the pre-application
be approved the next step
will be to get an engineering
firm to do the designs the
estimate the cost.

*“Thirdly, a bond election
will be called by the City
Council and the citizens
asked to vote for or against
the bonds. Should they vote
‘Yes', the bonds will be
offered, and the Famers
Home Administration will
propose to buy the issue on a
40-year-payback at five per-
cent interest. On this basis
the estimated $400,000 will
cost the city approximately
$1,920 per month. These
figures, of course, are
estimates and should not be
taken as final, but they are
within an acceptable range of
accuracy.

"“We are now bringing this
matter before the people in
order that they may think
seriously about the future of
our town and do what they
think best to rescue it from
its present crisis.

““We earnestly solicit your
cooperation in making a wise
and progressive decision that
will keep Rising Star on the
map as a living and growing
community of moderan
services where life can be
meaningful and both cultural
and property values kept
sound and stable.

With recent rains in
Eastland County conditions
are good for early winter
pastures. The important
thing now is to get the small
grain pastures planted as
soon as possible.

Research has shown that
winter pastures can get off to
a head start if planted early.
Early plantings can take
advantage of fall rainfall and
other favorable growing con-
ditions during September
and October.

Winter pastures make
better progress while days
are still fairly long and more
sunlight is available, As the
fall season progresses, more
cloudy weather develops and
sunlight 1s less intense.

Where fall army worms and
other insects may be a
problem, there are
numerous approved insecti-
cides available and they do
an effective job. There is no
reason to wait until the
danger of army worms has
passed before planting win-
ter pastures.

The *“‘plus’ factors are
many in considering the
early planting of winter
pastures. The decision to
plant early can mean extra
dollars later in the season
from increased livestock
grains.

““The Church was saddened
to learn this week of the
sudden and unexpected
death of one of our parish’s
most active members, Some-
one Else. As we approach the
midpoint of 1978 and look
ahead to the rest of the year,
we must reflect, all of us,
upon this very sobering
news.

Someone Else’s passing
creates a vacancy that will be
difficult to fill. Else has been
with us for years and for
every one of those years,
Someone did far more than a
normal person's share of the
work. Whenever leadership
was mentioned, this wonder-
ful person was looked to for
inspriation as well as results:
Someone Else can work with
that group. When a job was
to be done, a class to teach,
or a meeting to attend...Let
Someone Else do it.

Someone Else was known to
be the largest giver in the
church. When ever there was
a financial need everyone
assumed that Someone Else
would make up the differ-
ence.

Someone Else was a
wonderful person, some-
times appearing to be
superhuman, but a person
can only do so much. Were
the truth known, everybody
cxpected too much of Some-
one Else. Now Someone Else
is gone! We wonder what we
arc going to do. Someone
Else left a wonderful
example to follow, but WHO
is going to follow it. WHO is
going to do the things we
were always too willing to let
Somcone Else do? This
mcans of course, that we can
no longer depend on Some-
onc Elsc to do everything for
us.

If all the areas of
ministry and needs that exist
here are to be taken care of,
then we must do it together,
for Someone Else is GONE."

on by. Then came the Levite,
another public exponent of
religion, another man bound
by his office. But he too,
passed by on the other side.
The came the Samaritian. He
made no excuses. He helped
the beaten man. He did not
leave the job to Someone
Else! It is my prayer and my
hope that YOU wijll meet the
responsibilities that YOU
have in the Community, the
School, The Home, The
Church, and not be content
to expect Someone Else to do
it.

Matthew 7:13, 14,

Enter ye in at the strait
gate: for wide is the gate,
and broad is the way, that
leadeth to destruction, and
many there be which go in
thereat: Because strait is the
gate, and narrow is the way,
which leadeth unto life, and
few there be that find it.

Texas pecan growers are
stimating a crop in the
neighborhood of 25 to 26
million pounds, down
sharply from average
production of about 40 mil-
lion pounds. The nation's
crop is estimated at 170 to
180 million pounds, also
down from an average of
about 200 million pounds.
Texas is the largest
producer of native pecans
and ranks second nationally
to Georgia in total pecan
production.

““This year's crop endured
many adversities as far as
weather conditions are con-
cerned,”’ notes Hancock.
““The cycle began with the
dry summer of 1977, fol-
lowed by a cold winter, and
continued with an extremely
dry sping and summer this

‘‘thanks to advancements in

GENERAL ELECTION NOV. 7, 1978

“The Tax Relief
Amendment”’

(H.J.R. 1)

H.J.R, 1 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution allowing the
legislature to exempt in-
tangible personal prop-
erty, requiring the legis-
lature to exempt certain
household goods and per-
sonal effects, and allow-
ing the legislature to
exempt all or part of the
personal property home-
stead from state and local
property taxation.

The amendment re-
quires the legislature to
provide for the taxation
of farm and ranch land
on the basis of its produc-
tive capacity instead of
its market value and al-
lows the legislature’ to
provide for the taxation
of timber land on its pro-
ductive capacity.

The amendment per-
mits local governments to
extend the present exemp-
tion. of not less than
$3,000 of the residence
homestead of persons 65
and older to include cer-
tain disabled persons.

The amendment grants
an exemption from public
school property taxes of
$5,000 of the market value
of the residence home-
stead. It authorizes the
legislature to grant an
additional exemption from
public school property
taxes of an amount not
to exceed $10,000 of the
market value of the resi-
dence homesteads of per-
sons 65 years of age or
older and certain djsabled
persons. If a person 65
vears of age or older
qualifies for this exemp-
tion, the total amount of
public school taxes im-
posed on that person’s
homestead may not be in-
creased.

The amendment pre-
vents local governments
from increasing property
taxes unless the govern-
ing body provides public
conducts a
publie hearing. The
amendment requires the
legislature to provide by
law  for each property
owner to receive notice of
the revaluation of his
property and the amount
taxes will be increased.

The amendment limits
appropriations from state
tax revenue to an amount
not to exceed Texas’ esti-
mated economic growth
rate, with the legislature
authorized to make excep-
tions for emergencies,

The amendment pro-
hibits the statewide ap-
praisal of real property
for property tax pur-
poses. Enforcement of
uniform standards and
procedures for appraisal
of property for property
tax purposes is required
to originate in the taxing

homesteads,

authority where the prop-
erty tax is imposed.

The wording of the
proposed amendment as
it will appear on the bal-
lot is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment providing for
tax relief for residential
elderly per-
sons, disabled persons,
and agricultural land; for
personal property exemp-
tions; for truth in taxa-
tion procedures, including
citizen involvement; for
a redefinition of the tax
base; for limitations on
state spending; and for
property tax administra-
tion.”

NUMBER ONE
(S.J.R.50)

S.J.R. 50 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to delete an
archaic reference to the
“Deaf and Dumb Asy-
lum.” The amendment
would allow the State of
Texas to purchase prod-
ucts and services done by
handicapped individuals
in nonprofit rehabilita-
tion facilities without
complying with bid re-
quirements applicable to
other state contracts, The
amendment also would
eliminate the formality of
the approval of certain
state contracts by the
Governor, the Secretary
of State and the Comp-
troller of Public Aec-
counts.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment deleting the
archaic reference to the
‘Deaf and Dumb Asylum,’
allowing certain products
and services of handi-
capped individuals to be
used by agencies and de-
partments of state gov-
ernment, requiring the
procurement of other
products and services re-
quired in the operation of
state government to be
made under bids awarded
to the lowest responsible
bidder, making all such
procurement processes
subject to laws enacted
by the legislature, and
eliminating the require-
ment that the Governor,
the Secretary of State,
and the Comptroller of
Public Accounts of Texas
be personally involved
with such transactions.”

NUMBER TWO
(S.J.R. 55)

S.J.R. 55 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to permit
local governments to issue
bonds for the reconstrue-
tion or acquisition of fa-
cilities (land, equipment
and improvements) de-
signed to develop employ-
ment opportunities. These

to develop employment
opportunities.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to provide
that the legislature may
permit political subdivi-
sions to issue Tevenue
bonds to develop employ-
ment opportunities for its
citizens.”

NUMBER THREE
(S.JR. 44)

S.J.R. 44 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution which would
allow the legislature to
authorize cities and towns
to issue tax
bonds to finance the re-
development of blighted
areas. The bonds are to
be paid solely from reve-
nue from municipal tax
increments. Payment can-
not be made from the
revenue of municipal
taxes, utilities, or other
services,

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to give the
legislature the power to
authorize cities and towns
to issue bonds to finance
the redevelopment of
blighted areas and pro-
hibiting any city or town
from granting its money
or lending its credit for
such purposes.”

NUMBER FOUR
(S.J.R. 53)

S.J.R. 53 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to allow the
legislature to exempt from
taxation solar or wind-
powered energy devices.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the ballot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment  authorizing
the legislature to exempt
from taxation solar and
wind-powered energy de-
vices.”

NUMBER FIVE
(H.J.R. 37)

H.J.R. 37 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to grant ex-
clusive  jurisdiction to
justices of the peace in
civil cases where the
amount in controversy
does not exceed $200, ex-
cept where the legislature
gives exclusive jurisdic-
tion to another court.

The amendment grants
justices of the peace con-
current jurisdiction with
county courts where the
amount in controversy is
between $200 and $500,
except where the legisla-
ture gives the county
court - exclusive jurisdic-
tion,

The amendment also
grants justices of the
peace concurrent jurisdic-

increment .

tion with both county and
district courts where the
amount in controversy is
between $500 and $1,000,
except where the legisla-
ture gives the county or
district court exclusive
jurisdiction.

"is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to extend the
jurisdiction of justices of
the peace in civil cases.”

~ S.J.R. 45 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution to allow the
legislature to expand the
number of judges on any
court of civil appeals.
Presently courts of civil
appeals are limited to a
chief justice and two as-
sociate  justices.

sections, with the concur-
rence of a majority of the
judges sitting in the see-
tion necessary to decide a
case.

NUMBER SEVEN
(S.J.R. 48)

S.J.R. 48 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution eliminating
the State Building Com-
mission and the State
Building Fund. The au-
thority of the State Build-
ing Commission has been
transferred by law to the
State Board of Control.

The wording of the pro-
posed amendment as it
will appear on the hallot
is as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to repeal the
constitutional  authority
for the State Building
Commission and the State
Building Fund.”

NUMBER EIGHT
(H.J.R. 42)

H.J.R. 42 proposes an
amendment to the Texas
Constitution allowing cer-
tain political subdivisions
or districts in the state
that can presently issue
bonds or other indebted-
ness or otherwise lend its
credit to engage in fire-
fighting activities and to
issue bonds or otherwise
lend its credit to support
such activities.
