Farm welding short courses are 
scheduled to get underway the'  
second week in April for farmers 
in the Rising Star, Comanche and 
Ranger districts. The courses are 
sponsored by the vocational ag-
riculture departments and will 
be conducted by C. B. Edwards, 
farm mechanic specialist for vo-
cational agriculture with head-
quarters in the Agricultural en-
gineering Department at Texas A 
& M College. Edwards has had 
many years experience in the 
field of farm mechanics end has 
been teaching farm welding for 
vocational agriculture for over a 
year. 

Short courses will be organized 
and conducted under the direc- 
tion of vocational 	agriculture 
teachers in the sponsoring schools 
Morris Dean and W. A. Boyd of 
Comanche; B. S. Dudley of Ran-
ger; and H. L. Geye of Rising 
Star. A total of six three hour 
training sessions is scheduled for 
each of the short courses. First 
meetings for the courses are 
scheduled as follows: 

Comanche - 7 p. m., 
April 6. 

Rising Star - 7 p. m., 
April 7. 

Ranger - 7 p. m. Wednesday, 
April 8. 

At the initial meeting of each 
short course group, the schedule 
of subsequent meetings will be 
worked out according to wishes 
of participating farmers. 

Because of limitations imposed 
by shop facilities, enrollment in 
each course is to be limited to 16 
farmers. A laboratory fee of $5.00 
per farmer will be charged. 

Welding certificates are to be 
presented to each individual who 
attends all training sessions in 
the short course in which he is 
enrolled. 

Services of Edwards and other 
specialist are made available to 
schools which want to offer spec-
ialized training on a short course 
basis under a program developed 
by the Vocational Agriculture 
Division of the Texas Education 
Agency in cooperation with Tex-
as A & M College. The various 
specialist are stationed at A & M 
and their work is coordinated 
through the Agricultural Educa-
tion Department headed by E. V.

Worth metropolitan areas were 
announced today by Postmaster 
General Arthur E. Summerfield. 

Discussing the program at a 
special meeting of postmasters in 
Dallas, George A. Gray, Regional 
Operations Director, said that two 
and one-half million people in 
the 45-county area would bene-
fit by beter mail service. 

Barring occasie al cikr-stribution 
errors and infrequent delays in 
transportation media, first class 
letters mailed at designated col-
lection boxes or in the post office 
before 5:00 p. m. on a business 
day will be delivered on the first 
delivery at any office in the area 
on the following business day. 

"During the test period which 
has just been concluded," Mr. 
Gray said, "results exceeded ex-
pectations. An estimated 2,100,000 
first class letters are handled on 
an average business day by the 
post offices within these two 
metropolitan areas. Approximate-
ly 65 percent of the mail orig-
inating in the area is destined for 
points within the area, and our 
test operations have been very 
gratifying." 

He pointed out that the metro-
politan area type service also will 
play a significant part in 	im- 
proving mail service nationwide 
since mail moving in and out of 
the area will be expedited. Ac-
celerating the flow of mail in the 
metropolitan areas, it was ex-
plained, is part of the vast postal 
program which has next-day de-
livery between any two cities in 
the country as its long-range ob-
jective. 

"Mailing early in the day in 
order to give the post office time 
to sort and transport the mail to 
destination is now the best way 
a patron can assure delivery of

Vets Pension Bill 
Veterans of all wars are in-

vited to be present at the Am-
erican Legion Hall in Rising 
Star Friday night. April 3 at 
7:3() when Roger Q. Evans of 
Austin. Senior Vice-Commander 
of World War I veterans„ 
discuss the $100 per month pen-
bill now before Congress. Mr. 
Evans is a legionnaire of 40 
years and is past Department 
Commander of the VFW. 

The bill provides $100 per 
month pensions for all honor-
ably discharged veterans at age 
60 and removes Social Security 
and similar incomes as a bar to 
pensioners' earnings. 

Details of this and other pro-
visions of the bill will be dis-
cused at the meeting.
