Cut In T.H.D. Budget

Brings Protest

News of the critical and
worsening Texas Highway fun-
ding crisis has been received by
area citizens with much alarm
and dismay.

One of the immediate . prob-
lems posed by the cutback in
highway construction--at least
as far as area motorists are
concerned--is the scrapping of
the reconstruction of highway
183 between Rising Star and
Nimrod.

This eight mile stretch has
been described as ‘‘the most
dangerous strip of highway in
the State of Texas'', and
records of traffic fatalities bear
witness to this fact. It is a much
traveled route for area residents
who must drive to Cisco and
Eastland to jobs, for shopping
or for the transaction of
business.

But more important than
this--it is a bus route for the
transportation of students who
attend Rising Star schools.

The driving hazards of this
strip of state highway are
numerous: it is narrow, rough,
the shoulder drop-off is ex-
tremely dangerous, as are the
several narrow bridges.

The downscoping of this
particular construction project
is but one of the gloomy

prospects presented by this
cutback, others include:

Abolishing over 6,000 jobs
within the State Department of
Highways and Public Trans-
portation (through a process of
attrition and layoffs, which
actually started about five years
ago and will continue for the
next two years).

Downscoping or eliminating
construction projects (reducing
the construction program to
about one-eighth of that carried
out in the past).

Reducing maintenance costs
to the greatest extent possible--
while protecting the public
investment in the existing
system (this will take all of the
available revenue in about five
years).

Suspending right of way
acquisition for all but a few
projects.

Suspending the upgrading of
obsolete roads and bridges--
(The state safety and FM better
-ment program).

Being unable to match
Federal highway construction
dollars in about six years.

The people of Texas and their
elected officials are urged to
take prompt action in this
matter.

In the present series of
articles, we are dealing briefly
with the question of the
“*church’’, the collective body of
Jesus' disciples, as defined in
the New Testament. The
purpose is to attempt an
explanation for the highly
fragmented state of present
-day Christendom and to search
for a Biblical solution to the
problem.

Even in apostolic days, there
were those who rejected, either
partially or totally, the direction
of the apostles. Some of this
opposition came from those who
wanted to fuse Judaism with the
new Christian faith (Cf. Gala-
tians, Ephesians, Romans, He-
brews). Others attempted a
synthesis of Greek thought and
culture with the Gospel contents
(Cf 1 and 2 Corinthians, Colos-
sians, Gospel of John, 1 John).
Subsequent divisions occurred
due to peculiar interpretations
rclating to the resurrection (2
Timothy 2:18), to concepts of
asceticism, from which sprang
the monastic orders, alien to the
Gospel (I Timothy 1:18-20; 1
Timothy 4:1-4; etc.).

Other changes which have
taken place and which have
produced divisions within the
ranks of believers include a
“‘restructuring’’ of the church,
after the pattern of the Roman
government. Instcad of congre-
gational autonomy, with each
assembly having its own over-
scers (pastors, clders), deacons
(special scrvants), evangelists
and tcachers (Ephesians 4:11;
Philippians 1:1), new and
incrcasingly concentrated seats
of authority were created. The
order ran: Presiding Elder
(Bishop). Archbishop (having
authority over several congre-
gations), Cardinals and ulti-
matcly a “*Supreme Pontif™’, or
“*Universal Bishop'', all of
which were unknown in New
Testament times. (More Later).

Six Flags Over

ARLINGTON--Six Flags Over
Texas' skyline is dominated by
a new feature this year--a 200
foot tall parachute ride called
the Texas Chute-Out.

The attraction, which is
expected to open in mid-April,
is one of the largest additions to
the theme park in several years.

Riders taking a ‘‘jump’' on
the parachute drop will experi-
ence a sensation unlike any
other attraction they have been
on. Twelve parachutes carrying
to three riders each soar 175
feet up into the air and then
drop at free-fall speed for 35
feet before the ‘chutes billow
open and slow down for a
“soft’’ landing.’

The parachute ride is another
example of how the park has
grown in size and attractions
during 16 years of operation.

When the park opened in
August, 1961, there were 45
attractions operated by 650
youthful hosts and hostesses. It
was the nation's first historical
theme park, encompassing -
more than 145 acres.

Today, there are more than
100 rides, shows and attractions
tended by 2,300 employees.

Almost 2.3 million persons, a
record for a single season,
visited Six Flags last year.

Since 1961, almost 26.8
million persons have passed
through the turnstiles of the
number one tourist attraction in
Texas.

Taking a cue from Texas
history, creators decided to
divide the park into six sections
and develop rides and attrac-
tions that tell the history of the
state under different sovereign
governments.

They planned for guests to
get a glimpse of the past
through sight, taste, touch and
sound as they journeyed thru
the sections representing Mexi-

co, France, Spain, the Republic
of Texas, the Confederacy and
the United States of America.

In the Republic of Texas
section, for example, guests
watch a gun battle between the
Sheriff and outlaws. Nearby is
the Crazy Horse Saloon where
one can relive bygone days
watching lively song-and-dance
routines by dancehall enter-
tainers.

LaSalle’'s River Ride in the
French section takes guests on
an exciting trip through bands
of hostile Indians and wild
animals along the river.

In the Spanish section, guests
climb aboard hollowed-out logs
in the Log Flumes and float
down water-filled passageways
leading to a splashing plunge
down a steep hill.

There are four hours of live
shows, including a new one-of-a
-kind attraction called the
American Pie Jamboree. The
show highlights slices of Amer-
ican life using a blend of people,
puppets and pictures.

This year's Southern Palace
Show called ‘‘Celebrate’’ is an
upbeat show that includes every
type of music from hoedown to
rock. A cast of 14 with a
16-piece orchestra are featured
in this largest show production
in the park.

On selected days, top-name
entertainers perform at the Six
Flags Music Mill Theater,
giving guests an opportunity to
see their favorite stars and take
in park attractions at no extra
charge.

Every night a costume-
character named Prof. Cyrus
Cosmo climbs aboard his
Cosmobile to lead the Incredible
Electric Light Brigade Parade.

All of these activities can be
observed from the 300 foot tall

oil derrick, which also allows
guests to get a bird’'s-eye view
of the Dallas and Fort Worth
skylines.

The numerous restaurants in
the park add another dimension
to sampling the diverse cultures
which make up Texas. Several
dozen restaurants offer every-
thing from spicy Mexican food
to crispy fried chicken. There
are also numerous snack stands
supplying the American stand-
bys of hot dogs and hambur-
gers.

A one-price ticket costing
$7.50 pays for all rides, shows
and attractions inside the park.
Children under three get in
free. The only extra charge is
for food, souvenirs or games.

Some people opt to spend two
days at Six Flags instead of
crowding all activities into one
day. A special $11 ticket allows
visits to the park on two
consecutive days.

There are many aspects
which set Six Flags apart from
other entertainment centers.
People visiting the park are
referred to as guests. Employ-
ees are called hosts and
hostesses.

Every staff member, inclu-
ding executives, are expected to
help keep the park clean.
Everyone is expected to pick up
a scrap of paper or cigarette
butt.

Extensive landscaping also
adds color and beauty to the
park. A new feature this year
will be floral displays in red,
white and blue.

Six Flags is surrounded by
many other entertainment cen-
ters. And since it is in
Arlington, midway between
Dallas and Fort Worth, it's only
a 1S5-minute ride from the
Dallas-Fort Worth Airport.

All Texans Should Know
Weather Warning Signals

Two phrases that should be »

part of every Texan's
vocabulary are ''tornado
watch** and ''tornado war-
ning'‘.

The National Weather ser-
vice is constantly monitoring
the skies and will issue a
"watch'’ anytime a squawl line
which has the potential of
spawning tornadoes begins to
develop. ''Watches'' are
usually posted for broad areas
spanning hundreds of miles.
MILES. It is not uncommon for
a city or town to be included in
a watch dozens of times without
ever experiencing a tornado.

For this reason there is a
danger of becoming com-
placent. !Althoughh no one
expect that people will ""drop
everything'* when a walch is
posted, they should become
conscious of the weather and
monitor broadcasts for
developments.

In spite of great technological
strides, the human eye is still

the best instrument of locating
a tornado. Since radar isn‘t
effective in spotting most
tormadoes, many communities
have organized networks of
trained volunteer spotting most
tornadoes, m of trained
volunteer spotters.

To be effective, a spotter
must be trained because there
are many weather conditions
which resemble® tornadoes but
are not. These tornado look-
alikes will confuse one un-
trained eye. More often than
not, the classic funnel tornado
will be clearly visible in West
and Central Texas. in the
Eastern states and East Texas
the funnel will often be ob-
sscured by rain so that it is
heard rather than seen clearly.

As potentially dangerous
squawl lines pass through an
area, that community's trained
tornado spotters are deployed
to scan the skies for trouble.
