COLLEGE STATION--Amer-
icans are not eating enough 
beef. and a livestock marketing 
specialist for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service has the 
figures to prove it. 

Taking into consideration the 
recommendation by the Ameri-
can Heart Association that 
three-and-a-half ounces of -
cooked beef is adequate for 
most Americans on a daily 
basis. Dr. Ed Uvacek contends 
that we still aren't eating 
enough beef. despite claims to 
the contrary. 

He arrives at his belief by 
closely looking at two statistics-
-the three-and-a-half ounces 
daily serving suggestion by 
AHA and the popular figure of 
116 pounds per capita consum- 
ption of beef, the record high 
level attained in 1972. 

First of all. three-and-a-half 
ounces of cooked beef eaten 
daily amounts to a total of 78.75 
pounds of cooked beef per year. 

The 116 pounds of beef 
consumed annually per person 
is actually a production figure 
rather than a true figure of 
consumption, explains the Tcx- 

"Children, under age 18, who 
are totally and permanently 
disabled may be qualified for 
the Supplemental Security 
Income program which went 
into effect in January 1974, 
without regard to their parents' 
entitlement," according to 
Glyn Hammons, district 
manager for the Social Security 
Administration in Abilene. 
"The disability must be of such 
a severe nature that it would 
prevent him from being able to 
wont," Hammotg..i said. 

Several things are considered 
when an application is taken 
Among these is the severity of 
the disability, the entire 
regular cash income of the 
family, and the value of the 
family's property and other 
things that can be turned into 
cash, such as stocks, bonds, 
etc. Also considered is the 
number of children in the 
household. 

This part of the Supplemental 
Security Income program is 
designed to aid families with 
little or no cash income and 
who do not own much in the 
way of cash assets with the 
extra expense involved with 
raising a severely handicapped 
child. 

The Supplemental Security 
Income program is run by the 
Social Security Administration, 
but it is not the same as social 
security. The money for these 
monthly payments comes from 
the general funds of the U.S. 
Treasury and not from the 
social security money collected 
from salary checks and self -
employed people. 

For more information con-
cerning the SSI program for 
severely disabled children, 
contact the Abilene social 
security office at 142 South 
Pioneer or telephone 698 -

1360. Or, if you live outside 
Abilene, consult the Visit 
Schedule for social security 
representatives - - one may be 
coming to a place near where 
you live. The day, place and 
time of the visits are all shown 
on the schedules They are 
posted at local post offices. 

as A&M University specialist. 
"It means that an average of 
116 pounds of carcass beef was 
available for each American 
during 1972, not that each 
person actually ate that much 
beef." 

Considering the 116 pounds. 
this figure must be reduced by 
about 30 percent for cutting 
losses, bones and fat because it 
is stated in terms of carcass 
beef. Furthermore, since the 
amount of cooked beef is in 
question. another weight re-
duction of 25 percent is 
necessary due to cooking. 

"What is left then is a total of 
only 61 pounds of cooked beef 
available in 1972 for each 
American". points out Uvacek. 
"That's 18 pounds less than the 
amount recommended by the 
AHA diet for good health." 

The specialist also notes that 
beef production in 1973 was 
about 10 pounds per person less 
than the 1972 record and may 
be even lower this year. 

"It's quite clean". says 
Uvacek. "that we're really not 
eating too much beef. Actually. 
we may not be eating enough.'•

THE AVERAGE YIELD of cotton in the United 

States this year is expected to be 485 pounds per acre, 

compared to 519 pounds last year; and, in Texas, 318 

pounds per acre compared to 431 pounds last year. There 

may be several reasons for that decline, but it is reasonable 

to believe that the weather and fertilizer -or the lack of it-
exerted the most influence on the 1974 cotton crop. 

Considering the high price of fertilizer, it is pretty certain 

that farmers put out less fertilizer on this cotton crop than 
on the 1973 crop. Cotton production in the Nation now is 

expected to be 13,125,300 bales of upland cotton from 

12,995,300 acres, compared to 12,879,900 bales from 

11,912,100 acres in 1973. The September estimate for 

Texas cotton production is 3,180,000 bales, an increase of 

130,000 bales over the August estimate and a decrease from 

the 4,673,000 bales produced in 1973. It is estimated that 

800,000 acres planted in Texas have already been 

abandoned, four times more than the number of acres 

abandoned in 1973 and the highest level of abandonment in 

20 years, says the Texas Crop and Livestock Reporting 

Service. Rains on the Low and High Plains have given a 

more optimistic outlook for the 1974 cotton crop in those 

areas, however.

Nursing, like the other healing 
arts. is usually subject to super-
sision by a state hoard set up to 
safeguard the public. Although 
regulations vary, they generally 
impose a high standard of con-
duct in keeping with a nurse's re-
sponsibilities.' 

But the courts also recognize 
that revocation of a nurse's license 
is a drastic punishment. not to he 
imposed lightly. 

Thus: 
the night nurse in an obstetrics 

case, asked by the patient to call 
a doctor. decided it wasn't neces-
sary. Was this adequate grounds. 
as alleged afterward. for revoking 
her license? 

A court said no. pointing out 
that the patient 1) had gotten 
good care from the nurse. and 2) 
had not really needed the doctor 
after all. The complaint was too 
minor, said the court, to justify 
such a penalty on the nurse. 

Of course nurses, like doctors. 
may he held liable for malprac-
tice—such as carelessly giving a 
patient the wrong medicine. 

But there is no malpractice it 
there is no negligence. In another 
case. a woman patient who had 
fallen out of her hospital Ted 
sued the nurse for failing to put 
tip Ted rails. Howeser, there had 
been no instructions from the doc-
tor about bed rails, nor any ad-
sance indications that they were 
needed. 

Finding no malpractice, the 
court said a nurse could not he 
held liable merely because some-
thing happened to go wrong.

During 
the periods of extreme drout, 
pecan nutlets begin to form an 
abscission laver at their point of 
attachment. This attachment 
layer is activated by moisture 
moving in the stems, which 
builds up internal turgir press. 
ure and consequently, causing 
the nuts to fall following a rain. 
Shedding is the delayed effect 
of the drout.

The peanut outlook is much 
brighter than it was in July here 
in Eastland County. Some are 

predicting good yields, but all 
agree thAT PRODUCTION 
WILL NOT BE AS GOOD AS IT 
WAS LAST YEAR. Too many 
fields have poor stands. These 
poor stands were caused by Dry 
weather and blowing sand. It is 
estimated that over 2.000 acres 
of peanut allotment were never 
planted because of the weather 
conditions. 

Leaf spot has not been a 
problem this year but conditions 
are now ideal for the disease to 

invade peanut fields. Growers 
are already applying fungicides 4.  
to protect the leaves from this 
costly disease. 
The lesser cornstalk borer has 

been a big problem in peanuts, 
but with mositure in the soil this 
problem has lessened.

It has been said, and 
truthfully 1 think, that Ameri-
cans do not face up to a problem 
until it becomes a crisis. In light 
of that we can hope to be 
thankful for the situation with 
respect to the treatment of 
juvenile offenders posed by the 
order of a Federal court at Tyler 
condemning methods at Gates• 
ville State School for Boys and 
directing more humane and 
society-oriented policies. 

What is more humane is, for 
all the rhetoric expended on the 
subject. a relative definition 
having as much to do with the 
rights of society as with the 
rights of the individuals invol-
ved. But hopefully the mandate 
will force us to think more 
realistically about the question 
both as to what needs doing and 
how it should be done. There is 
no constitutional ethic which 
says that society, or any 
member of society, as a 
corrective gesture must surren-
der basic guarantees of peace 
and security in order that a 
wrong-doer may penitently -
avoid the consequences of his 
act or the obligations he owes 
society. That would amount to 
trading one bad thing for 
another and accomplish no good 
at all. 

It is easy enough to be 
indignant and innovative about 
an injustice when one stands in 
no peril of having to put his 
theories into practice. But the 
fact is the State does have a 
problem seriously to do with the 
welfare of youths now in 
detention or later to be and the 
right of the people "to be 
protected against violence and 
law-breaking. In justice to the 
State officials concerned, they 
have long wrestled with a 
dilemma which has become 
more and more difficult to 
solve in an atmosphere of 
permissiveness now investing 
both our social organizations 
and the administration of 
punitive law. In view of 
experience their ideas on the 
subject arc certainly to be 
regarded as practical.

While there is plenty of room 
to be critical of administrative 
details at the school. one can 
sympathize with a staff member 
who for no more than he could 
receive for pleasant work 
elsewhere is willing to under• 
take duties of such frustrating 

nature. There has been turned 
over to him the residual failure 
of the whole juvenile system 
with a mandate that he perform 
a miracle. In view of his 
voluntary acceptance of the job 
one is tempted to conclude that 
he is either a saint or a sadist, 

We hear much of the few but 
little of the many. It is 
reasonable to ask what percen-
tage of the total of juvenile 
cases dealt with in the 
compassionate processes of our 

juvenile courts do these few 
hundred boys represent? How 
many, many more have been 
rescued from their mistakes and 
guided into paths of good 
citizenship by the provisions 
and care of our juvenile code. 

Before there is any radical 
change in the methods of 
dealing with the problem of 
these extreme cases it seems 
well to consider first whether or 
not the objectives of reform 
could he accomplished within 
the organization of the existing 
system. In the proposition that 
the system should be commu-
nity-integrated so that each 
community would deal with its 
own juvenile problem-presu-
mably to be implemented by 
dispersing smaller units of 
detention and training among 
the population••there must he 
taken into account both the cost, 

problems of administration and 
security measures and to the 
reaction of the community 
itself. 

It certainly seems to me that 
in such case we are appealing to 
a solution that failed earlier in 
the treatment of the incorrigi-
ble. Our present juvenile code is 
designed to utilize as much as 
possible all of the influences of 
community concern and per-
suasion. Unfortunately too • 
much of the community 
influence particularly in the 
family area, is lacking in 
essential qualifications. 

Perhaps a technique can be 
designed to overcome these 
objections within what the court 
has established arc the consti-
tutional rights of the boys and 
the evident rights of the 
community and its people. 
Perhaps the court has that 
answer. 

But in view of what has 
happened in our own area in 
recent months and years it is 
not difficult to predict what 
would be community reaction 
here to establishing any correc-
tive unit in this vicinity.

cance. 

In the New Testament, names 
continued to have special 
meaning. Simon, the brother of 
Andrew and an apostle of 
Jesus, was given the surname 
of Peter, meaning "little stone" 
or "rock" (Mark 3:16). When 
the announcement of the 
coming Savior's birth was made 
to Joseph, the angel specified 
that the name to be given him 
was to be Jesus, meaning 
"Savior" (Matthew 1:21). In 
Matthew 16:16, a second term 
is added: Christ, meaning 
"anointed". 

Concerning the name of 
Jesus, the Bible says that it is: 
"more excellent" than that of 
the angels (Hebrews 1:4), "the 
name which is above every 
name" (Philippians 2:9-11); 
"far above...every name that is 
named not only in this world, 
but also in that which is to 
come" (Ephesians 1:21); the 
only name "wherein we must 
be saved" (Acts 4:12). Ob-
viously, names do have great 
importance here. 

After the beginning of the 
Gospel era, the followers of 
Jesus were referred to as 
disciples (Ads 6:2,7; 9:1, 10, 
19, 26. 38; 11:26, 29; etc).; 
believers (Acts 5:14; 1 Timothy 
4:12).. Following the establish-
ment of the first purely 
universal, non-racially distinc-
tive congregation at Antioch of 
Syria, a new name came into 
being for the disciples of Jesus: 
Christians (Acts 11:26), in 
keeping with the prophecy of 
Isaiah 62:2. Subsequent history 
indicates that this became a 
widely-used designation for 
them, both by non-believers 
(Acts 26:28) and within the 
ranks of the disciples (I Peter 
4:16). In fact, the latter passage 
(1 Peter 4:16) indicates that this 
was the name by which 
believers were to "glorify 
God". 

Collectively, Christians were 
simply referred to for the most 
part as the church, or "the 
called-out ones", having been 
summoned out of the world to 
follow Christ (2 Thessalonians 
2:14). Other descriptive titles 
were: the church of God (1 
Corinthians 1:2; 1 Timothy 
3:15); the churches of Christ 
(Romans 16:16); church of the 
firstborn (Hebrews 12:23); -
church of the Lord (Acts 20:28).. 

Would it not be much better 
and more pleasing to God, not 
to mention more conducive to 
Christian unity. for all disciples 
of Jesus to honor him and 
glorify God by wearing exclu-
sively the name Christian and 
its kindred, Scriptural terms. 
rather than honoring men or/

In our analysis of 
Paul's remarks to those at 
Corinth (1 Cor. 13:1-13,), we 
would agree that Love is 
humble. It does not strut for 
admiration and praise, nor blow 
its own trumpet, nor put on airs 
of any kind. Love is refined, 
gentle, thoughtful, and consi-
derate. The world is looking for 
a people so possessed of love 
that all may rejoice. 

There are at least two 
methods by which we may 
cultivate this charity. First, we 
must be doing acts which love 
demands, i.e.. taking on for 
ourselves these characteristics. 
We must cultivate each one 
until they are perfected in us. 
And second, we must contem-
plate the love of God. That is to 
acknowledge and accept Him 
who first loved us. 

By the law of love, above 
every other law, men ought to 
live. It provides the con-
straining dynamic for spiritual 
and moral achievement. To love 
abundantly is to live abundantly 
and to love forever is to live 
forever. Butlet us be reminded 
in the words of Hugh B. Brown, 
"Love is a tender plant, when 
properly nourished, it becomes 
sturdy and enduring, but 
neglected it will soon wither and 
die." 

As you practice the Golden 
Rule in your life you will be 
cultivating life itself, your life. 
Let us be about fulfilling the 
greatest commandment of all--
loving one another, even as we 
are loved by Our God.

It is often implied that it does 
not make any difference as to 
the name by which Christians 
are designated. that, as long as 
they profess some form of faith 
in Jesus, the titles by which 
they are known is of no real 
significance. 

However, an examination of 
the Scriptures will reveal that 
very often names, or descriptive 
titles, did have great impor-
tance. 

The Old Testament furnishes 
many examples of this. To 
emphasize his crucial place in 
God's redemptive plan, the 
name of Abram ("exalted 
father") was changed to Abra-
ham ("father of a multitude") 
Genesis 17:5. Later, Jacob's 
("supplanter") name was -
changed to Israel ("prince of 
God")-Genesis 32:28. When 
Moses was sent to Pharaoh with 
the request to let the Israelites 
go, he was told to inform the 
Egyptian king that YAHWEH (I 
Am that I Am, or the Eternal, 
Self-Existent One) had sent 
him-Exodus 3:13-14. Actually, 
names, in Old Testament 
usage, are actually descriptive 
terms, rather than proper 
names, as we know them. They
