I was born Ruth Cowan,
third in the family of twelve,
in 1915. My birthplace was a
log cabin in Hays County
built by my maternal grand-
father for his bride whom he
had met on a wagon train
from North Carolina soon
after the Civil War.

One of my earliest
memories is a long purple
pencil my father gave me. It
was one of the most wonder-

But
I had given my heart to God
and during these three years
I gave my entire life to my
family and my church. I felt
God wanted me in full time
Christian service and I tried
to turn it all over to Him.

My family owned three
books: the Bible, a
dictionary, and the Primer. |
think those are the basis for a
good education. With a Bible
and a dictionary any one can
teach himself if he cares to
learn. I have never outgrown
my desire to learn. I can't
imagine a subject that
couldn’t interest me. I don't
like filth but I'll read any
thing that is well written and
informative. What's more 1
enjoy it.

During my early school
years | attended one and two
room schools. My father was
a tenant farmer and we
moved often so I attended
many schools. One of these
was the Albert School were
President Johnson had
attended.

We had little of this world's
goods but we had love and
we knew it. Growing up with
a large family without a lot of
money may not sound
interesting to some but we
never had a dull moment and
certainly learned to depend
on ourselves for our needs
and entertainment. That has
served me well throughout
my life. The only thing, I
think, I never did on the farm

College at Plainview, Texas.
That gave the opportunity I
needed to get into college but
it didn’t supply the necessi-
ties of life. When I left for
college my father gave me
the last three dollars he had.
But of course the Lord was
there ahead of me. A young
ministerial couple, the E.L.
Reddens, needed help in
their home. Mrs. Redden
was confined to her bed and
unable to do her work or care
for her two children. I could
do that so I lived with them,
did the house work, cared for
the children, and went to
school. The Reddens were a
difficult time so our mutual
need brought us together in
close bonds of Christian
friendship and fellowship.

. They were great Christians

and added much to my faith
and the deepening of my
spiritual life. Our friendship
has spanned the years. Bro.
Redden went to his reward
last September.

My college grades were not
as high as my high school
grades had been but with
God's help I came out with a
good strong B average for
which 1 was very thankful.
The greatest compliment I
ever received in my life was
paid to me the day I received
by diploma at Wayland. Mrs.

her arms around me anu
said, ''Ruth we've never had
a girl to come to Wayland
and do what you have done."”’
I didn't do it, of course. It
was through the grace of God
and the help of many wom

derful people.
One of those wonderful
people was a young

ministerial student by the
name of Carl A. Smith who

had asked me to share his”

life. After teaching school
one year we were married
and continued to try to finish
our education and serve in
the place we felt we were
called.

Smith felt led to start work
in unchurched areas and had
begun this type of work while
in Wayland. There were
some rather difficult times.
Ministerial students seldom
have an easy time going to
school but most look back ont
hat time as one of happiest
times of their lives. Our main
problem was Smith’s health.
He had had to drop out of
Wayland because of poor
health.

He finished his Academy
work at San Marcos Baptist
Academy six months after
our daughter was born. We
then went to Hardin
Simmons and I taught at
Hamlin for two years. I
finally was able to get my
degree from Hardin
Simmons. But after ten years
of battling the health
problem Smith finally gave
up hopes of finishing his
education. We took jobs with
Buckner Orphans Home in
Dallas, Texas 1 taught and he
worked on the dairy.

The work there was a new
experience for me. Having
never known anything but
love and help from those
around me my heart melted
for the children 1 taught

there. After thirty years I still.
«v#ry when | think offsomeé of

those children. I had never
known anyone to abandon
their child. I knew it
happened, of course, but
there 1 came into close
contact with the terrible
consequences of sin. 1 am
just glad it is not my respon-
sibility to punish parents who
mistreat or neglect
children.

It was that Christmas I
received my most expensive
gift. The children were given
anickle a week to spend on a
treat. Four little boys pooled
their nickles one week to buy
me a Christmas gift-a little
celluloid snow man. The
price, nineteen cents, consti-
tuted one whole month's
income. No one else has ever
spent so much on a gift for
me.

But Smith was not content
with working on a dairy. The
Lord had called him to
preach and nothing short of
that would satisfy him. We
resigned our jobs at Buckner
and went to the First Baptist

* Church of Urbandale to start

a mission for them. Our
Mission was located on
Scyenre Road between
Dallas and Mesquite. Smith
started a visitation program.
We held our first meeting in
a tent with thirteen people
present.. He continued visit-
ing. In cooperation with the
Urbandale church and the
Dallas Baptist Association
we were able to erect a
building and start a full
program. I taught at Irving,
to help out with expenses.
When we left for Alaska
three years later we were
having seventy-five people in
Sunday School and a stable
foundation had been laid for
a church. It became a church
a few years later.

About our sojourn in
Alaska, if I could do it over
again the only thing I would
do differently is 1'd go sooner
and stay longer. But then
just look at all the blessings |
would have missed here.

In retrospect many of the

things we have attempted

seem foolish and completely
outside of the realm of
reason and responsibility.
My answer to that is:
humanly speaking, they
were. But the sanetst and
most secure place to be and
the most logical thing to do is
to find God'’s will for your life
and do as He leads. We tried
that and have found it works.
My advice to young people is
to find God's will and go
ahead. You will never go
wrong doing that.

And she has
joyously given of herself, as
she has pointed others to her
Lord, that they, too, might
discover that same peace and
Joy.

City Gas Purchases Continue Downward Trend

Rising Star bought
8,615,000 Cubic feet of
natural gas in January, 1979.
This compares with
13,294,000 Cubic feet of gas
bought in January 1978. A
fifty four per cent im-
provement has been made. A
result of installation of new
gas p pipeline and in im-
porved metering.

This outstanding ac-
complishment is ine
reduction of gas looses due to
leakage in the old system.
Only 3 per cent more gas was
bought than could be ac-
counted f for.

The City billed its
customers for 8,091,000 cubic
feet of gas in January and
278,000 cubic feet of gas was
metered for which no charge
was made, ( free gas). Only
246.000 cubic feet of gas

could not be accounted for,
(a three per cent loss.

Natural gas is bought and
sold by the thousand cubic
feet ( MCF). The City paid
$2.01 per MCF in January
and sold it to its customers
for $4.11.

The total cost to the City
for January was $17,316.15
and $33.255.01 was billed to
the customers. Free gas was
metered and valued at

$1,142.58.

percent more gas than we

The City furnishes gas to npeed.

the City Hall, the library, the
medical clinie, the
Greynolds heirs and the
Senior Citizens building at no
cost, This is free gas.

This grest improvement
made in the gas system has
kept the City from
bankruptcy. We are catching
up on our outstanding debts
and by June 30, can have
them all paid.

We still have the gas
stystem to pay for but we are
not delinquent in paying for
it. Our delinquent bills are
mostly for gas purchased in
1976, 1977, and 1978. We still
owe $33,000.00 for this gas.
We have, however, reduced
it from $58,000.00 on January
1, 1979.

We must continue to im-
prove the effeciency of our
gas system. In doing this, we
can improve the City’'s
services to its customers and
in time reduce gas rates
charged t to them.

Should we ever let the new
system deteriorate as we
allowed the old system to do,
then we will face bankruptcy
again. The City cannot
financially servive should we
ever again have to buy 55

Airmail service to Irans
was suspended January 9,
1979.

Postal officials said the
latest action was taken
because of the lack of
reliable air and surface
transportation either in or
out of that country.

The suspension means no
U. S. post office will accept

civil mail bound for Iran
until further notice. Mail
currently in the postal
system destined for Iran will
be returned because of the
suspension of service.

WHAT'S COOKIN' IN
EASTLAND COUNTY

Several people have
requested the sourdough
bread or rolls recipe that was
referred to in the Tidbits
column a few issues back so
we are sharing it with you. I
have only made rolls from
the recipe so far.

The recipe will make three
large cookie sheets full.
Keep hands greased well
when shaping to keep from
sticking. Store in baggies
when cool.

We prefer to butter all of
them while still warm. You
can wrap in foil and warm in
conventional oven or heat
one at a time in microwave
for 15 seconds. They are
delicious served with honey
and have the best crust ever!

SOURDOUGH ROLLS
OR BREAD

In mixing bowl let one cup
of sour dough set at room
temperature for one hour.
Dissolve two packages yeast
in one cup of warm water.
Let stand 10 minutes.

To sourdough add 1 egg, 2
cup sugar, 12 tsp. salt, 1
cup warm water. Beat well.
Add yeast mixture. Add 5-6
cups flour. Do not make too
stiff for lighter rolls. Can be
mixed mostly with mixer but
last two cups may have to be
stirred by hand.

Put in greased bowl and let
rise, punch down and let rise
again.

Make into rolls, loaves,
etc., greasing pans well. Let
rise.

Bake at 375 degrees for
10-1S minutes for rolls, until
well browned, and 25-35
minutes for loaves.

SOURDOUGH STARTER
2 cups flour

1 pkg. dry yeast
2 cups warm water

1 Tbsp. sugar
Mix thoroughly and let
stand about 48 hours until
bubbly.

Use all of starter for cooking
except for one cup which is
used to keep you supplied
with starter. To the one cup
reserved and 22 cups flour
and two cups warm water
and allow to stand about 12
hours in warm place.

Again use all starter except
one cup and repeat. If not
used every 12 hours it can be
kept in refrigerator up to
three weeks.
