Abilene bank holdup the other 
day and some of the younger 
generation in Rising Star thought 
I was kidding them when I said 
that Santa Claus was once a 
bank robber. I was even more 
surprised to discover that they 
were unaware of the fact that 
the boy hero of one of the most 
sensational bank robberies that 
has ever taken place outside of 

__41:-tion is now a Rising Star busi- 
r.ess man. 

It was he who had the pres-
ence of mind to throw away 
the key to his car when the hard-
tressed robbers tried to com-
mandeer it in their flight, and 
thus foil the bandits, cost them 
their loot and cause all of them, 
except one, to die untimely and 
violent deaths. The business 
man is Woodrow (Woody) Har-
ris, owner of the Star Electric, 
and the crime was the celebrated 
Santa Claus bank robbery which 
took place at noon on December 
23. 1927. The bank was the 
First National Bank at Cisco. 
One police officer and one ban-
dit were mortally shot and half 
a dozen citizens wounded when 
the holdup went awry for the 
robbers and erupted into a street 
gun battle of the wildest western 
variety. 

The robbery took its bizarre 
title from the fact that the lead-
er of the gang, Marshall Ratliff, 

To
asqueraded as a Santa Claus 
r several days. It was a per-

fect role in which to case the 
bank without ping away his 
identity. 

A Santa Claus is a natural at 
Christmastime and everybody 
passed him off for someone hired 
by a local store as he went about 
in his red suit and whiskered 
mask, patting pop-eyed little 
children on the head, taking 
their Christmas wishes and their 
letters. No one noticed that he 
made frequent trips into the 
bank. It is said that the banker 
himself got un at one time and 
shook hands with him. 

But it wasn't any handshaking 
affair when, a few minutes  be-
fore noon on Friday, December 
23, three other and openly armed 
men entered the bank by front 
and alley doors, and Old Santa 
pulled a gun and announced that 
the play-acting was over. The 
bank personnel and a sprinkling 
of customers were the unwilling 

,guests at a stick-up which went 
off so well for the robbers that 
none of then'i noticed the woman 
who slipped out of the alley door 
and hot-footed it for the police 
Station. 

When the bandits emerged 
with something more than $12,- 
000 in loot, they were confronted 
by Police Chief Bit Bedford, a 
policeman by the name of Car-
michael and a rapidly growing 
number of embattled citizens. To 
shield themselves in the hail of 
gunfire that swept through the 
alley, the bandits seized t w o 
young girls as hostages. In the 
battle Mr. Carmichael fell mor-
tally wounded and one of the 
bandits, a man by the name of 
Davis, was also fatally shot. 

The car in which the bandits 
tried to escape, with their dying 
comrade, developed flats  and 
other damaging effects of the 
hainfire on South D Avenue a 

ts'aort distance from town.

accepted as members of the jury 
in the case of the State of Texas 
vs. George Craivford, colored, 
charged with murder in the 
death of his wife. The case is 
being tried in 91st District Court,l 
Eastland.

Optimistic. 
According to the "Mmes: 
`Denney, who is meteorologist 

for American Airlines at Carter 
Field and a student of weather, 
said all of the weather experts 
everywhere, who had given any 
study at all to the problem, were 
more optimistic about a good 
rainfall this year than they have 
been about any other year since 
1949. 

"Denney said ffsis section 
of West Texas could rea-
sonably expect rain all 
through April, May, and 
June, and from the studies 
made by him and his col-
leagues the prospects for a 
good crop in West Texas this 
year were excellent. 
"Denney explained that wea- 

thermen are basing their hopes 
for more rain in 1957 on the be-
thavior of a mass of air known 
as the'doldrums" which nor-
mally hangs around an area of 
the Atlantic Ocean near the West 
Indies, •with an occasional sally 
over this country. It is a calm, 
windless area of the ocean and 
is always accompanied by drouth. 

"Since 1949," he said, "this 
country has literally been `in the 
doldrums'. This mass of air 
started an invasion of the United 
States about 1949 and kept 
swinging farther north each year 
before returning to its regular 
camping grounds in the West 
Indies. Each year, he said, the 
doldrums have been reaching 
into this country less and less 
until they are expected to miss 
it altogether this year, the wea-
thermen hope. If they do, 'we're 
going to get some rain.' If we 
can stay out of the doldrums, or 
the doldrums stay out of us, 
we're in for some normal, rainy 
weather. 

Denney also assured the Lions 
that atomic explosions were hav-
ing nothing to do with the wea-
ther, and never could have. 

The weatherman had some nice 
words for Dr. Krick, the rain-
maker. He said if Dr. Krick 
said he could make it rain be-
fore it got ready to rain, he was 
just mistaken.

FFA Boys Collect 
Scrap to Finance 
Markers for City 

Peach growers of this section 
are confronted with much more 
exacting requirements of pack-
aging and marketing their prod-
uct if they are to compete suc-
cessfully with growers in Cali-
fornia, Georgia, Arkansas and 
other sections of Texas, Exten-
sion Service specialists and or-
chard experts told a large group 
of growers from Eastland and 
other counties here last Thurs-
day. 

The occasion was the annual 
Eastland County Orchard Field 
Day sponsored by the County 
Extension Service and the Ris-
ing Star Chamber of Commerce. 
County Agent J. M. Cooper pre-
sided and introduced the pro-
gram which he arranged and 
which was described as one of 
the best ever presented at a 
similar event. Sec'y A. D. Jen-
kins of the Rising Star Cham-
ber of Commerce presented Mr. 
Cooper. 

The program was held in the 
American Legion Hall during 
the morning and in the afternoon 
the group went to the orchards 
of C. E. Smith in southwest Ris-
ing Star for demonstrations in 
pruning and plowing. Represen-
tatives of nine counties were 
among the some 100 persons 
who attended the meet during 
the day. 

During the morning session the 
group heard T. • E. Denman, hor-
ticulturist of the Stephenville Ex-
periment Station, talk on the 
handling of tree-ripened fruit in 
orchards and packing shed; J. 
V. Laird of the horticulture de-
partment of John Tarleton Col-
lege, Stephenville, discuss  mar-
keting ' of tree=riPened fruit 
through food stores; and U. A. 
Randolph of the Grape Experi-
ment Station at Montague, talk 
on new varieties of table grapes 
and juice grapes adaptable to 
this area. Immediately after 
lunch, J. W. Foster, entomologist 
of Weatherford, discussed control 
of curculio, Brown rot and other 
diseases. The group then went 
to Mr. Smith's orchard where 
Mr. Foster demonstrated proper 
pruning methods. 

Cultivation. 
After his demonstration there 

were demonstrations in orchard 
cultivation by the Higginbotham 
Motor Company and Shults Im-
plement Co. of Rising Star and 
the Perkins Implement Company 
of Eastland and D. J. Jobe and 
Sons of Gorman.

Slow soaking rains which did, 
not measure very high in the 
gauge but deep in the soil where 
they really count, were chang-
ing a picture of drouth-inspired 
gloom into one of high and 
hopeful optimism throughout the 
Rising Star country this week. 

Not in seven or eight years 
•has there been anything like the 
long periods of fog, drizzle and 
showers which have prevailed 
here almost since the first of 
February and during a good part 
of January. The continuing mois-
ture condition raised hopes that 
at last the long drouth might 
.be broken with prospects for the 
first good general crop condi-
tions since the late forties. 

Topsoil moisture conditions are 
the best since 1949, farmers say, 
and the soaking water was per-
colating into the dried out clay, 
offering to recharge a subsoil 
which must have a reservoir of 
moisture if there is any sound 
prospect for good fall yields. 
Those digging into the ground 
for post holes or other reasons 
report that the soil is wet for 
two feet or more. With cloudy 
skies and more moisture prom-
ised this week, people were cheer-
ed with the prospect that the 
condition would further improve, 
and the good chance that there 
would be spring and early sum-
mer rains gave a definite boost 
to optimism. "The rain couldn't 
have fallen any 'better," was the 
verdict of ranchers and farmers 
who, despite the fact that they 
are keeping "their fingers cross-
ed" after so many seasons of 
promise a n d disappointment, 
were full of growing optimism. 

Good Grain. 
Grain crops were in the best 

condition they have been at this 
time of the year in almost a 
decade. Prospects for a fine 
fruit crop were increasing, and 
the outlook for a melon crop 
which can be harvested com-
paratively early to add needed 
income to pockets long empty 
was growing rosier every day. 

With increasing sheep and cat-
tle prices, and a general improve-
ment in the agricultural picture 
throughout, a remarkable change 
was already evident from the 
dry and dusty outlook of last 
fall when not enough peanuts 
were harvested to cover the cor-
ner of a good-sized parking lot, 
and cattle were being sold off of 
burned off ranges because cat-
tlemen couldn't afford the cost 
of feeding 'them when there was 
so little prospect of a year of 
moisture ahead.

them near Graham after they 
had wandered in the Brazos Val- 
ley for days, near starvation and 
tired to exhaustion. 

Woody was a witness at the 
trials and his testimony of the 
manner in which one of the men, 
the youngest, fired his gun into 
the air during the battles rather 
than shoot to kill is credited 
with saving the life of the man 
and making it possible for him 
to reform and after his prison 
term to establish himself as a 
successful and respected business 
man in a town not too far from 
Rising Star. Of the others fate 
and the law executed sterner 
verdicts. 

Joe H. Jones, a brother of 
Mrs. W. E. Tyler of Rising Star, 
was the prosecutor in the cases 
and Judge George L. Davenport 
of Eastland was the presiding 
judge.

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The Threat to Family Farms 

Politicans frequently talk of the need for protecting and main-
taining the institution of the family fan-n. Yet, in the expert view 
of Rccer Fleming, secretary-treasurer of the American Farm Bu-
reau Federation, "Ill conceived programs allegedly designed to 
protect the small family farmer constitute the most dangerous 
threat to family farmers." He amplified that in specific terms 
by saying: "So far as I'm concerned the greatest threat, other 
than atheistic Communism itself, to the commercial family farm 
is what I refer to as the 'politics of equal shares'. It is the 
process through which the power of government is used to dis-
tribute the right to produce politically on the basis of one share, 
one vote." 

This illustrates a fundamental weakness—and a fundamental 
. 	_     

danger—in any government farm program. By their Very nature 
these programs must be political programs, based upon P. manner' 
of political compromises and political considerations. They almost 
always lead to greater political power over agriculture and the 
farrier. To quote Mr. Fleming once more, "Centralization of pow-
er, wherever it occurs, as a general rule is inconsistent with indi-
vidual liberty, individual responsibility, and human freedom itself." 

The only real solution to the farm problem rests with 
the farmers themselves. They must substitute economic 
power, controlled by them, for political power, controlled by 
government. The farmer is fundamentally a producer; he is 
only secondarily a salesman, and not often a good one at 
that. Alone he holds so small a part of the nroductive power 
of the nation's agriculture that even the biggest of him can 
exercise little effect uoon the conditions cf the market. He 
is at a tremendous disadvantage in maintaining his influence 
upon the law of supply and demand. He has to take what the 
market says it will pay without having much influence upon 
wisere the price is fixed. His alternative so far has been to 
reply to government fiat which is responsive not only to his 
own desires but to the desires of all other segments of the 
economy, most of them in conflict with his own interests.

Cattle Prices at 
Fort Worth Higher 
After Good News

Thirteen Western states  were 
estimated to have 26,370,000 stock 
sheep, 5% less than a year ago, 
and the decline was credited to 
Texas and South Dakota. Texas 
stock sheep numbers estimated at 
4,374,000, were down 14%. 

Hogs on farms January 1 were 
estimated at 52,207,000 head, 
down 5% from a year earlier. 
Cornbelt (12 North Central 
States) reveals a decline of 7% 
while Iowa the No. 1 swine 
state, was off 12% from last year. 

Fat Lambs Climb. 
Trade was active and prices 

strong at Fort Worth as light 
supplies of sheep and lambs ar-
rived and reports of beneficial 
rains in the  big sheep country 
were coming in. Fat lambs were 
as much as 50 cents higher in 
spots, as all grades and classes 
cleared early at strong prices. 

Good and choice slaughter 
Jambs cashed at $16.50 to $19, 
both wooled lambs and some 
fancy shorn lambs with Fall shorn 
pelts at the  'top. Most of the 
shorn lambs with No. 1 or Fall 
shorn pelt, sold from $18.50 down; 
No. 2 pelt lambs cashed at $18 
down; and No. 3 pelts sold from 
$17.50 downward. More recent-
ly shorn types sold from $16.50 
down, 	- --• 

Cull to medium lambs cashed 
at $12 to $16.50. Stocker and 
feeder lambs sold from $16 to 
$18.50, wooled feeders at the 
higher figure, and shorn feeders 
at $18 downward when carrying 
No. 1 or Fall shorn pelts.

FORT WORTH.—After a week 
end of study of the cattle popu-
lation figures released late last 
week, coupled with reports of 
rain across Texas, the people 
who buy stockers and feeders 
donned their rose-colored glas-
ses at Fort Worth Monday. Their 
optimism carried replacement 
cattle and calves into new high 
ground and upset packer strategy 
which included lower prices. 

Feeder interests went after 
fleshy to fat steers and year-
lings with the opening siren, and 
strong to 50 cents higher prices 
prevailed with some feeder cat-
tle 50 cents to $1 ahead of last 
week. The surge carried slaugh-
ter calves along to strong to 50 
cents higher prices. 

Packers, out on the early 
rounds offering lower bids, had 
to pay strong to 50 cents higher 
prices for fat cattle or face a 
shutout. Cows also sold on a 
stronger basis in view of aggres-
small packer and shipper de-
mand. Bulls  were steady. 

Fewer Cattle. 
The most bullish news of the 

season was contained in the Crop 
Reporting Board's estimate of 2% 
fewer cattle on farms in the 
United States, as of January 1. 
The USDA in announcing the 
estimate also pointed out that 
swine numbers were off 5% com-
pared with a year earlier, milk 
cow numbers were down 1% 
and at the lowest levels  since 
1929. Sheep and lambs were 
also estimated 2% under a year

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When the farmer learns the lesson of organization, and turns 
the selling of his product over to a corporation formed and owned 
by himself, and lets that corporation handle his surveys and mar-
keting, devoting himself to producing what the market demands, 
then he will be able to step into the commodity markets on an 
equal footing with the buyer of his goods and have a just and 
effective influence upon the price he receives. Furthermore, in 
that organization, he will be able to contract effectively and esti-
rriree market needs to such a point that he can regulate and dis-
tribute his production in conformity with sound economic princi-
ples. He will not need government supports nor any involved 
governmental program to reduce surpluses. He won't grow sur-
pluses, because he will be able to know within practical limits 
what he can sell and what he is going to receive for it before 
he produces.

The fat lamb class at the an-
nual Eastland County Livestock 
Show to be held at that city 
March 29 and 30th is again ex-
pected to be the largest in years 
due to the popularity of the 
project among FFA and 4-H 
Club- boys, according to C. M. 
McCain, general show superin-
tendent. 

Over 100 lambs from all parts 
of the county are expected to 
be shown. They will be judged 
on a packer basis at 9:30 a.m. 
on the second day of the show. 
Jimmy Kehoe, Fort Worth, buy-
er for one of the largest meat 
packers will place the lambs as 
either prime, choice or good in 
grade. Boys with lambs grad-
ing prime will receive $5, while 
those  grading choice will get $3 
and those with lambs grading 
good will get $2. As the lambs 
are graded they are marked with 
blue chalk to designate their 
grade. A grand and reserve 
champion lamb is picked from 
those grading prime. 

Clinton Ray Humphries, East-
land, will be in charge of this 
class.

Motorists to Get 
Stickers Early 

Col. Homer Garrison, Jr., di-
rector of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, prevailed upon 
Texas automobile owners to "do 
their shopping early" this year 
in an effort to reduce the last 
minute rush for inspection stick-
ers at the close of the  1957 motor 
vehicle inspection period. The 
deadline is April 15. 

On information received from 
George W. Busby, chief of the 
department's Motor Vehicle In-
spection Division, the state po-
lice director said only one-third 
of the state's four million ve-
hicle owners have obtained their 
1957 inspection stickers to date. 
He urged motorists to have their 
cars and trucks inspected now, 
as a means of saving time for 
themselves and to avoid a last 
minute congestion at inspection 
stations throughout Texas. 

Last year, as was true in most 
preceeding years, vehicles over-
crowded inspection stations dur-
ing the last week of of the 
inspection period.

every peach for a profit," he 
said. "Better to feed some of 
them to the hogs than depress 
the market." 

Some method of storage other 
than natural storage to keep a 
supply of good, fresh peaches on 
hand is a necessity, Mr. Laird 
said. It is  impossible for a 
grower to estimate how many 
peaches he will be able to gather 
from his orchard at a given 
time. By having a supply in 
storage he can contract to sell 
to a merchant with the certainty 
that he will have the peaches 
to deliver on time. 

Mr. Randolph listed a large 
number of table and juice grapes 
with which the Montague Ex-
periment Station is working in 
an effort to develop good pro-
ductive domestic and commer-
cial grape varieties for this area. 

"I think that grape production 
has a definite place in any well-
balanced program of diversified 
farming, he said. While efforts 
to produce a variety of white 
seedless grape suitable for com-
mercial production in this sec-
tion have not yet been entirely 
successful, a number of grapes 
of excellent quality for local 
marketing and home consump-
tion have been developed, he 
said. 

The Stout variety is the most 
promising seedless variety so far 
developed for this section, he 
said. Another unnamed seedless 
variety has been developed at 
the station which has a good 
flavor when full ripe, but its 
potentialities are as yet unknown. 

Mr. Montague indicated that 
the finding of a suitable root-
stock for grape growing is  the 
answer to the problem of com-
mercial grape production in Tex-
as. The expense of grafting 
grapes on rootstocks is the reason 
that nurserymen do not offer 
grafted grapes, he said, but 
grapes which have different root 
stock from the tops are more 
productive a n d much more 
drouth resistant than rooted 
plants, he said. 

Control of Insects. 
Mr. Foster said there are six 

'periods in peach production 
which are vital in insect and 
fungus control. The first is when 
the buds are pink and subject 
to attack by the peach twig bor-
er. This insect is  not as dam-
aging as curculio and brown rot. 
A 50 per cent wettable DDT 
spray will control the borer. 

The next spray stage is when 
75 per cent of the petals have 
fallen. Wettable dieldrin and 
wettable sulphur, or wettable 
parathion and wettable sulphru 
sprays should be applied. This 
catches the "catfacing" insects, 
such as stink bugs, and brown 
rot fungus. 

The next spray should follow 
in 11 to 14 days after the shuck 
spray and the same ingredients 
may be used. A second spray 
14 to 21 days later, using wet-
table sulphur only for early va- 

old system, he said. 
Piling peaches in baskets and 

large containers causes bruising 
and loss of much good fruit. 
Shallow containers and placing 
the peaches in individual crin-
kle paper cups produce a more 
attractive and better selling 
product. 

Peaches should be picked at 
exactly the right moment to in-
sure their arriving in the stores 
in ready-to-eat condition. They 
shouldn't be picked too ripe, he 
said, otherwise they will not hold 
tip for the necessary two or 
three days after they are placed 
on the store counter. 

"Stand Back of Fruit." 
"Stand back of the fruit you 

sell," advised Mr. Laird. "Sell 
your peaches and deliver them 
in such condition that yoft can 
face the merchant the next time. 
Tell your merchant that if he 
receives a complaint of any kind 
you will replace the fruit, and 
do it. The customer is the judge. 
You can't skimp and expect to 
build a repeat business. Your 
business must be built on mu-
tual confidence, trust and honest 
dealing. I am not making a 
moral lecture. I'm just talking 
business sense." 

Attractive packaging, good 
quality, ready-to-eat peaches and 
peaches that taste like they ought 
to taste are necessary if we, are 
to compete with fruit from other 
states and sections. 

There are three principal peach 
markets, Mr. Laird said. They 
are the market for fresh eating. 
for canning and for quick freez-
ing. Peaches sold by the bushel 
and half bushel go mostly into 
the canning market, and the 
market for this type of peach is 
limited. Peaches for quick freez-
ing must be completely ripe. 

The fresh eating peach which 
brings the highest price must 
receive the greatest amount of 
care in picking, packaging and 
selling. The demand for this 
kind of peach is more limited 
than any other, but the returns 
are greater. 

He suggested that growers get 
together to resist pressure to cut 
prices. Wnen one grower cuts 
his price for immediate sale, he 
puts himself in the position of 
having to accept a cut price on 
all other deliveries and under-
mines his own business. He's 
just cutting his own throat, said

Jones, who is nothing if not 
frank, admits without any quib-
bles that his client is no saint. He 
depicts George B. Parr as a man 
who gets what he wants when he 
wants it and who isn't overly 
squeamish about methods. And 
Jones had admitted as much in 
open court, many times. 

The well-dressed little lawyer, 
who presumably knows what is 
going on inside the Parr machine, 
has some interesting ideas about 
the future of Duval. 

Should George B. Parr lose his 
battle, even be sent to prison, this 
does not mean the end of the 
Parr dynasty. Another Parr, the 
Duke's nephew, Archer Parr II, 
is ready to take over. 

Should this switch happen, Du-
val history would be repeating 
itself. George Parr deposed his 
father just twenty years ago. 

Archer Parr is a personable 
young man, 35, a Marine veteran, 
a family man, educated, and well 
schooled in the rough and tumble 
of Duval politics. He has served 
as sheriff under his uncle. 

George B. Parr "did time" in 
Federal prison, in El Reno, Okla-
homa, back in 1936. The charge 
was cheating on his income tax. 
When he got back home to San 
Diego he was greeted as a hero, 
as a man who had suffered per-
secution for the sake of his peo-
ple. He was met by a brass band 
and by dancing in the streets. 

But ,he returned to find that 
wire cutters had been at work on 
the Parr political fences. that his 
father, Senator Archie Parr, the 
then reigning Duke of Duval, was 
unable to ride the range as of 
old. 

George took over the power in 
Duval. His father went into exile, 
to live at the Nueces Hotel in 
Corpus Christi until his death. 

Again George Parr is under 
indictment for income tax cheat-
ing. and again his followers say 
he is being persecuted for their 
sake. Should he again be convict-
ed, on the tax charge or any one 
of a number of other Federal or 
State charges now pending 
against him, including a charge 
of using the mails to defraud, 
anything can happen in the coun-
ty of Duval. 

However. Luther Jones to the 
contrary, there is a vast differ-
ence between the Duval of 1936 
and the Duval of 1956. (As a 
matter of fact, there is a vast 
difference between the Duval of 
1954 and 1956, which will be the 
subject of the two final articles 
in this series.) 

Twenty years ago the Parr 
power was solid as the Rocky 
Mountains, and seemingly as 1,er-
manent. Men in Austin and Wash-
ington fawned upon the Duke, 
courted his favors, jumped when 
he crooked his little finger. 

Parr could, and did, deliver 
100 to 1 majorities in any elec-
tion. He could loftily ignore the 
mundane doings of ordinary poli-
tics. He was the puissant prince, 
after the fashion of the Middle 
Ages. 

But Parr has been projected, 
head over heels, into the unsym-
pathetic new world of the mid--
Twentieth Century. The alchemy 
of his time has changed his coun-
ty. George B. Parr was born just 
500 years too late. 

Actually, it was more than al-
chemy that changed Parr's coun-
ty. The last two articles of this

SAN DIEGO, TEX.--No self-
respecting boss-run barony is 
complete without its quota of 
syndicated sin. And Duval Minty, 
Texas, is no exception. 

For the moment "the heat is 
on" and the gambling wheels are 
stilled, night sin-spots like El 
Ranchito are closed, most of the 
women of easy virtue are in exile 
and traffic in illegal liquor and 
narcotics is very much under 
wraps. 

One disgruntled deputy sheriff, 
raging at the Rangers who put 
him out of business, moved his 
house of prostitution, lock, stock 
and women, all the way to Hous-
ton. 

The Rangers, armed with in-
junctions obtained by the Attor-
ney General's office, simply pad-
locked the town. 

"It was just like the good old 
days of prohibition," said Captain 
Alfred Allee, regarded by his fel-
lows and by his superiors in Aus-
tin as one of the greatest Rangers 
of them all. 

The merchants of sin fumed 
and fretted, appealed to the courts 
for injunctions of their own, tried 
every trick that wily lawyers 
could dream up. It was no soap. 
The places stayed closed and the 
gambling apparatus, the wheels 
and the dice and the tables, stayed 
carted away. 

Quite naturally Captain Allee, 
Attorney General John Ben Shep-
perd, and all the others who had 
declared war on the Duchy of 
Duval and on its up-to-then un-
disputed ruler, Boss Parr, were 
roundly cursed by the purveyors 
of iniquity. The machine went 
even further. 

This writer has a long docu-
ment before him right now, a 
document revealing-plans for the 
"liquidation" of Ranger Captain 
Allee and Ranger Joe Bridge. 

If these killings had been car-
ried out, they would not have been 
the first political murders in that 
seething section of deep South 
Texas. Several years before Law-
yer Jacob Floyd and District 
Judge Sam Reams had beep 
marked for death. The pistoleros 
got their signals mixed and killed 
Floyd's son by mistake. The life 
of the Attorney General has been 
threatened three times. 

The gambling, the women and 
the illegal liquor may have de-
parted from Duval, for the time 
being at least, but the narcotics 
picture isn't so pretty. 

Should you happen to be driv-
ing along the Benavides road, 
Highway 59 to Laredo, or along 
Highway 44 through Freer, you 
may hear the engine of a hedge-
hopping airplane. It won't land 
so long as your car or any other 
car, except very special ones 
known to the pilot, is in the vi-
cinity.

A SPIRITUAL FEAST —1 

United States is brought across 
the border from Mexico, most of 
it coming through Texas and 
through San Diego. And only a 
small proportion of the total 
amount of dope brought into Tex-
as, and from here spread all over 
America, is ever seized. 

I checked with the United 
States Air Force. South Texas is 
180 degrees out of phase to the 
radar screen, concentrated as it 
is to spot planes coming in from 
the Atlantic or from the Pacific. 
Unless I've been badly misin-
formed, the Mexican border is 
wide open to any airplane, Rus-
sian or smuggler. Besides, a plane 
coming almost at ground level 
would be safe from radar in any 
case. 

Previous articles in this series 
have pointed out that this utterly 
fantastic county is a product of 
its isolated geography, its his-
tory and its people. But history 
fades and people change. So in 
Duval. Democracy is raw, red 
meat, nourishing stuff on which a 
man, or a people, can grow 
strong. In Duval the people are 
feeding full. 

George. B. Parr is fighting, and 
fighting desperately, for his polit-
ical life and for his physical lib-
erty. There's something magnifi-
cent and awesome about a good 
fighter, even when he's on the 
opposite side. 

According to Attorney General 
John Ben Shepperd, to District 
Attorney Sam Burris, to Lawyer 
Jacob Floyd of Alice, and to half 
a hundred other Parr opponents 
I've talked to, the Duke of Duval 
is fighting his last big fight. The 
Duke, they say, is through, fin-
ished, licked. 

According to one of Parr's top 
attorneys, dapper Luther Jones of 
Corpus Christi, Shepperd, Burris 
et al are dripping wet. They 
couldn't be more wrong. So says 
Jones. 

"Look at it this way," said 
Jones to me. "This is an election 
year and the politicos are making 
hay. All this will blow over. These 
civil suits and indictments are 
pure politics and once the shout-
ing is over they'll be allowed to 
die very quietly. You're a strang-
er to this part of Texas or 
you'd know all of this has hap-
pened before." 

As Luther Jones talked my 
mind went back to long ago when 
I was just breaking into news-
paper work on the old "Chicago 
Evening American." In those days 
Al Capone was running the rac-
kets. I once met the King of 
the Racketeers and a right charm-
ing fellow he was. Nobody ever 
pinned a murder rap on Al. He 
went to Alcatraz for income tax 
evasion. 

In New York I've met Frank 
Costello, he of the television 
hands that Senator Kefauver 
made so famous. Talking to him 
at the Vesuvio Restaurant on 
West 48th Street, one of his fav-
orite haunts, you'd never think 
he'd ever heard of a slot machine 
or a gaming table. Charming fel-
low. Lovely fellow. He's in jail. 

"And all this business about 
political killings in Duval," Jones 
went on. "They've been trying to 
pin a killing on Parr for years.
