A Fundamental Reform 

Senator McClellan of Arkansas, who has earned widespread 
praise for his performance as chairman of the Senate committee 
investigating union racketeering, recently appeared on the "Meet 
the Press" TV-radio program. The evidence so far produced by 
his investigating body, he said, shows the need for federal laws 
to protect union funds and to guarantee free union elections. 

Then he made a significant observation—that it may prove to 
be "imperative" to enact a federal right-to-work law, though he 
personally hopes that the states will do that on their own hook 
and so make federal action unnecessary. 

There is every reason to believe that the  right-to-work law 
(which simply provides that either membership or non-membership 
in a union cannot be made a condition of employment) is the 
biggest and most fundamental reform now needed. The union 
shop—under which a man must join up or be fired within 30 
days after getting a job—amounts to a form of involuntary servi-
tude. It also creates union monopolies—and monopolies in any 
field are classic sources of corruption. If a man is forced to 
become and remain a dues-paying union member in order to feed, 
house and clothe his family, the union doesn't have to "sell" 
itself on the basis of service, integrity, or anything else. The 
union heads are dictators, with the power of dictators—and we 
are learning now that some of them have shamefully abused 
these powers. 

No good and honest union—and there are a great many of 
these, officered by men of high principle and ability—need fear 
right-to-work. If the heads do a good job, they'll get the member-
ship, as a matter of course. Right-to-work is a potent weapon 
against the goon, the exploiter, and the racketeer.

Many of these interests of the 
Federation have been given re-
cent emphasis in the General 
Federation "Youth Conservation 
Program" established in 1944. 
Thousands of communities bene-
fit from this program made pos-
sible by local clubs. 

For more than 50 years the 
Federation has promoted a con-
tinuous program of educational 
and legislative action to advance 
national and state conservation 
policies. It helped in the es-
tablishment of the National Park 
Service in 1916.

In some small town in one of 

our 48 states, club women are 
planning now to beautify the 
approaches to their town by 
planting trees and shrubs. This 
effort is being multiplied through-
out our land. No one can mea-
sure the aesthetic results. 

In the same way no one can 
measure the results of the shoul-
der-to-shoulder efforts of the 
American club women in their 
toast-to-coast drive against ob-
jectionable comic books, but we 
tin know that the power of the 
united efforts of t h e General 
Federation of Women's Clubs will 
will in the long run be success-
ful. We know this because of the 
great tradition of the Federation 
to get things done — important 
things that make up our Ameri-
can way of life. 

To give you some examples: 
the passage of the Pure Food 
and Drug Act of 1906 was credit-
td largely to the Federation, As 
far back as 1896 it was spon-
soring an educational campaign 
on TB control and urging the 
establishment of a national health 
bureau—which we now have 
relized in the U. S. Public Health 
Service. 

The Federation's educational 
drive against venereal disease 
began in 1914. Since the Fed-
eration has worked with the 
American Cancer Society on an 
educational program. Prominent 
club women are also outstanding 
in the fight against cancer. 

The Federation has had a 
mental hygiene program since 
1947. 

Did you know that the club-
women have been concerned 
about the drug traffic since 1923 
and have worked continuously 
since then for more effective in-
ternational and national control? 
They have worked for wide ac-
ceptance of uniform state laws 
directed toward the control of 
seecific narcotics, such as mari-

ana. 
Following the organization of 

the United Nations they recom-
mended the establishment of a 
U. N. Commission on Narcotic 
Drugs. This is now a reality. 

Since 1912 the General Fed-
eration of Women's Club has 
worked for prison reform and I 
has seen results of its educe-
ticenal programs. The federal 
prison for women at Anderson, 
W.. Va., and a number of state 
reformatories for women can be 
attributed to the teamwork of
