MYTHS
ABOUT FOOD AND
ATHLETIC PER-
FORMANCE
Whether a person is a
professional football
player or exercises only
once a week, food is a key
factor in athletic perform-
ance — but too many
advertised products mis-
lead and misinform, ac-
cording to a registered

dietitian.

“Everyone needs to eat
a balanced diet, which
provides energy to com-
plete an exercise routine
and all the nutrients nec-
essary for tissue growth
and replacement after a
workout,” said Dr. Mary
Kinney Bielamowicz,-
nutritionist with the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service. “However,
there are too many mis-
leading advertisements
and fad diets that can
cause consumers to stray
from the healthful choice.”

Many people who put
theirhopesin health prod-
ucts that claim to build
their muscles and give
them stamina often end
up with a diet that lacks
someimportantnutrients
but has an excessive
amountofothers, she said.
Nutritional practices
based upon half-truths
and misconceptions can
even be dangerousiftaken
to the extreme.

Bielamowicz said some
of the most common myths
about how to get energy
include:

* Eating more pro-
tein helps build more
muscle — Protein is
importantin buildingand
protecting muscles, but
high-protein diets or sup-
plements have not been
proven toincrease muscle
mass. Without proper
exercise, excessive protein
is often converted to fat
and stored. Excessive

protein intake may also
strain kidney function.

* Eat a lot of carbo-
hydrates before each
workout — A high-car-
bohydrate diet is not nec-
essary for aregular work-
out. Ifpreparingforalong-
distance event (lasting an
hour or longer) such as a
marathon or bicycle race,
a high-carbohydrate diet
may be needed — staring
several days before the
event. For events lasting
less than 90 minutes, a
high-carbohydrate diet for
one day can adequately
fuel muscles.

* Drinking sports
drinks before and after
exercise is essential for
replacing lost body fluids
— During activity, per-
spiration causes loss of
water and minerals such
as sodium and potassium
that are important for
normal body function.
Under usual circum-
stances, the average
American diet contains
more than enough sodium
to make up for losses.
Supplements are not
needed unless circum-
stances are unusual, such
as participating in a tn-
athlon in intense heat.

* Consuming foods or
beverages high in sugar
before exercisingprovides
extra energy — If you eat
a food high in sugar 30 to
60 minutes before work-
ing out, it may actually
have a negative effect on
your performance. The
short-term energy boost
could lead temporarily to
hypoglycemia, which lim-
its the brain’s ability to
use its fuel (calories) to
boost muscular function
and mental drive. Symp-
toms of hypoglycemia
include feeling light-
headed, disoriented,
shaky, sweaty and fa-
tigued or having blurred
vision and heart palpita-
tions.

* Beverages that con-

tain caffeine and aleohol

stimulate the nervous
system and provide en-
ergy — Drinks that con-
tain caffeine and alcoholic
beverages have dehydra-
tion effects, which offer
no benefits to a person
who works out regularly
or an athlete in training.

1/2 cupunsifted flour

1 cup oats

3/4 cupfirmly packed
brown sugar

1/4 cup wheat germ

2 teaspoon vanilla
extract

1/2 cup margarine

1 1/2 cups chopped pe-
cans

1 cup golden raisins

1 (6 ounce) package
dried apricots, chopped (1
cup)

1(14 ounce) Sweetened
Condensed Milk (NOT
evaporated milk)

Preheat oven to 350
degrees (325 degrees for
glass dish). In large bowl,
combineflour, oats, sugar,
wheat germ, margarine
and vanilla; mix until
crumbly. Reserving 1/2
cup crumb mixture, press
remainder on bottom of
greased 13 x 9 inch bak-
ing pan.

Now would be a good
time for some soil testing
both on the farm and at
home. After all, if we're
going to spend dollars
adding fertilizer it would
certainly help toknowjust
what fertilizer you need
and how much. !

People born after 1937
will have to be older than
age 65 before they will be
eligible toreceive theirfull
Social Security retirement
benefits, Glyn Hammons,
Social Security manager
in Abilene said.

While life expectancies
have increased dramati-
cally since Social Security
was enacted in 1935, the
retirement age has re-
mained the same.

People who are reach-
ing retirement age now
can start their Social
Security benefits as early
as age 62, but their bene-
fit amount is reduced. If
they wait until age 65 to
start their Social Security,
they receive a full, unre-
duced benefit.

The usual retirement
agefor people retiringnow

is age 65. Social Security
calls this “full retirement
age,” and the benefit

amount that is payable is
considered the full retire-
ment benefit.

Because of longer life
expectancies, the full re-
tirement age will be in-
creased in gradual steps
until it reaches age 67.
This is the result of legis-
lation enacted in 1983.
This change starts in the
year 2000, and it affects
people born in 1938 and
later.

WTU Filed 'Safety'
Suit About CEDs

ABILENE - West Texas
Utilities Company filed a
lawsuit January 27 in
Travis County to protect
rights to property taxesit
will pay to the state's new
county education districts
(CEDs). WTU said it
would pay its $9.8 million
in taxes, including $4
million to CEDs by the
January 31 deadline.

“Thelawsuitisnotbeing
filed to deny necessary
funds to the school dis-
tricts, but to protect the
rights of the company and
its customers if the tax is
declared unconstitu-
tional,” said Travis Wil-
liams, area manager.
“Property taxes are an
expense that goesinto the
cost of the product or serv-
ice for any business and
eventually are paid by
customers.”

“Because payments
made without filing this
suit would be considered
voluntary payments by
the Texas courts we have
been forced to file a pro-

tective suit to reduce the
risk of paying double
taxes. We realize that the
schools need the funds.
That’s why we donot want
to withhold the taxes
pendingacourtdecision,”
said Williams. WTU
joined a number of other

Texas companies in the
action.

Cases are now pending
before the Texas Supreme
Court, raising questions
about the legality of the
Texas school property tax
law passed in 1991,

The new law groups
school districts into
county education districts
(CEDs) in an attempt to
ensure a more equitable
distribution of school
taxes. Property owners
must pay 1991 school
taxes to both the previ-
ously existing school dis-
tricts and the new CEDs,
with the majority of the
taxesallocated amongthe
CEDs.

The constitutionality of
the new law has been
widely questioned, and
the Texas Supreme Court
is expected to decide the
issuein early February. If
the court decides that the
county education districts
are unconstitutional, tax
payments already made
to those districts may be
considered “voluntary”
and not subject to refund
orcredit. Ifthe court rules
that the tax is constitu-
tional Williams said WTU
will drop its lawsuit.

WTU serves 178,000
customers in 52 counties
throughout West Texas.

School Finance Law

- New Ruling
Expected on CEDs

On Jan. 30 the Texas
Supreme Court struck
down the State's “Robin
Hood” School Finance law.
For the third time the
Legislature was ordered
to come up with another
system for funding public
schools.

In its ruling, the Court
listed two major reasons
for overturning the cur-
rent system.

One, that the new
County Education Dis-
tricts and their authority
to levy property taxes
were established without
a vote of the people. That
violates a constitutional
provision that requires
voter approval of all new
property taxes in Texas.

In another objection, the

Court stated that the
property tax system set
up in the County Educa-
tion District was in real-
ity a State property tax.
That violates a Constitu-
tional Amendment passed
by the votersin 1982 that
bans State property taxes.

But the Supreme Court
also gave the legislature
and Gov. Ann Richards
some time to solve the
problem, ordering that a
new finance system be
adopted by June 1, 1993.

This deadline deferral
meant that the current
system would remain in
place this year and for the
1992-93 school year.

It also meant there
would be no refunds for
property taxpayers who
had hoped to get their
money back if the Court
found the CED System
unconstitutional.

But Eastland School
Superintendent Keith
Watkins Monday said he
understood the matter of
CED taxation was not
definitely settled by last
week's ruling. Watkins is
Administer of the
Eastland County Educa-
tion District.

“Atemporary injunction
against the CED’s con-
tinuing tax collection isin
District Judge Scott
McCowan’s Court in
Austin, I hear,” Watkins

said. “He is supposed to
make arulingon it tomor-
row (Tuesday). If he rules
in favor of the injunction
it will speed up the cut-off
date on taxation.

“But until the CED is
given orders otherwise we
will continue to assess and
collect taxes,” the Super-
intendent and Adminis-
trator said.

He noted that the
County Education Dis-
tricts were mandated by
the State Legislature and
set up in June 1991.
Eastland County has five
Districts and ten Board
Members.

There are 188 such
Districtsin the State, and
their job is supposed to be
to equalize scheol fund-
ing. This means to take
taxes from the wealthier
School Districts and give
to the poorer ones.

As soon as the Legisla-
tion was enacted last
summer lawsuits began
to spring up around the
state.

“This whole thing has
been confusing since day
one,” Watkins admitted.
“But we had no choice - we
had to follow the law.”

He estimated that over
50% of this year’s CED
taxes in Eastland County
have already been col-
lected and dispersed to
schools here. He said he
knew of nomeansorplans
to return taxes that have
already been paid.

Watkins said he at-
tended the State Commis-
sion of Education Mid-
winter conference last
week, and this group was
concerned about laws,
court decisions and the
impactthey couldhaveon
financing.

But the main burden of
the educatorsaccording to
Watkins, was to keep the

schools open and that the
children not have to take
cuts because of an un-
stable situation.

“We here in Eastland
County share those con-
cerns,” the Superinten-
dent said. “I feel that
something will be worked
out.”
